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SUICIDE IN THE SURF-

A Young Woman Drowns herself at
Atlantic City

ATLANTIC CITY N J Sept K A
mysterious young woman supposed to
come from Philadelphia handsome and
well dressed and apparently in mourning
ended her life here yesterday afternoon
by leaping frost end of Heines Pier
at the foot of Massachusetts Avenue into

ocean The breakers were rough and
dangerous and deterred the score or
more of persons on the pier from leaping
into the sea to save the woman Her
body floated in the water for ten minutes
or longer buoyed up by the air in the
clothing and she was still on top of the
water face downward but sterdily sinking
when the lifeguards arrived The only
und she uttered was a scream for Kelp
as she shot downward oft the structureinto the water

The spectators were dazed for a mo-
ment The leap was made like a Hash
The girl had been observed witching thewater intently from the side of the railing which is about four feet in height
but she showed no of nervousness
and did not act strangely enough to attract attention

Edward Sprenckle a pier employs when
the cry of woman overboard reached
him came forward with several life pre-
servers The first one went wild and th
second fell within the girls reach but
she made no effort to grasp it although
Sprenckle called to her to take hold of It
The current stt inward and the woman
without a struggle drifted seaward One
of the life preservers washed over her
body but from the pier it was clearly
evident that she was unconscious For
ten minutes the helpless crowd watched
the figure float away
