It is to be regretted that such san
piWe views and sentiments have not
been more common in England in the
peeL Had they been a vast amount of
bad feeling in the United States toward
Great Britain would not have existed
It is unnecessary to thresh over the old
straw of the ClaytonBulwer controver-
sy at this time Every English states-
man and diplomat know that were an
old stillborn violated and abandoned
convention like the ClaytonDulwer
monstrosity dug up and shaken in the
face of Lord Salisbury as he has
shaken it at us he would laugh it to
scorn us too ghostly a thing to excuse
serious moderation Even at this late
day it would be a graceful and emol-
lient act on the part of Great Britain
to consign that ancient Instrument to
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the wastebasket and drop it from En
gush diplomacy forever

But something more needs to be done
if our sympathising
cousins really mess to be frank friend
ly and honest with us To the same
extent that they realize the emptiness
of their contention in Central America
they also understand the utter base
lessness and bad faith of their claim to
American territory in Alaska They
should drop that out of hand and show
repentance and a better mind by in
sjantly marching out of the Porcupine
District which they have seIzed and
declared annexed to the British North-
west Territory

One would think that he had previous

experience enough of trouble with
Doers at Vlakfontein to guard that

John Bull has uncomfortable con-
sciousness that the drain upon his re
sources which must still amount to a
million dollars a day for war expenses

The Amtrclil M Who Murder
It is worthy of note that the anarch-

ists who actually murder Presidents
and Kings are neither the leaders and
preachers of the sect nor persons in
greatly distressed conditions of life
whose sufferings might be invoked as a
sort of excuse crime The leaders
are usually shrewd enough not to kill
anybody themselves and people

suffering for the necessaries of life
seek some other method of obtaining re-
lief The murdering anarchist is as a
rule some person not overstrong of in-

tellect in the first place whose mind
has been warped and perverted by false
teachings

Some of the worlds leading anarch-
ists are now busily explaining that they
do not believe in murdering executives
in a free country like this Their doc-

trine though does not make the excep-
tion If it did the creed would still be-
an execrable one but as Iris it to elm j

ply horrible beyond expression As a j

result of its propagation the most
of Presidents voluntarily choce

by the countrys electorate is no safer j

than the cruel despot The Empress
Elizabeth and King Humbert were both
slain without a motive that Is apprecia-
ble to the ordinary mind The Austrian
Empress exercised no real power j

while Italys King was a monarch
whose authority was strictly limited
It was impossible for anything to be
gained by killing either

The oaastn of Mr McKinley does
not pretend to have had a grievance He
objected to nothing in particular or in
general that the President had done
He had been able to make a good living
for himself Indeed for some time he
had actually lived without working
which is more than most people can
do murder was committed

because the assassin did not believe-
in any government however free and
beneficent and this belief had been
formed upon the basis of anarchist
teachings The most fertile mind put
to the extreme limit of its imagination
could not conceive a stronger argument-
in favor of completely suppressing the
sect than is furnished by this utterly

inhuman act

According to the published report of
this institution the briquette made from
turf fcy the Stauber method contain 4514
per cent fixed earbon 4M per cent

2934 per cent oxygen and per-
cent ash and have a thermal value of
3866 calorie This i fully up to the stand-
ard of brown coal which latter the
defect of containing from 1M to 264 per-
cent of sulphur whereas the new turfbriquette are wholly free from that im-
purity and are therefore adapted to a
number of uses for whc charcoal le now
employed German coal of aver-
age quality contain a come front the
mine CO to K per cent of water and the
secret of successful and economical bri-
quette manufacture from that material
is to reduce the proportion of water to
about 12 pereent by the application of
just sufficient heat to melt the bitumen
