raJtected in the acts and expressions of
those who took part in the meeting

Von Peezs argument i chiefly valu-
able in giving emphasis to this feeling
for muck of it is altogether unsound
from an economic point of view There
ic Mterally no force m what he says
concerning American preeminence in
agriculture That preeminence comes
from natural conditions and is in no
way dependent upon our commercial
policy With such advantages of cli-

mate and soil as we possess it is idle
for any European country or combfna-
tkm of countries to think of wresting
tfce palm of superiority from us We
ana only lose our posUion as the great
est exporter of food products In one of
two ways By our population becom-
ing so dense as to consume all of those
product a condition far in the future
or by having them shut out of other
countries by hostile tariffs In the long
rwn the latter policy would injure Ute
nations adopting it more seriously than
It would us No country of compara-
tively limited area and large POpulation
caw exclude foodstuffs by tariff regula-
tions without entailing suffering upon
it own iwople On the other hand if-

Bwrope should opt such a course it
would not cause actual suffering here-
to any great extent It vould have the
effect of making food superabundant
and hence exceedingly cheap Never-
theless it would create a condition
deeply to be deplored Its commercial
effects would be Carreaching sad die
Mtftrous It would wipe out the great
tatktnre of trade which file the average
Republican mind with so munch exulta-
tion This would seriously a ct mono
atary caNWHUons and consequently all
business The farmers unable to sell
their urplu save at very low prices
ciuld buy but little froi tho UKT
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chans and the latter could take hut
sir M stocks from the factories As a
result many of the latter would close
and we would have bard times all along
the line

If hostile foreign tariffs were aimed
merely at our agricultural products it
would have the effect of changing the
whole face of tb business situation in
this ntry R t they will not stop
there The truth is that one manufac-
tures are the chief object of Ruropean
dread and we may be sure that our
food products will not be abut out of
the Old World market and our
fairtures be Bowed to enter TIle aims
of European countries will be to pro-
tect themselves at every point and
however great may be their injury if
the poHcy becomes general we shaft
certainly be hurt ate In such a con-

test It is inevitable that both sides will
sustain great tosses in a commercial
way

Moreover the resolutions adopted by
these Austrian manufacturers show
how easily there may be a general
adoption of such a policy without any
formal alliance between the European
States Germany purposes acting
alone So probably will AustriaHun
gary and each of the other nations can
and may do the same Then it is sug-
