thieves te followed so persistently or
runs so grade risk of being caught soon-
er or later Most Jewelry thefts
small ones are followed up sites for
years until every mesa Involved te suc-
cessfully run down It is forten or even twenty times the value of the
articles stoles to be expended la their re-
covery As might be expected most
thieves have come to regard the
business as one of the most dangerous
temptations of their profession

Fewer attempts are made to rob Jewelry
dealers than ever before This very grat-
ifying state of affairs is due to the sur-
veillance of the various detective asso-
ciations of jewelers The name of these
associations the Jewelers Protective
Union and the Jewelers Security Alli-
ance are perhaps familiar but little te
known of the remarkable work they are
carrying OB The annual reports of these
associations contain enough material to
fill unlimited novels

A thief knows that a safe bearing the
emblem 1 in all likelihood aefr even
watched thus permitting him to work un-
disturbed but the certainty that a
of detectives will be set upon him if he
tampers with It is a very effective though
silent threat There Is sat an experienced
burglar in the country who does not know
sad ia lets awn way respect those signs
The only trouble members of the asso-
ciations have Is from novices at burglary
who have sot been warned by their older

Security Alliance guards the safes of-
2M6 Jewelers throughout America The
Jewelers Protective Union insures the
safety of Jewels la transit The detec-
tive work te done by a famous agency
If necessary hundreds of men can be set
to work hundreds of miles distant within
a few minutes after the alarm is sounded
