George Crawford of No 29 West
Avenue was the owner of the runaway
horse It ta a spirited awimal sad made a
good showing with the track roadsters of
the Speedway before It ran away Mr
Crawford was accoanamaisd by a friend
aad for more than an hour the horse was
lint busy speeding up and down the
course

Roadster Makes a Belt
After a brush Mr Crawford drew tIP

underneath Washington Bridge and JaM

started to tarn around with the Intention
of returning to the beginning of the
course when the shrill of a whistle
startled his horse It bolted forward
throwing the two occupants of Ute wautoa
from their seats late the road Ia falling
they saved themselves from reeeivlna se
rious Injuries Both men were badly
shaken up and received contusions of the
hands besides having their clothes torn
Swinging full around the horse proceed-
ed at full speed toward the head of the
smooth stretch whore meat of the Speed-
way brushes are started
