HOMELESS AND DESTITUTE

Food Supplies Short and Pestilence and
Famine Threaten Unless Quick Relief
Reaches Cloud Still Hangs
Over St Retards Work

FORT DE FRANCE May 13 Outside
help Is quickly needed here The town is
filling up with refugees who are pouring-
in from the north end of tbe island by
the hundreds

The food supply at hand including that
sent from Guadeloupe is totally inade-
quate and the terror of starvation con-

fronts the sufferers
The heat intense the unhealthy sea

is at hand and an epidemic is feared
The refugees are absolutely destitute

Relief committees are helping the people-
to the best of their ability but food Is
doled out cautiously because of the short-
ness of the supjrty

It Is estimated that fifty thousand peo-
ple on the island are without food and
shelter and that many will die of starva-
tion and exposure before permanent re-
lief can reach the stricken island

Thousands of Refugees
A great cloud of smoke still hasges-

over St Pierre and over the country for-
miles around Every person who escaped
death from the eruption has fled toward
Fort de France leaving only the soldiers
and others sent to St Pierre by the gay
eminent at the scene

The work of burning the bodies is go-

ing on as rapidly as possible Thousands
of bodies are burled under mounds of lava
and cinders These will not be reached
for many days Exposed bodies are in
an adyanced stage of decomposition and
exhale a sickening odor

In the terrific heat and foul odor the
work of cleaning up the city can go on only
very slowlv

Estimates of the number of dead are-
simply guesses The conservative opinion
is that fully 3 e persons perished
