Record—Official Definitions of the
Various Terms Employed.

The Census Office yesterday issued a
bulletin of the statistics of agricuiture
in the State of Minnesota. A “farm,” as
defined %, the® Twelfth Census, includss
all the l:ad, under one management, used
for raising crops and pasturing live stock,
with the wood lots, swamps, meadows,
etc., connected therewith. It includes
also the house in which the farmer re-
sides, and all other builldings used by him
in connection with his farming operations.

The farms of Minnesota, June 1, 1500,
numbered 154,853, and had a value of
$669,522,315. Of this amount $110,220,415,
or 16.5 per cent, represents the walue of
butldings, and $559.361,900, or 83.5 per cent,
the value of land and improvements other
than buildings. On the same date the
value of farm implements and machinery
was $20,099,230, -and that of live stock,
$8%,063,097. These vaiues, added to that of
farms, give $788,684,642, the “total value
of farm property.”

The products derived from domestic ani-
mals, poultry, and hees, including animals
sold and animals slaughtered om farms,
are referred to In this bulletin as “ani-
mal products.” The total value of such
products, together with the value of ail
crops, is termed “total value of farm
products.” This value for 1899 was $181,-

28.2 per cent, represents the value of ani-
mal products, and $115,694.937, or 71.8 per
cent, the value of crops, including forest
products cut or produced on farms.

The “gross tarm income” is obtained
by deducting from the total value of farm
products the value of the products fed to
live stock on tte farms of the producers.
In 1899 the reported value of products fed
was $33,25%480, leaving $127,959,52¢ as the
gross farm income. The ratio wkich this
latter amournt bears to the “total value of
farm prop: iy~ is referred to in this bul-
letin as the “percentage of gross income
upon investment.” For Minnesota in 1839
it was 16.2 per cent.
