cents were again strong and animated

Steel Stocks Heavy
The trading during the forenoon was

characterized only by extreme dullness
In the railway list the Missouri Kansas
and Texas issues advancedbnt the move
ment seemed to he wholly based on man-

ipulation Otherwise price changes were
insignificant Nothing of interest was

done in the railway list at large The
steel stocks were heavy extremely
dull and the same description applied to
the anthracite coal stocks The trac
tion shares showed comparative steadi
ness London houses did not trade oa
an important scale in this market

Comparatively little was done in the
railway list where the tendencies con-
tinued irregular The Reading stocks
declined on the unfavorable news tress

EXPERIENCE OF VIGILANT

New York Yachtsmen of the Opinion

That a Combine of British Skippers
Would Be Found to Beat the Yankee

at Any Cost

NEW YORK June 4 It has been a
cause of wonder and surprise to many
people that J Picrpont Morgan did not
accept the many flattering invitations
be received to race his successful cup
defender Columbia in British waters
this year King Edward with his per
cnaially blooming cutter Britannia and
the German Emperor with his saucy
YankeebBiit schooner Meteor offered
him fine opportunities

A deputation of keen Irish yachtsmen
waylaid Mr Morgan at Quecnstown and
thought they had blarnied him into con-
senting to send tIle Columbia over to
race in the Royal Cork Yacht Club

for an international prize of great
value Mr Morgan replied to them ia
diplomatic vein in other words he so

jollied em along that they were al
most persuaded that they had gained tho
day They cant realize how it came to
pass that the Columbia is not now in
Irish waters

A member of the New York Yacht
Club who is quite close to Mr Morgan
let the eat out of the bag yesterday
This is what ho said

Rave the Columbia in British waters
No sir Mr Morgan is not built that
way We all remember what happened
to George Gould and lila little brother
Howard when they took the Vigilant to
England jest for a flyer The British
skippers united to beat the Yankee
boat They did not care a hang wliJih
yacht won o long as the American boat
got it in the neck The result was by

ro means creditable to the Vigilant
Silo won a few prizes it is true but
the wellorganized opposition of the
British skippets prevented her from do-
ing proper credit to herself

Now it was a feather in the cap of
the British and Irish skippers to humble
the pride of the Goulds But the Goulds
simply represented American millions
and the Stars and Stripes What does
Morgan represent He stands for the
great shipping combination which the
Britishers think is going to make Brit
annia play second fiddle to Columbia so
far as the ruling of the waves is con
cerned Thus the hostility of the skip
pers wtfuld be intensiJied and all their

would be centered iu an attempt
to beat the Columbia I will not say by
tactics aot allowed by the rules but
when a whole squadron tackles a soli-
tary craft there are methods of

and overwhelming her by sheer
force of numbers that it is not neces-
sary to o into at length

The British skippers are loyal and
patriotic from keel to truck They think
that Morgan is the sworn foe of British
supremacy at sea and consequently they
would concentrate their forces against
him

As the situation now is the Columbia
is unbeaten She licked Shamrock I and
Shamrock lL If she were to go to Eng-
land and be beaten by a fluke or an e i

dent she would inevitably lose all her
prestige As a victorious cup defender
over two cup challengers she has a
unique and glorious position in yachting
hifetory but the stain of one defeat ii
British waters would in the opinion of
Mr Morgan humiliate her forever AiiI
with the hostility of every skipper in
the British fleet she could scarcely es
cape the disgrace of snore than one de
feat and that too without any viola-
tion of the rules of the YachtRacing As-

sociation of Great Britain
These therefore are the reasons why

the Columbia is hauled out and ia not
racing in Great Britain this year
New York Yacht Club fully approves of
Mr Morgans course

FIRST STRIKE CLASHES

Mine Property Set on Fire Shot Fired
at Crowd

WILKESBARRE June 4 The first
shot of the strike was fired In tlie
suburbs of Wilkesbarre about dusk last
evening Michael Toole lisa a younger
brother Patrick who works in No 5

colliery for the Delaware and Hudson
Coal Company Michael was afraid Pat-
rick might be hurt in returning from
work this evening and went out to the
colliery to escort him home Both were
hooted and stoned by strikers A stone
hit Michael on the head whereupon he
drew a revolver and fired He did not
hit anyone but was arrested

The most serious disturbance since
the strike began occurred at 9 oclock
last night iu the Stapleton shaft of the

Wilkesbarre Company with
in the city limits of Wilkesbarre In
this case there was a direct attack upon
the stockade surrounding the companys
property which was set on fire and a
gap several feet in length burned
through it

A police alarm was sent in and Chief
Jones and a force of patrolmen respond-
ed Before they got there the crowd
had turned its attention to a watch
mans shanty on a cube bank which was
set on fire and turned to tile ground A
lire alarm was turned in and the fire
men stopped tile spread of the flames to
the calm bank and the remainder of the
stockade

The mob had scattered before the po
lice got there and no arrests were
made No shots were fired and no one
was hurt The operators last evening
authorized a statement which in part
saysThere have as yet been no serious dis-

turbances of the peace in this section
though the usual mean tactics have
been resorted to of reviling the men as
they proceeded to and from their lawful
work and more meanly still of making
the helpless wives and children of the
racB at work tile butt of still more un-

pleasant remarks Of course a great
deal of stone throwing has been indulged
in at some points and the perpetrators
have taken good care to hide them
selves behind fences or stone piles so
that their identity might not be dis-
covered Only one manhowever as yet
has been seriously injured and his case
has been placed in the hands of the
sctltorities

The operators feel that their men-

mountain appeared to be a submerged

Before Column Broke
Before the column broke there was a

blinding flash followed by a terrific re
port Then another flash of name and
then a third Great stones shot up into
the cloud of smoke and then while the
lightning played I saw a great cloud
break from the mountain and roll toward
St Pierre I looked toward the city
There was a blinding flash of fire and in
a moment the whole city was in flames
The fire seemed to travel like lightning
over the city from north to south But
it was not lightning It looked as if
the black cloud from the mountain had
been gaited as soon as it reached the
city Kvery building in St Pierre seemed
to b on lire at once I saw thames leap
ing from the cathedraL Walls were top-
ping and falling as I looked uim the
vaa I destruction Stones of great size

continued to fall around me for some
time and then all quiet St Pierre
had been destroyed in less than two
minutes

There is positively no need for sup
plies in the island of Martinque and
from the first there has been great ex-

aggeration relative to the suffering here
All during the time spent in taking off
suptTes from the Dixie for the sup-
posedly starving people of Martincjuc
the cruise was nearly surrounded with
a float of burn boats loaded with cans of
milk baskets of fruit even with loaves
of freshlybaked bread which the na-
tives were offering for sale to the pas
sengers anti crew of the nanofwar
This it was remarked hardly looked
like starvation However after consul
