The famous Liberty Bell watch pro-

claimed the independence cf the Araar
ican colonies to the world arrived in
the Capital this morning and was

in a manner fitting the saered
character of the patriotic traditions
which cluster around it

The train bearing the special car ou
which the bronze relic of Revolutionary
times is being borne from the Charles-
ton Exposition to Philadelphia arrived
In the yard of the Pennsylvania Rail
road shortly after 9 oclock
It was switched onto the long Birth

opposite the train shed of the station
Hundreds of were already as-

sembled about the dep6t when the spe-

cial car came to a halt The police
however immediately roped off an in
closure and the populace was forced to
view the bell from a little distance
until after the formal ceremonies ot re
ception were concluded Ninety poHee
men under the command of JUeuteaaBt
Moore the Sixth precinct Were sta
tioned in the vicinity of the bell to
maintain order and keep the crowd at a
proper distance In the afteraboa when
the thousands of scbool children of the
District the bell this torce was
Increased to a hundred officers Directly
across Sixth Street from the car on

A FEATURE OF THE CEREMONIES

The general public flocked to view the old bell during the morn-

ing mill at noon all the schools in the city let out to give the 40000
pupils an opportunity of paying it a visit The homage of the school
cbiklrcn was the prettiest feature of the day Every little boy and
every little brought a flower ol some rose a carnation n

daisy or other blossom and dropped the fragrant offering upon the
trnek bearing the bell When the troops of happy children had pass
ed by the hen was almost completely covered with blossoms
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which the bell rested a space of park
ing had been roped off and here the
Marine Band was stationed

The bell itself rests upon a car which
is little different from an ordinary flat-
car save through the fact that it is
completely surrounded except a door-
way on each end by strong iron rail-
ings Several policemen from the Phil
adelphia force are on guard all of the
time to see that no accident happens-
to the relic

The special reception committee met

at the office of Commissioner Macfar
land in the District Building at 946
oclock this morning and at 10 oclock
proeeeded to the railroad yards in com
pany with the District Commissioners
Upon their arrival at the car the ropes
were lowered and they ascended the
steps to the car which formed the plat-
form from which the addresses were
made Col Archibald Hopkins chair-
man of the local committee then pre-

sented the District officials and the
members of the committee to the mem-
bers of the Philadelphia city council
who form the special committee in
charge of the bell

It reminds us of all its glorious mem-
ories and of all its wonderful results
Independence did not mean individual
liberty to all the inhabitants of rhe
land until thirty years after this bell
ceased to speak But it was certain
from the first that individual freedom
must result from national liberty This
bell rang out the old order and rang in
the new with all its blessing and all
its promise

Philadelphia the guardian of this
relic dearer to us than any other does
a great service for which we are grate
ful in sending it from time to time
for exhibition in other places The
King of Bells Tsar Kolokol at Mos-

cow has been converted into a chapel
where the piuiis worship The Liberty
Bell has become an altar pf patriotism
at which we may renew our vows to our
country As it has passed through the
land OB this and other Journeys it has
stirred the hearts of millions and espe-
cially those in the public schools who
are to make the nation of the future to
a new veneration for the fathers of the

Senator Hate today introduced a most
important amendment to the pending
telephone bill regulating the use oftelephone wires in the District of Co
lumbia which is Intended to obviate
the difficulty round by the United States
Supreme Court last week in the old tele-
phone law

The amendment adds three sections to
the bill now under consideration and
these define accurately and mInutely the
charges which the telephone company
may make for specific kinds of service

Supreme Courts Action
The decision of the Supreme Court last

week In the case of Manning and
other telephone subscribers against the
Telephone Company sent the case hack
to the District Court for a new trialon the ground that the first decision
of the latter had not defined what kind
cf service should be furnished for a
certain price under the law fixing elerates for DistrictIt is understood that the amendmentlens been most carefully drawn and thatthe of prominent lawyers

Text of the Amendment
The amendment reads as follows
Section 7 That from and after the

first day of July 195 it shall be unlaw-
ful for any person er cocsparsy doin a
telephone business In Dtscri of
Columbia tq charge or receive for
phone service in excess of the rates Io
lowing that is to say for measyivl-
a rplce three 3 cents a message when
iU E S eibaf teWiQBe is upon a-

3dlStJi VmesSege where there are two or
more telephones upon Uw Kae fine far
unmeasured or flat service over a mttjil
lie circuit sixty dollars a YEar
when there Is but telephone on a
line fifty dollars 5 a year for eahtelephone there being not more than
two on a line and forty dollars 40i ayear for each telephone there being
three or more on a line for unmeasured
or flat rate service over grounded
circuit fifty dollars 5 a year when
there is but one telephone on a line
forty dollars 46 a year for each tele-
phone there being two on a line and
thirty dollars a year for each tele
phone there being three or more on a
line such charges In each case to in
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elude the use of a suitable telephone
with Its necessary equipment and the
cost of maintaining the same in good
condition for efficient service

Long Distance Messages
Provided that nothing herein con-

tained shall affect the right of any per
son or corporation to make reasonable
charges in excess of the foregoing rates
for longdistance messages that is to
say messages to or front points beyond
the District of Columbia and provided
further that nothing herein contained
shall be construed to apply to or
the rates to be charged for the c
telephones privatelines or any serv-
ice which has for its purpose communi-
cation between telephones not connected
with a telephone exchange And pro-
vided further that for the use of extra
equipment such as supplemental or desk
telephone telephone booths or the like
furnished to any customer in addition
to a suitable telephone and its necessary
equipment an extra nd reasonable
charge may bemade and provided fur
ther that where service shall be fur
nished to any point distant more than
two 2 miles from any telephone ex
change of such person or corporation
furnishing such service an extra charge
may be made not to exceed twenty 120
per centum of the rates above fixed for
each half mile in excess of such two
miles

No Excessive Rates
Section SThat np persoa or corpora

tion who alter the first day of
July 1902 charge or receive for

service in the District of Colum
bia in excess of the rates prescribed
herein shall have the right to construct-
or maintain in under over or upon
any public street avenue alley or road
or public space Ir said District any
conduits poles CHJlerj wires or other
appliances of its business and all con
duits poles cables wires or other ap
pliances for telephone service thereto-
fore constructed jsr maintain by such
person or corporation under in over or
upon any public street avenue alley or
public space shall forthwith become
public nuisances and be removed as
such And it is hereby made the duty
of the Commissioners of the District cf
Columbia upon the violation of this act
by any person or corporation forthwith
to take proper proceedings in the Su-
preme Court of the District of Columbia-
to securo the removal from the said
public streets avenues alleys and pub
lic spaces izr said District of all con
duits poles cables wires and other ap-
pliances of such person or
corporation and such court Is hereby
expressly authorized to decree sock re-
moval and to impose the costs and ex
penses thereof upon offender

Section S That any person or cor-
poration hereafter who shall after the
said first day of July 1902 vIolate the
provisions of section 7 of act shall
be guilty of a misdemeaawc wad shall
upon conviction be fificd O f each

not less than 58 or more than
500 to bo collected as r fines for

misdemeanors are collected
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
