CilARLOTTE N C June 1L Harri-
son and James GIHespie the negro boys
who murdered Miss Nelly Benson

afternoon were takes from the jail
at Salisbury this morning at 230 oclock
and hanged After the lynching the
mob perforated the bodies with revolver
bullets and before departing applied
burning splinters v the feet of the boys
to see if life still lingered The capture
of the criminals yesterday afternoon and
their lodgment in the jail was the sig-

nal for an immediate demonstration and
in the early part o the night a large
number of people gathered around the
jail and openly declarea that the boys
should be hanged at once

About midnight a telegram re-

ceived from Governor Aycock author-

izing the use of the local military corn
tuy the militia had bees celled

out the quiet and left
jar Ai 1 oclock about 1W men on
Horseback suddenly appeared on the
streets of Salisbury and started in the

section of the jail Mayor Boyden met
te mob and begged them to disperse

without result
When the crowd came to the jail fifty

men who were masked became the ac
tive force in the mob and demanded the
surrender of prisoners Chief

Julian at the approach of the lynch
ers bad the boys taken from their cell
and bidden in the small attic of the
jaiL Heee they were discovered by the
mob placed In a carriage and hurriedly
driven to the north end of the Southern
Railway yard As this Journey was be-

ing made the masked men and others
fusil-

lade of shots which brought half of
Salisbury out of doors and added half
dressed excited people to the list of
spectators Two big Southern engines
filled with trainmen backed up to with
in a hundred feet of the scene and wit-

nessed the hanging
The older boy Harrison Gillespie

who was sixteen years old was hanged
first Just before the rope was placed
around his neck he confessed that he
and his brother had murdered Miss
Benson He declared his brother
James had thrown the stone which
knocked down Miss Benson and then he
and James seized large stones and
crushed the young womans skull
rope that was placed around Harrisons
neck was thrown over the limb of a
tree and then he was drawn slowly
and strangled to death He showed

CHICAGO June 11 Illinois was
swept fify a severe electrical storm at
about midnight Telegraph and tele-
phone were made useless and no
communication could be had with any
point central part of the
Railroad dispatchers reported their
wires useless and wild rumors were cir-
culated of terrible destruction wrought
by the storm in the central portion of
the State

Every wire of the Illinois Central was
down at midnight and at the operating
station in Park Row station It was
said tbaj no message of any kind had
been received since that hour Crews of
linemen wore at once sent out from
Chicago to locate the wreck and make
immediate repairs At daylight nothing
had been heard from these men who
went out on a train shortly after mid
night

Storm in Bloomington
BLOOMINGTON Ill June ter-

rible struck here at 11 oclock
last night and did 250000 damage In
the city and probably as much more in
the country and villages news from
which is slow in coming in because
wires of every description are down

day of extreme heat the storm
broke at 11 oclock Those who were
awake took refuge in cellars and vaults
and many in the uptown district flats
were forced to the streets by the un
roofing of their dwellings and the in
pouring of water

Half the plate glass in the business
section was smashed and the Interior of
stores were wrecked wind and wa
ter The streets were completely block
ed by taIling trees and vehicles could
not move in any direction All the
lights were put out and the town was
in utter darkness Uncompleted build-
ings were blown down all over the city
People were panfcatricken

This morning the city is in almost as
much disorder as it was after the big
fire Some of the streets are lined for
blocks with shattered fronts and
cornices ripped off and blown Into the
strgfe The fury of the wind lasted a

After the storm had subsided this
city found itself cut off completely
from the world Wires in all directions
were down and at 7 oclock this morn-

ing only a few telephone wires were

CANSEE NO LEGAL OBSTACLE

Senior Senator From Indiana Addresses

It is asserted with much apparent

confidence that if the prop-
erty we would take If subject to innu
merable demands of stockholders and
creditors and that we would find our
selves involved in vast Inextricable con
fusion and difficulties I do not
think that the contention is well found
ed and believe that the United States
will take th property if it shall pur-
chase it free and clear of all

stockholders and creditors and that
it will not rest under any legal equita-
ble or moral obligation to pay one 6os
Jar beyond the 409W H the price
asked by the Canal Company

Denounces French Frauds
Mr Fairbanks joined Mr Mitchell ts

denouncing the frauds which havo
heretofore surrounded the Panama en-
terprise They da not however con
cern us he said nor should they

us from the use valuable route
which nature has partially prepared for
the purpose of commerce We take the
property free from any taint The title of
the United States will be derived In an
entirely legal and proper way It will
not come from those upon whom rests
any stain or blemish

Formerly Favored Nicaragua-

Mr Fairbanks said that he had fa-

vored the Nicaraguan route until Con-
gress had authorized a comparative ex-

amination of the advantages of the Pan
ama route which had resulted in a
unanimous report by the Canal Com-

mission in favor of the latter He paid
a high tribute to the engineering and
scientific ability of the members of that
commission Commenting upon the fact
that when the Paaama company asked
an exorbitant price for its property the
commission reported in favor of the
Nicaraguan route and when the com
pany reduced its price to the reasonable-
one of forty millions the commission
urged the adoption of the Panama
Mr Fairbanks said

The second report is precisely the
result which would have been reached-
In the first report if the canal company
originally had not put upon its prop-

erty an unreasonable price The
has acted with entire consist-

ency and the reason which led it to re-

consider and change its recommendation
of route are absolutely sound and con
trolling

Denies Filibustering Charge
Mr Fairbanks urged that the cost Gt

the canal should be met by an issue of
bonds so as to distribute it over a series
of years and make no extraordinary
draft upon the Treasury that might in-
