million Stiffening up his backbone andletting his right arm fly out his fist de-

mill Mr Vermillion had driven the in

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Mr A J Henry of the Weather Bu
reau has published a large collection of
statistics concerning the death and de-

struction caused by lightning He finds
that from 700 to 800 people are killed
each year by lightning and that more
than that number are Injured In 1990
there were reports of 713 cases of fatal
lightning strokes In the same year
573 persons were more or less seriously injured by lightning The loss of
lIre from lightning Is greatest in the
Ohio Valley and the Middle AtlanticStates If density of population only
be considered it is greatest in the upper
Missouri Valley and in the middle Rocky
Mountain region Of the liZ fatal cases
reported in 1SW 291 persons were killed
In the open 158 in houses 57 under
trees and 56 in barns The circum-
stances attending the death of the re-
maining 151 were not reported This
does not however dispose of the Idea
that the safest place to be In daring a
thunderstorm is the open country and
the most dangerous under a tree The
area not under trees is the larger

Judge Hagner Renders Decision in
Case of Cogswell Bros

Justice Hagner has just rendered his
decision in the case of Cogswoll
Brothers and others against David M
Faunce and others Involving the valid-
ity of certain bills of sales executed by
Faunip to his codefendant Hiram R
Biddle and to the Kramer Fish and
Game Company

The court held that the bills of sale
are null and void as against the com-
plainants who were creditors of the
defendant David M Fauace and should
be set aside

The litigation began about a year ago
The complainants Cogswell Brothers
and Neltzey alleged that
they were creditors ot Faunce It was
claimed that Faunce while indebted to
the complainants who are wholesale
fish dealers together with Hiram IL

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Kramer organized a corporation under
the name of the Kramer Fish and Game
Company To this company It was
claimed that the defendants Faunce
Biddle conveyed All their stock in trade
and good will In connection wIth their
business TnIs transaction It was fur-
ther alleged practically annulled and
defeated the rights of the complainants
as creditors of the defendant Fauace

After hearing argument on the qaes
tlcns involved Justice Hagner granted
the complainants an injunction perpet-
ually enjoining and restraining the de
fendants from In any manner disposing-
of or encumbering the goods and chat
tels covered by the conveyances The
complainants were represented by Levi

1 Forethought in Christian Work
It is well to note how the Apostle

Paul planned his missionary work
Christianity has suffered loss and dis-
aster untold during Its history on ac
ceunt of the want of forethought and
the use of business methods by the
managers of its enterprises There Is a
business basis to all kinds of work The
work of the propaganda and culture of
Christianity ie no exception

It was businesslike and proper for
Paul to desire that he and Barnabas
should revisit the converts and new
churches of their recent missionary tour
Not to have done so would pave been
neglectful and uneconomical in the em
ployment of providential forces Chris-
tianity must do the work of edification
as well as conversion The new churches
had received but a small portion of the
truths of the gospel and were pecu
liarly exposed to temptations errors
of faith dangers from persecution and
various discouragements and needed
special care and training like tender
shoots in an orchard

The Disagreement-

So applying the same business
to the work to be done and the

character of men needed the work
it was manifestly improper that John
Mark should go with with Paul and
Barnabas upon this special work Paul
was certainly right in his stand in re
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gard to John Mark John Mark had
certainly proved himself unfitted to go
upon this delicate mission Christian
ity has suffered over and over again be-

cause of kindhearted Intentions and
considerations such as trying to please
those in places of authority and influ-
ence like Barnabas was at the time of
the disagreement between him and Paul
or on account of trying to do something
personally for somebody being
faithful to and thoughtful of the inter
ests of the great cause In hand Great
leaders like Napoleon Lee and Grant
are careful about selecting their lieu
tenants Paul desired a worker and not
a shirker with him It is shameful for
Christian leaders and officers to put
Into places of trust and great import
ance men who are Incompetent and un
fitted for the work assigned them

Many Christian men treat the busi-
ness of Christ with less forethought and
loyalty than they do their own business
What the times need Is a revival of the
Pauline spirit or the adoption of strict
business principles in Christian work
Sombeodys feeling may be hurt by this
like Barnabas were Somebody may be
disappointed like John was but
the Kingdom of God will certainly
be better off for it It was better for
Paul to separate from Barnabas him
self the man who did In a Chris
tian way for Paul than any other friend
that the apostle ever that
Mark should have accompanied them on
the proposed return trip to Galatia and
other places where Paul had been stoned
until he was thought to be dead and
which promised more sufferings for the
future of the missionary party Tho
best thing sometimes for even Chris-
tian people who cannot agree is to sep
arate The best thing for a discontented
faction in a church to do sometimes is
to withdraw It may be at times their
Godgiven duty to do so It is right for
churches to split sometimes and for
new denominations to arise In the world
But when old issues are dead there
should also be reunion of Christians

It was wrong under the circumstances
for Barnabas to try to force upon Paul
the truant John Mark But it was not
wrong for Barnabas to take Mark and
go with him on a missionary tour hlnr
self Let any young man be thankful
that he can find somebody like Barnabas
who will love him and be kind to him
and give him new chance after he has
once made a mistake and save him from
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those wno mIght cast
Barnabas was a lovely character a true

son of consolation He and Paul
did not part In anger but by

mutual agreement It Is possible to be
businesslike yet Kind

Holy Spirit Leads to Europe
The great point of the lesson is that

the Holy Spirit leds Paul and his party
consisting now df Silas wbp was a

preacher of fine ability and sterling
character also Timothy who afterward
became as It w ire Pauls successor In
the ministry and Luke who became
Pauls biographer and the first church
historian out of the continent of Asia
to the greater continent of Europe This
was no choice or forethought of the
missionary band but by the Intent and
determination of God God determined
that Christianity should become occi-
dental rather than oriental should lay
hold of the intellect of Greece and the
force of Rome and spread among verile
and practical races rather than be re
tarded In its growth and influences by
the dreamful effete and moveless East
God makes no mistakes
