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TREASURY RECEIVES BONDS

Four Millions in Securities Received
From Banks in Exchange for Deposits
Since Secretary Shaw suggested to the

banks some ten days ago that they de
posit additional United States bonds for
the purpose of receiving deposits of
Government funds 4819000 or these
securities have been receIved by the
Treasurer of the United States The
money in circulation has therefore
been Increased by a llk amount and in
addition there have been some 1000000

of public funds deposited with other
banks which had not received the
amounts equal to the bonds they had on
deposit

Together with the forestalling of the
interest on Government bonds which
was due on October 1 nearly
has been added to the money in cIrcula
tion withIn the past week Added to the
engagements of gold from Australia and

AfrIca the effect on the money
market has been most beneficial and In
the opinIon of the TreasurY experts
there should be no stringency in the
money centers for some time at least
and then only when created by an arti
ficial
