Those among us who are anxious to
put in force the obsolete Sunday trading
act of Charles II should turn their at-

tention to the curious state of things
which prevails in Switzerland at this mo
ment During the summer the grand
council passed a law the better ob
servance of Sunday and a day or two
ago the matter was brought before the
inhabitants of the Canton of Vaud by

of the referendum and greatly
to the surprise of every one the law was
abrrgated by a majority of 590 votes

It is said that only half of the voters
took part in the referendum because
all parties supported the Idea of a day
of rest the Radicals and the Socialists
as well as the Clericals and so did not
take the trouble to go to the poll It
was only In matters of detail that the
act was critlcls d for on the broad prin
ciple all parties seem to haTe been
agreed Nevertheless the Canton of
Vaud has reje tfed the bill and the re
action is said to have been brought
about by the efforts of the small shop
keepers who saw that if they were
forced to close their shops on Sundays
they would lose a considerable part of
their Income

The advocates of Sunday closing seem
to have gone too far and to have at
tempted to stop not only all work but
the sale of necessaries in the smaller
shops which employ no assistants The
result of the referendum Is worth not-
ing hers In England The day of rest
is an absolute necessity but common
sense In its enforcement Is not less
needed
