is within the remembrance of the writer
when many farmers paid 55 and $6 per
head for ordinary sheep because a boom
In that line was tending everything up-
ward

There arc too many fanners engaged in
tins industry who wait for high prices and
then the) rush into that particular line
of work If sheep are high-price- d they
pay exorbitant prices for stock in order to
raise others to sell If corn is the leading
farm product that pays well they turn
their farms Into enormous corn-field-

unmindful of the fact often that they do
not understand its culture nor the ex-
penses attached to it. rrequcntly they
have to make an initial outlay to adapt
themselves to the abrupt change, which
alone will take away all profits.

Just now more farmers are preparing
for abrupt changes than ever before.
It has been a disastrous )ear "with most
of us. Many have lost money and are
generally dissatisfied with their condi-
tions. Each one is looking around at those
who seem to lie raising something more
profitable. Very often these profitable
products arc only temporarily so, and by
the time the change is made they will no
longer pay good prices. Good, steady
fanning, with a fair rotation of crops, is
the only sure way for any farmer to
make farming a sure thing. Grass, hay,
oats, wheat, potatoes, corn, sheep, cows,
and horses cannot always be unprofitable.
The land is kept, not run down. Ex-
penses aro nonnal and outlajs not In-
creased by such violent changes. The
pigs, chickens, cows and sheep will all
yield some incidental profits, while the
main farm crops may fluctuate from year to
year, bat not more so than manufactured
articles. Fluctuation is characteristic
of every business, and farmers have no
more than their share. The shoe manu-
facturer does not take up pin making be-
cause shoes happen to be unprofitable for
a season or two.

"If you wish to see Ids monument, look
around you," might a3 appropriately be
said of Alexander R. Shepherd as it was
said of Sir Christopher' Wren.

Washington's mini of destiny,
Shepherd, arrived fn the city ye3ttrday
morning In a most unostentatious manner
and is at tho Arlington Hotel.

Eight j ears ago his return here was made
the occasion of a most brilliant civic dem
onstration.

He came hero yesterday unheralded,
accompanied by members of his immediate
family, wife and daughter, but he was soon
discovered in his lctreat and was made
the subject of an impromptu ovation by
his friends.

In his party are Mrs Alexander R. Shep-
herd and Mrb. E A. Quintard, his daugh-
ter. They came direct from EI Paso,
stopping only a few days at Suwanee,
Tenn., to see relatives there, and thence
into the city he made so beautiful and so
great.

rA All LIAR TO ALL
The history of Gov. Shepherd is naturally

tho most familiar subject to all Washing-toninn- s,

at least since 1871, when ho
began to transform its roads into avenues
and its brick into marble, as Augustus did
for his Noiman bailiwick.

The demonstration which welcomed him
here eight ic'fira ago w.is an evidence that
lie is still tho author and creator of the
Augustan age of Washington

Gov. Shepherd received Ills callers yester-
day in the parlors of tho Arlington and last
night in the parlor of Ills h.mdsomo suite of
apartmonts lie was surrounded when The
Times called on him bj a numbor of callers
whom Mrs Shepherd and Mis Quintard as-
sisted in entertaining

Perhaps the onlj indications of Gov. Shep
herd's age are the deepening linens of his
faco His movements are as easy and as
dnhb-ral- as when he looked alout the city
of Washington twenty-fou- r years ago, and
said prophetically to tho ancient things, "You
must go."

WORTH'S BEST CUSTOMER.

Tie Disapproved or Her and Her Ex-

tra a sauce.
Worth, the famous dressmaker of Paris,

used to toll 'its customers to buy a few
gowns and wear them out He had no pa-

tience with women who bought more clothes
than they could use, sajs tho STouth's Com-
panion

One of his best customers w.is a wealthy
French lady of distinction, who had a pas-
sion foi carrying a large stock of new
clothes He used to tell h- -r that he could
not suit her so well when sho ordered so
many gowns at once and that some of them
would certainly lack originality and be un-

becoming, butshe would uot heed his warn-
ing

As tins lady was in infirm health and sel-

dom went out in society, she wore only a
few of lici many gowns As soon as thev
were old or out ot style sho lost interest in
them and gave them a way to poor relations
She found the same pleasure in unlocking
her wardrobes and looking at her handsomo
costumes that a misei derives from couutiug
his gold in secret.

