ADBGB, THE COMPANY'S DOG

Sergt. McTaggart Tells How the
Animal Took Part in Battles.

Defied the Enemy ond Encouraged the
Men When the Fight Ilnged Died

a Soldier' Death.

Several police officials and reporters at
in front of No. 2 Motion the other night
converting on various subjects. The lino
of conversation after a while turned on
'dips," and Sergt. McTaggart, who is
full of anecdotes and incidents in which
canine sagacity figures, had bis turn at yarn- -

telling.
"It was in 1859," paid lie, "t'.iat our

battery, which was K, Artillery,
was in Hie Commanche territory during the
Indian troubles at that time, and though the
guns were not used we had several eharp
battles in the bruEh in which, only carbines
and pistols were used.

"It was during one of tliese small
sklnui-he- s that we came ncrors an Indian
buck Close at his heels trotted a rniall
shaggy dog, which one of our men icized
upon when the copper-colore- owner of
the animal was captured.

"The Indian told us that the dog had
been raised for food, dug meat being one
of the important items of the Coiumanche
menu at that time.

"When the troop was ordered east again
in I860 'Adbob, as the dog was called by
the redskins, had liecomo an attachment
to the company and a pet or the entire
platoon, and, of course, he went with us.

"Though the year before the war our
detachment was ohifted about from post
to pillar, but whether we were fouud
in Virginia or l'ennsulvania Adbob was
with us.

"When the civil war finally broke out
we came to this city and for nearly a year
were encamped and unlimbered on Capitol
Hill.

"We were suddenly ordered South in
the latter part of '01 aud took up our
stand in tho peninsula. It was then that
Adbob disappeared, but when the fierce
fighting broke forth in those parts and
tne cannonading and musketry were the
heaviest Adbob put in an appearance again
and took up his stand near the first gun.
The couMant roar of the rapid discharges
seemed to please the dog immensely and
every time No. 1 went off he would run
out into the cloud of dense imoke in
front of the gun's breech and liark.

"From that fight on Adbob showed no
fear In the battles we were engaged in
and all through the seven day:' fight in
the Wilderness the little dog was with
us. He was the first animated object
iu a charge and his sharp, d

barking could be heard alve the deafen-
ing rattle and boom of large and small
guns.

"The very sight of Adbob, with his little
tail eurlod back or standing vertical, like
a staff, running barking at the head of a
charge, sometimes cavalry and again In-
fantry, seemed to inspire the men and
many officers, including Gen. McCMlan,
himself, after a successful charge, have
takn Adbob in their arms and patted him
on the head.

"Two days after the fight In the Wilder-
ness, a bearded private in one of the artil--'
lery companies, named Gray, who was one
of Adbob's bst fnends, was instantly killed
by a musket ball, and the dog stood near
the corjise until it was buried. On the same
day in an exciting skirmish with tho rear
guard of the evening the little dog was
among tho first skirmishers and appeared to
hi as much interested in the fight as any one
involvod when one of the foremost men saw
him stop and wag his tall once, and then
without a yelp turn over with his feet erect.
When he could be readied it was found
that a small bullet had stnick him in the
neck aud had passed into his body.

"There was mourning among-- the troops
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that day, and I'll bet that nearly every
man on the field came down to Battery K
to view the little canine corpse.

"We neglected to bury omc of our own
i dead, as the order was given to make a

ha-t- y march southward, but we took the
remains of Adbob in one of the caissons,
and buried it with military honors when a
stop was made

"I say that when we lost Adbob It took
all the spirit out of camp, and fight, and
we felt that we had lost a dear friend,
nearer than a comrade

"That dog," continued the sergeant,
"went through the battles along Last
Virginia, including the siege of York-tow-

Cold Harbor, the Wilderness and
others from "Gl until '64 , and was one of
those to witness the death of Gen Sedg-

wick He headed many a charge and re-

treat without even being singed or trampled
upon to die at last from a stray shot in
true soldierly fashion."

DANCING IN THE STREETS

Graceful Colored Terpsichoreans

That Follow the Organ Grinder.

Distressing Story of a "Wealthy TTnsh- -

liiirtonluntiutlDur Sky BluoPoodlo.
How u Duilo Earned 50 CenLs.

One of the most distinctive and at the
same time most noticeable feature of Wash-
ington life during the summer time is the
hand organ brigade, and incidentally the
tioupe of random dancer-- that never fails
to crop up in the afternoons whenever and
wherever lorn few moments the peripatetic
niuMrians of the street pause on the side-
walk to wake tie echoes with their mure
or less musical instruments.

