Moy Ah Sing, Chin BIng, and Sue Gow,
the three Chinamen who. with Moy A. Foon
and Luni Kec Sing, were charged with
conspiracy to defraud certain other China-
men, were arraigned in the police court
yesterday, although only Sue Gow was
put on trial

Judge Miller's courtroom presented an
Oriental picture. Certainly no shirts were
washed yesterday .for every Chinamen
able to walk either occupied a seat In
court or stood.outside and looked through
the door.

Lawyers Aughinbaugh and Sterling
represented the defendants and Col. Cook
assisted Mr Mullowney in the prosecution.
Charlie Kee, of Chicago, was lntepreter
for the men who preferred the charges and
Mr. "Waring A. Charles, a prominent New
York Chinaman ,and a friend of Chin Bing's,
interpreted for the defendants. Mrs. Collins,
the missionary, was present
to see that both sides told straight stories.

CHARLIE IIUNG'S TESTIMONY.
Charlie Hung, a Chinese merchant on

Pennsylvania avenue between Third and
Tour-an- d streets, was the firbt wit-
ness, lie testified to having been black-
mailed out of $5 by coercion and threats
and said that he was one of the men to
whom tho threatening letter had been ad-
dressed. The letter, with a translation
by Mrs. Collins, was produced in court

Tho translation read: "There is no one
able to get the victory over the people of
Hip Sing Town. All the people belonging
to Hop Yo Tong are not ablo to hinder us.
We must carry on our work and no one is
ablo to stand" against us. Obey us and
you will live; disobey us and you will die.
"Vo are strong and brave and able to do any-
thing. You aro weak and your hearts
are afraid. Moy Chew, In the court room,
when tried, was pale with fear. "We are
tigers; you are dogs. How can dogs fight
tiger? You are like a snake; we are the
?dragon. Tho dragon is stronger than the
snake."

CHARLIE "WAS AFRAID.
Charlie was very much afraid after he

received this letter. He bald that the
money he gave up was received by Lum
Kee Sing ami Sue Gow.

Moy Fun Ting, bookkeeper for Charlie
nong, was next put 011 the stand, and testi-
fied that he had given to Lum Kec Sing and
Sue Gow the 5 referred to and made an
entry of it in the books of the firm. The
book was produced, and the entry when
translated read:

"Paid to Hip Sing Town Club S3, Lum
Kee Sing and Sue Gow receiving."

This entry was dated the 14th of June,
the day on which It was alleged the money
had been paid.

Lawjer Aughinbaugh took the book and
svited that he desired to show the court
that the handwriting In the entry and that of
the letter were the wme.

"Better get Ed. Hay to examine it,"
suggested Mr. Mullowney.

Mr. Charles said that the handwriting
was very similar, but he could not swear
it was identical.

Sin Gow was then put on the stand and the
oath administered in Chiucse by Mrs. Collins.
He testified that he had been in the employ
or Moy Ah Sing since the 17th of Juue, at
which time he was brought here from

by Moy Ah Foon. When he and
Foon reached All Sing's place at the corner
of street and Musouri ave-
nue, a dinner party wasin progress, at which
several Americans were present. Wit-
ness snid that he never viPitcd Charlie Hong's
store and was not in the city when Charlie
Hong was charged with gambling. He said
that he did not belong to the Hip Sing Town
Club, and was not aware of the existence of
such an organization.

AH SING'S FRIEND3.
Moy Ah Sing was called and testified that

Moy Ah Foon brought Sue Gow to him from
Baltimore on the 17th of June. He was
compelled to send to Baltimore for help, be-

cause of the difficulty of lecunng any here.
When be came here he was a ttranger and
was too poor to get anyone to work for him.

"Ask him who his friends are," said
Mr. Mullowney.

"Ah Bmg, Ah Foon, Kee Sing and
Gow," answered Ah 'ing, in response to
the question. "Those my friends. That's
all."

He had been threatened because he had
reduced the prices of his work, and had
received two very bad letters. These
letters set foith that Moy Mow (Charlie
Kee) had been sent for at great expense,
and if lie did not put up the prices or
leave town he would be fixed. They
stated that Moy Mow was to receive $500
for coming here from Chicago, $5 a day
for expenses, and au additional $5, which
was to be expended for local counsel.

Ah Slug said tbut he did not beloug to
tHe Hip Sing Town Club, and had never
heard of such an organization.

