On tlie argument that the streets of the
city belong to the government or the
United States and not to the District, Mr.
Ridout said thatthecorpo ration was w ithout
authority to pass the ordiuance under which
Mr. Schoept was fined. Even ir Congress
had passed the ordinance, he said, it would
be a violation or the fifth article of the
Constitution w hich prohibits the conversion
of propertj without due process of la w.

UNREASONABLE AND ILLEGAL.
He thought the ordinance unreasonable

and consequently illegal If it were
stnctly construed, Mr Ridout coutended,
it would prevent people even walking and
driving o er the streets, which, or course,
was not the intention of tho framers of
the municipal law

In rcpljing for the District, Mr S. H
Thomas held that the ordinance prohibited
such occupancj of the streets aud av enues
of the city as the company is now doing
and he read, in support of this, an elabor-ateopini-

delivered by Judg"Cox, wherein
the orehnance in question was sustained
Congress had made tho ordinance it& own
act, he said, when it continued in force
and full effect tlie laws of the late corpora-
tion and undoubtedly the police court had
authority to enforce it.

The courts of the District had frequently
declared the law valid, Mr. Thomas said,
and the jurisdiction of the police court
was always sustamed.

MR. SCHOEPF'S RESIGNATION.
At nearly the same tune thatMr.Schocpf's

case was being argued before Judge Cole
jesterday the railroad manager handed
in his resignation to President David'
M. New bold, ot the Eckington and Soldiers'
Home Railway Company. Mr. Schoept is
alao general manager and engineer of con-

struction of the company now being organ-
ized to build the electric road between this
city and Baltimore and because his time will
be largely occupied with the sew enterprise
is Mr. Schoepf's reason for resigning from
tho local company.

Mr. Schoept Is a native of "Washington
and commenced his career m the engineer
corps of the District government. Ho
couducted the prelinnnarv survejs when
tho Philadelphia capitalists known as the
"Widener and Elkinssjndicate first took up

Since the sjndicate purchased the Eck-
ington and Belt roads in this city Mr.
Schoept has continued in fhe management
ot the line3. His transfer to the last en
terprise is considered as a promotion

The board ot directors av ill act upon the
resignation at their next meeling when
Mr. Schoept's successor will be appointed.

The digest of the opinions of the judge
advocateo general has aUo been the work
of Col. "Winthrop, ard has passed through
man) editionfc, Mandins: at the head of
works recommended by the department
lor the information of the olficers.

Col "Wfthrop is a
graduate of Yale College (1851) and of
the Yale and Harvard law schools He
