They say that he left
the W.Jc G. road and theTeniiallytown road
and is now in the position to "break in
the men" for the motor service.

They regard Him as distinctly "non-
union," and there is u determination not to
receive instructions from him. So posi-
tive is this determination thatseveralof the
men said that they would resign before
they would put up with such au insult to
uulon men.

"Did not President Phillips know," said
one, "(hat If lie was a friend, as he claims
to be, he should Have prepared one of the
union men for t His purpose. It would have
been an easy matter and ho might have
known that such preference would call
for Just such complaints as these."

"It appears to us that there are only two
ways out of the trouble. One is for Mr.
Phillips to have his men broken in by a
union man or for the men to resign rather
than submit to it. These are my sentiments
and they are going to be expressed at the
meeting on Thursday night."