When Worth's extravagant customer died
she left behind hor so large a stock of new
clothes, that her executors, instead of dis-
tributing it among the relatives, had an in-
ventory made of tiie wardrobe and then
sold it by auction, piece bv piece

Theie were seventy magnificent costumes
of tiie l idlest materials, as many as fifteen
mantles trimmed with rare fur, innumerable
nding habits, dressing-gown- s and jackets,
seventy silk petticoats, and undeiciotlilng
in profusion, sixty pairs of shoes, three hun-
dred handkerchiefs, ten muffs and forty
parasols, one hundred bonnets, and other
articles of dress in equally large assort-
ment

These were not old clothes Every tlnngJ
was new and without signs of wear. Tho
waidiobe had cost somewhere betweeu
$200,000 and $250,000. anil it was sold at
a gieat sacrifice, the receipts from the
auction baiely exceeding $32,000

Thcsale excited greatinteiest in Pans and
many lectures ou extravagance in dres3
weie read to women In public and prnate.
Worth, himself, was angry when his costly
costumes were sold for a song. Ho consid-
ered that the treasures of his art had been
desecrated through tho folly of a selfish
leader of fashion, who had become a helpless
invalid, yet would not acknowledge that
her day was ovei.

"No woman with good sense," he would
say, " is justified in having more gowns
tlianshe expects to woar A few becoming
costumes ought to satisfy the richest and
most ambitious woman "

That was good advice, whether it was
fpllo wed by his wealthyand fashionable

London, July 13 The Liberals
aro m a ery desponding mood All day
long and far into the iilgnt the returns were
coming in and nearly all of them showed
there was not the slightest hope of the party
holding its own in the elections

This was not expected, for the Liberal
leaders went to the polls firm in the belief
that they would be dereated, bat they did
not expect the cnishlrf& blows that were de-
livered to ilieni in constituencies that were
held to be safely Liberal

The leaders were staggered when the
telegraph biought the information that
Sir William Vernon Harcourt, whom many
believed should have been the successor of
Air Gladstone in the councils of the party.
had been defeated in Derby, together with
his fellow representative from that dis-

trict. Sir Thomas Roe.
THEY BUILT ON SAND.

It was neer thought by the Liberals
that Derby would prove false to the
principles or the partj, but the figures
given show that the party had built their
house on sand. As straws show the direc-
tion of the wind, so the assault upon Sir
William and, Lady Vernon Harcourt and
Sir Thomas Roe after a political meeting
in Derby jesterday showed that the feel-
ings of the electors, or at least a large
proportion of them, were bitterly hostile
to certain principles advocated by the
Liberals.

The local veto bill had as many enemies
as friends among the rank and file of the
party, and Sir William Vernon Harcourt's
strenuous advocacj of that measure was
no doubt responsible in a great measure for
his downfall Certain classes of working-me- n

want no veto or any kind placed upon
the liquor traffic, and when Sir William
took the position he did upon the question
he alienated many of his supporters, how
many the figures show, for there is
scarcely a doubt that tins was the most
important factor in his defeat

WHAT WILL HE DO?
What he will now do is, of course, an

open question Two courses are open to
him He can seek in some other
ho is undoubtedly the ablest man in the
constitucnev or retire from public life As
Libral party y the public aro keenly
nlre to the importance of the decision he
may arrivo at.

Take two and one-hai- r quarts of rectified
spirits, two and one-ha- ounee-o- f essential
oil of lavender, one ounce of oil of berga-nio- t,

four drops of essence of ambergra
and one-ha- ounce of orris root digested
with it

There is also another recipe quite sim-
ilarthree drams each or oil of lavender
and oil or berganiot, six drops each or oil
or cloves and attar of roses, one dram of
true oil of rosemary, one ounce of honey,
three scruples or benzoic acid, one pint of
reclined spirits and three ounces of dis-
tilled water

Still another recipe, also English In
origin, requires four drams of oil of laven-
der, twenty drops eah of essence of berga-
niot, essence or lemon, altar of roses, one
dram or essence or ambergris, three pints
rectified spirits, four ounces of orange-flowe- r

water, twelve ounces of rose water,
and twenty grains of burnt alum Shake
frequently and then put it in a cool place
for sonic days before filtering, when jou
will have lavender water both delightful
and refreshing

There is a perfectlv harmless prepara-
tion Tor the skin which is well worth try-
ing upon ot casions. when, for instance, the
Skin is dry or has been tanned by exposure
to the sun and wind

Almond oil, as everyone knows, can
never harm jnv skin, and this with sweet
and bitter almonds constitute a good share
or the mixture, which is made in the fol-
lowing way

Blanch five ounces of sweet almonds and
one ounco of bitter almonds; beat them
until quite smooth, with one-hai- r ounce of
white curd soap and one-hai- r pint of rose
water Alclt one-ha- ounce oil of sweet
almonds, two ounces of white wax, one-ha- lf

ounce spermaceti and mix with the
other preparation until all is like cream
and strain through muslin Then add
gradually two pints of rose water, twenty-drop-s

each of oil of lavender and attar of
roses dissolved in one pint of rectified
spirits

This recipe makes a large quantity, so if
you are g nerous you can share it with
your neighbor who has a completion she is
cherishing