Not only has thib become a regular
staple amusement for the residents of the

e clique, but is now recognized
as a reliable, amuse-
ment by the strangers within the gates,
who aie seeking to kill lime in, around and
about the hotel corridors Just as surely
as a burly, dlitj looking, perspiring Italian
wheels into sight with a sets
to work mechanically grinding out one
tune after another, just that surely docs
tliedanclng contingent put in anappea ranee.

Where It comes from is quite as much of a
mystery as to where it finally goes
to But come it does without fall ai
soon aa the first notes strike the air, and
as long as the niuslo lasts the dancers
continue to go through the evolutions of
which they apparently alone have the key.
It is all very amusing, all the same, and
the people who constitute the onlookers
never fail to be amused and edified to the
fulle-- l extent.

To such an extent has this Impromptu
sidewalk dancing grown within the past
few years in Washington, that now the
press throughout the country, from time
to time, taking note of the same, and in
the absence doubtless of more stirring mat-
ter, is giving considerable space to the
subject.

For the most part the dancers to the
street organ music arc the small colored"
children, although now and then, when
the notion seizes them, a stout matronly
dame or flippant young ouony damsel will
wheel into line, and entering into the epint
of the occasion with rct, will abandon
everything el-- e for the time being to keep
step In time to the music

Not a few of the childieii, more especially
the ragged unkempt ones, will follow a
hand organ for an hour or more dancing
away as though their entire make-u- p was
of the India rubber variety It will be
remembered that not long since there
was an interesting case In court in this
respect. Some person having
noticed that always in the wako of a cer-
tain hand organ would follow the same two
or three small dancers, the matter was
looked into. This Investigation levealed
the fact that the enterprising sou of Italy,
whose stalwart arm aspired to perpetual
motion in tinning the crank of the hand
organ, made a practice of regularly hiring
children at 50 cents a day to follow in his
wake and attract a crowd wherever ho
stopped to play by at once dancing.

Generally, however, the dancing is sponta-
neous aud by long odU the little sous and
daughters of Africa lead the white chil-drt-- n

in the matter of gratefulness With
the average colored child, to dance to the
sound of music is as spontaneous and as
natural as to sing Curiously enough,
this grace of childhood, this genuino
abandonment of dancing, this lack of

which Is one of tho most
powerful aids to success ordinarily in this
line, never bears fruit in later years

The grace of a young colored child, a
girl especially, in dauclng is most notice-
able; it is at times almost phenomenal,
and yet it is a natural gift, a veritable
talent of which iu after years no practical
ue is made Ono would think naturally
that the result would be to develop a colored
ballet. Yet so far from such being the
case the ranks of the ballet are uever
recruited from this soune To the Jew-
ish maidens most largely tho public are
indebted for tho delights of the ballet
no less than to this same nation iu keeping
up the chorus generally throughout tins
country and Europe.

There are colored jubilee and concert
singers in plenty, but of chorus girls or
ballet dancers tho colored race, that is so
eminently fitted by reason of its natural
gifts in these respects, has yet to bo
heard from.

It Is a pretty and attractive sight on the
warm summer afternoons to come across
one of these little groups of dancers clus-
tered about a street organ, and not a little
amusing to note the wide swath which tho
little ebony dancers cut at such tunes The
sidewalk upon which they essay uncon-
sciously or consciously to give exhibitions
of their natural grace is for the time being
tncitly given up to them. They hitve
things all their own wnv for once in their
lives, and what is lacking m the respect
or hue clothes and gew-gaw- s generally is
more than made up in their estimation
iu the eclat of the occasion and the hearty
applause that never fails,to come from the

i lookers on m the immediate neighbor
hood. ,

When the crowd happens to have gath-
ered in front of one of the hotels the usual
orcicr of things is sometimes diversified by
n shower of pennies and coins tossed
nmong the dancers at thq close of some

intricate movements ot the
steps that are none the less true and

graceful on this uccount,) Then there is a
wild scramble, a whoop qf delight fiom all
the Miinll boys of! the neighborhood,
laughter genuine ana prolonged from the
men about the lobby and the children pros-trat- e

themselves upon one another or
sprawl full length over the pavement in
their eagerness to possess themselves of
tins sudden windfall.