Mr. Charles was then placed on the
stand, and told the court that he had
known Ah Sing in New York and Hobo-ke-

and in both places he bore an ex-

cellent reputation. In regard to the charge
against Lum Kee Sing, Mr. Charles said
that he had seen him in New York almost
every day since the first on Juue, and he
could not have visited any of tbe local
laundries as alleged.

EAGER TO JOIN THE FINEST.
Sing, he said, called on him sometimcago

and abked to be presented to Mr. Roosevelt,
police commissioner, as he desired to apply
for a position on the New York force.
Mr. Charles introduced Kee Sing to the
pollco commissioner and that gentleman
looked very favorably upon the application.

Lawyer Aughinbaugh took the stand and
stated that on the 17th or June he, accom-
panied by Messrs. Pugh aud Mullowney
and a couple of representatives or the
press, had had a diuner party at Ah Sing's
place, and while they were there Moy A.
Foon brought Sue Gow in and introduced

mm to AhlSiug.hisfulurc employer.
Mr. Pugh told the court that he recalled

driving there on the day mentioned and
remembered when Sue Gow was brought
in.

It was then decided to rest the case,
as Ah Sing aud Chin Bing were yet to be
put on trial. Judge Miller said that the
business of the court for the next few days
would be so heavy that it would be im-

possible to try the Chinamen in the day-
time. He thereupon continued the cases
until Tuesday night at 6:30 o'clock, when,
he said, all would be disposed of.

MAY BUILD HER SHIPS HERE

Japan Will Spend Part of the Chi-

nese Indemnity in America,

Ono of Our Larjo Cruisers to Bo Sent
Into JniiaiicNo Waters as an Ob-

ject Lesson to Attruct Trade.

Although nothing ofriclal is known here
regarding the report that China will pay
her war Indemnity to Japan in London, it
Is not doubted that it rests upon a substan-
tial basis or ract.

The first payment by China will be
$50,000,000, and if this amount were
sent direct to Tokio it would greatly
affect the rate of exchange. Moreover,
so large a sum in the Japanese treasury
would, it is thought, encourage extrava-
gance in public expouditures, and it is
believed to be advisable, therefore, that
the amount shall lie in Loudon to the
credit of Japan, inasmuch as that country
always has a substantial bulance ou de-

posit in that city.
This money will be available, also, when

Japan begins to increase her navy, inas-
much as some of the proposed new vessels
will be built on the Clyde, and others,
possibly, on the Seine aud in the United
StateB.

It was stataed yesterday in this connec-
tion that the Japanese government will
be in no haste to add to its naval strength.

It is not doubted that large add!tlor will
be made to the Japanese navy within the
next few years, but private advices from
Yokohama indicate that the Emperor will
use great deliberation in tho purchase or
ships. No occasion exists at present for a
larger navy than Japan already possesses,
and the government, for this reason, is
disposed to bide its time in the hope or se-
curing the new vessels at a lower cost than
would now be paid, and securing also the
benefit or the latest improvements in ma-
chinery, design, and armament.

That American firms will receive some
or these contracts is not doubted, provided
their bids do not materially exceed those
or the English and French shipbuilders.
It is stated on high authority, however,
that if any of these vessekj are built in
Ameriual t will notbetjecauseofany friendly
feeling between the twocoun'tries.butsoiely
because the Japanoe government can se-

cure as good results Ijeto as elsewhere.
Ttie Navj Department is alive to the ad-

vantage which would result to the large
hipbuilding firms of America in procuring
these contracts. For this reasou , one of the
largest and speediest vessels now in com-
mission will shortly bo. sent to Jnpaneso
waters as flagship of the Atlantic squadron.

Notwithstanding the splendid array of
cruising vessels which now sail under the
United States flag, none of the number, ex-

cepting the Baltimore and Charleston,
has been seen in Japan, and theseonlyrora
short period. The stationing of a large
cruiser ou that coast' would be, in a way,
a compliment to Japan, "and would at the
same time furnish an "instructive object
lessou In American marine architecture.

TWO GUNS LOITED OFF.

Adjusting TVHuht In tile Two Xew
Battleships.

After having determined to increase the
allowance for the weights of the machin-
ery of the two new battleships to 1,100
tons, which was still 100 less than asked
for by the engineering bureau, though
100 tons more than the construction bureau
wished to allow, the board at its meeting
yesterday was confronted with the ques-

tion as to where the room was to bo

found for the additional 100 tons weight.
The coal allowance for the ships is

1,300 tons, and it was proposed to reduce
this to 1,200 tons, but the chief constructor
strenuously resisted any move to cut into
the conl supply, and offered as a counter
proposition to cut Into the allowance for
guns and armor. He suggested that two
of the sixteen five-inc- guns be abandoned,
and the chier or ordnance was willing to
submit to this" reduction, holding that
fourteen guns well served were better
than sixteen improperly handled.