The street organs are railed about,
stormed at, and ridiculed in turn by the
people and press generally. Inn all the
same they continue to remain in Washing-
ton is undoubtedly their paradise, even if
the iaw has decreed that the fascinating
strains therefrom shall not be heard upon
the streets after 9 o'clock. As a nile peo-

ple iu their hearts like street organ music.
There are numerous instances of residents
iu the West End making a tegular pinc-tic- e

of feeing the swarthy Italian grinders
liberally every afternoon when they
wheel inlo sight and bet up their grinding
In that especial neighborhood.

It is by uo means- - always the house in
which there are children that the organ-grinde-

looji to for their greatest windfalls
of coin. Quite the contrary is often the
case. Whereas it is a rare sight nowa-
days to see an organ-gnnde- r with a monkey
perched upon his shoulder or upon the top
of the organ as formerly, it is quite cus-
tomary to see tlie little pareant of childish
dancers following in the wake of the music.

The remark of one old colored woman as
she listened to the music of a street organ

and then slowly walked off, sagely wagging
her iiead, will find an echo in the minds of
many posseted or a far greater amount
of worldly knowledge

"Some er dein organ-grinde- r men plays
mighty well. Heap better'u most people
plays de planner "

Occasionally it happens that a woman
by the very indulgence of her own extrava-
gance Is given sonic brand new idea on

things In general and a vast deal of Inward
musing on the depths of human depravity
In b3 met with iu tnecourseof aday'soutiug
in Pans It happened in this wie to a
Washington woman during one of her trips
abroad, and the reason lor her flood of
reflections upon the subjectof human nature
was all beiause she would follow the bent
ol her own Inclinations in the matter ot
the purchaseof a dog The animal, a beau-
tiful little creature, it must be confessed,
was offered for .sale by a street fakir in
such things during one or her numerous
shopping expeditions. Remonstrance, en-
treaty and expostulation ou the part or her
friends would avail nothing At all hazards
she wasdeterciined to possess that beautiful
little sky-olu- e poodle

Nothing like it had ever been seen in
America, she was sure certainly its like
had never dawned upon a Washington
public; therefore she was all the more

determined to buy and bring home, where-
with to dazzle her friends and make them
green with envy. Visions of the first
prize at a bcii'li show doubtless hovered
in her mind and added to her determina-
tion to ignore the ridiculously high price
asked for the poodle and have it for her
very own before the shades of night fell
upon the streets of Paris The dog was,
the men assured those of her friends who
expostulated upon the price, the very first
and only oiie of the kind to be had m all
Pans. It was only once m a century, if as
often, that one of that nerfect. flawless

rshade of blue was born into the canine
ranks.

So the fakir talked, and as she listened
the heart of the Washington woman
yearned more and more to possess the
poodle, even if Us purchase meant the
foregoing of one of the lovely gowns
upon the purchase of which she had set
out that morning.

So the dog was bought and forthwith
carried back to the hotel m its owner's
arms So precious a dog, the duplicate
of which was not to be had in all Pans,
could be tnisted to no one. It must not
bo allowed out of her sight. So it con-

tinued for several days the delight of
her heart Then somehow the soft, fluffy
little bit of caninity developed fleas, and
a bath was prescribed by the friends of
its owner A bath was accordingly given,
but with wofulest result.

When the lovely little sky-blu- e poodle
emerged from its bath it was white as
snow, not even a trace lingered here and
there to bear testimony to the fait that
it had once been of that cerulean shade
the counterpart of which was not to be
found upon any other dog in all Paris.
That one bath was sufficient to rid the
dog, not only of its attack of fleas, but

, of its attack of the blues, for over since
it has remained of the same alabaster
tint, that at first nearly frightened the
Washington girl into hjstencs when she
took it dripping from the bath.

There aremore trying circumstances
which one can go through and vet survive
to tell the tale and laugh over than being
fooled in the matter of a blue poodle bought
from a Paris fakir. There is a Washington
dude who feels lum-e- lf competent to stand
forth and give testimony upon this sub-
ject. At present he is in possession of a

piece that was so plainly not meant
for him that he has a very guilty feeling
about retaining it m his possession. And
yet to yield It up to the proper owner or
the same, that owner from whom he re-

ceived it only a few evenings since, would
be to bring about an explanation that is
the last thing to be desired under the cir-
cumstances. The dude in question is keep-
ing very quiet about that especial
piece, but all the same the story has leaked
out and the laugh is going around at his
expense.