But this cut would save only thirty-fiv- e

tons, leaving sixty-fiv- e tons to be
taken ofr elsewhere. One side proposed
to reopen the subject or machinery weights
and reduce these by the amount desired to
be saved, but the majority t)f the board
reruscd to go again into this branch or
the Bubject.

The outcome was a report by tho ma-
jority or the board to Secretary Herbert,
suggesting that the two five-inc- h guns be
dropped, that the armor be reduced in
weight wherever practicable, and that
ir thero is still any deficiency a cut be
made in the coal supply. The chier con-
structor will resist tho last suggestion.

and Ordered Goods Delivered To--

Ketlior With CliaiiRO For a Lurjjoq
Hill Johnson Bros. Suspected tho
Scheme and IIo Was Arrested.

Reading the newspapers saved Johnson
Brothers, coal dealers 0G F street
northwest, about $40 yesterday. In the
same connection Detective George Boyd
cleverly picked up John W. Reed, Jr., a
carpenter, who 1ms been playing a con-
fidence game of his own invention. Reed
was locked up on a charge of obtaining
money under false pretenses.

Yesterday morning Johnson Brothers re-

ceived a letter, written in a neat feminine
hand, asking that two tons of white
ash stove coal be sent to No. 17 Grant
place, between Ninth and Tenth streets
northwest. The price was to be about
$11.50. The coal was to come at 11
o'clock exactly, and the driver was to
bring change for a nrty dollar bill, as that
was the only money the writer had, and
she did not want to go out in the morning
to get change. The letter was signed
"Mrs. C Davis."

Mr. Richard Johnson, when he had read
the order, thought he had heard something
or that kind berore, and presently remem-
bered that about a month ago he bad
read in Tb- - Times that a lumber dealer
had been swindled by some such order.
The amount or change, at any rate, seemed
entirely too great to be sending out on a
venture.

He went to police headquarters and told
or the letter. It was at once remembered
that E. E. Jackson, the lumberman, at
Thirteenth street and Ohio avenue reported
a loss on u similar order about a month ago.
Detective Boyd was detailed to work up
the case. He told Mr. Johnson to send
the coal.

GAME TOOK FRIGHT.
He went to a place on Tenth street

The transaction with Mr. Jackson was on
June 19 last. A postal card was sent to
Mr. Jackson for 200 feet of white
pluc lumber to be delivered to Mrs. Parsons
at No. 711 G street northwest, as she had
Just moved iu and wanted to repair some
fencing. It was important that the lumber
BhouldbesentatlOa.ni. promptly, and that
change should be sent for $20. The lumber
was to cost $3.50 or thereabouts. To
observe the time and send change would
greatly oblige and Mrs. Tarsons was not
very particular as to sniall details, but
relied upou Mr. Jacksop's Judgment to
6end what she wanted. Her carpenter
would meet the driver and show him
whore to uuload.

The lunioer was sent as ordered. The
carpenter met the driver, took the change
to go to Mrs. Parsons to get the $20 bill,
disappeared, and the colored man after
waiting and looking around for Mrs.
Parsons, had nothing to do but return
to his employer without the $17 change
he had handed the carpenter.

A day or two later Mr. Jackson got a
letter from Mrs. Partons explaining tba,
the writer was a bricklayer, who had come
hore from Chicago, had boon unable to get
work, and bad taken this means to get rail-
road rare back to Chicago:- - As soon as he
could cam it he would Bend it back. This
was written evidently in the hope to deceive
any ono who might be looking for tho
swindler.

His condition creates such
sympathy for him that there is some dis-
position to let him go. He is about twenty-nin- e

years old and unmarried. His mother
lives at No 1536. Sixth street and it is said
he helps t support her.

Mr. Johnson said yesterday he had known
Reed for some time and he was much sur-
prised to bt sclectt-- as his victim. He had
given ttiemun at least $100 in charity in
the past year

He talked with Major Moore and others
of withdrawing the prosecution on account
of Reed's illness, which fits him more for
the hotjpmil than for jail, but finally agreed
thac it vouhl be better to let the law take
Its course a'd arterwards dispose of the
nmu as humanity may require.
