There remains but few landmarks or
relics iu this neighborhood to remind one
of the obstinate Gen. Uraddock
and his unfortunate campaign against the
French and Indians at Fort Duquesne,
over one hundred and fifty years ago.

"Wecanfollow liistrailover Uieinoiuitains,
and we know where lie landed in "Washing-

ton, before there "was a National Capital,
but there is probably no relic to be found
that iB mora intimately associated with tins
campaigu and with the general while he
remained in this country, than an old
picturesque Louse which still stands in a
good state of preservation iu Alexandria,
Va.

From the river, as the boat is alxnit to
land, it can be easily located. The rear
porches aud the hipped roof, with its queer
dormer windows and queerer stuccoed
chimueys are plainly seen above the tree
tops. It fares oti Fairfaxstreel ,or did once,
for it is nw entirely shut off from that
thoroughfare by the encompassing walls of
that onco famous tavern, the Mansion
Hou'O, which was later rechrlbtcned in
the general's honor the Uraddock House.

MKREL.Y A RELIC.
The proprietor of ihis house, to whom

this memory-haunte- d one mansion now
belongs, keeps it merely for its worth as a
relic, aud uses it for no other purpose.
except to show to visitors, and possibly
as a recort Tor rats.

As one approaches from the court, the old
building, with its lotting and age-wor- n

porch, stands to the left, silent and grav
a monument to an episode of its voutli. Be
low, in the couit, click the iiiKtriiments in a
flegtaph office m the building which cuts
off the view fiom the west "Where this
office now is was once bioad walk. shaded
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A Hit of Staircase.
by lofty poplais, leading up to these steps
fiom the street, and nearl all of the cele-
brities who visited good old Alexandria in
hex palmy days, preps''d its gravel.

It takes but little exeition to picture
it as it was yeais ago in colonial times,
when we lived under a king, when tobacco
passed current as gold, and when the ladies
wore patches and the men queues.

When we considei that this old mansion
was built in 17.12, as is plainly shown on
a carved inscription on the e of a
lear arch, it is wonderfully well preserved;
however, it docs not belie its hoary looks.

Huge, d chimneys, Avith
loosened, jellowish stucco covering, o

through the black, moss-grow- roof;
flora which also jut out queer dormer
windows. Through the many little panes
of the latter, draped with the cobwebs of
ages, one may catch a glimpse or the attic
to which they give light.

A SUPERB VIEW.
A warped and rottiug balustrade ot

short stanchions runs along two sides
of the roof. On the rear a douhle row ot
porches, fast falling into decay, catch the
first rays of the morning sun, and as one
stands there a splendid view of the green
hills of Maryland greets ouo's eyes, just
as it did those of our grandfathers' years
and years ago.

Only the now almost silent river was m
those days alive with craft, for Alexandria
was, in her day, the rival of Baltimoro
and Philadelphia Merchants from thoso
cities came to thib good old town for
their goods. Ships from all parts of the
woild came up to her whares and then
the view across the river was made in-

distinct by the maze of masts which almost
continually lined her water front.

Just below the porches, which are now
most artistically covered with wisteria
vines, is a terraced garden, and below
this is another garden much larger and

finer, where, we are told, the lads and
lassies whispered their 6wcet nothings

in the days of long ago and no less a per-
sonage than George Washington was

numbered among them.
As one enters from the front porch the

doors open into a wide, roomy hallway.
At its farther end is a typical colonial
stairway leading to the floor above. It
Is paneled with wood, which gives every
appearance of having been hewn by hand
from the log. The sun shining through
the many-pane- d windows at the head of
the stairs, aud those looking on the lower
porch lights tip the whole hallway and
brightens its
sides It is also noticeable that the hall
Is the most commodious portiou of the
whole house.

THE FORT IN THE CELLAR.
On the second floor the small sleeping

apartments in great number take up all
the space, and above is the cob webby attic,
where one may get a belter vrew of the
river and the distant Maryland landscape.
The basement is built strong enough to hold
a fort Its stone walls are two feet thick
and the whole of this cool, underground
resort is divided up into numerous apart-
mentswine cellars, storage rooms, vaults,
and the like.

Through the center of this strong part of
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the house, which some people contend was
built originally as a fort, thero is a pas-
sageway leading through a tunnel-lik- e

exit to the lower garden. The proprietor
seems to think this dismal place wns an
exit from the house to be used as a means
of escape to the river in case of an attack
from the Indians.

Theprincipalroom of thehouso, however,
and the one which is so historic, Is thelir.st
on the lelt as one enters the house. It is
like the hallway, paneled and painted blue.
It is fashioned in heay carved fne.e and
chairboard, and over the doors are very
elaborately designed ornnments, which give
them a appearance. In the
embrasures of the windows, almost a foot
below the hills, are wide deep seats, which
easily accommodate two persons.

It was in this drawing-iooin- , early in
April, 1755, where, through the cour-
tesy of its owner, John S. Carlyle, esq..
Gen. Uraddock and Admiral Keppel held
conferences with the executives of the
several colonies concerning plans for the
proposed hostilities or the EngliNh against
the French and Indians. Besides the
five colonial Governors, Gen. Washing-
ton, then a voting major, was also present.

NO WASHINGTON THEN.
The old Uraddock house Is now silent,

but could its venerable walls talk what
tales thev could tell of heated discussions
as to routes and plans or bumpers drank
to what they thought was a foregone
conclusion.

At that tune, and for ears afterward
nearly half a century there was no such
thing" ab the city of "Washington. The
country where the nation's capital now
stands was then a strip of wor,d-- , aim out j

an unbroken wilderness, anu me naiion
itself was not then even thought of. The
colonies were under British rule, and the
colonists were anxious to resist the en- -

croachments of the Frer-c- and their In- -

dian allies, and possilly anxious, also,
to gain rei'own and a few thousand acres
or land for their trouble.

Alexandria, being ItraiIdo k's headqirar- -

ters, it was also made the recruiting
station for his army. Thither his small
fleet of two warbhips and half a dozen
tranports, containing about 500 men
each, had proceeded from Hampton, to
be increased later by abo.it half that num-t-e- r

of colonial troops from Virginia and
North Carolina.

The route taken by this army Is very
accurately traced. The transports pro-

ceeded eight miles further up river rrom
Alexandria and landed where Washington
now stands The general himself came
ashore at a point where is now the naval
observatorj grounds

MARCHED TO CUMBERLAND.
They thenmarrhedup the Potomac valley

to Fort Cumberland, now the city of Cum-

berland, Maryland, and struck out over
the mountains by a trail "blared" through
the wilderness to Smllhficld and Fort Ne-

cessity, thence north to Connellsville and
Mt Pleaant, then north to the Greens-bur- g

and IMit&burg turnpike, and finally
due west across the Monongahela river to
thedismatbattlegrounds Theold National
pike follows nearly iu this trail through
the mountains, and it was the writer's
privilege to go over this ground last sum-
mer fn quest of information

Surprising as it niaj seem, there were
found to be no less than a dozen graves of
Uraddock, according to the country folk,
each of whom insisted that the grave is
on their property, and they each showed
usa mound tosubstantiate his claim

As for the authenticity of Braddock land-
ing at the observatory ground"-- , or at the
footofTwentj foil rttibtreet north west, there
is only oral tradition to substantiate the
claim, as the mot diligent hunt ha-- , railed
to find any mention of it in books bearing
on the subject However, many antiquar-
ians here have given their assurance t ha tthe
tradition is positively grounded on fact.

They point out with apparent great pride
a huge boulder which lies there imbedded
In the ground, and it" is known to those who
know it at all as "Braddock's Rock."

BRADDOCK'S ROCK.
It is because it was to this

rock, which then protruded from the river's
bank that Braddock's vessel was moored.

Strange as it may seem , there is now at
least half a mile of solid ground between
this rock and the water's edge That
makes the tradition all the more true, for
the surveys show us very conclusively
that this ground now fills the former
river's channel. And the channel has not
changed so very long ago. An old gen-
tleman now living told the writer recently
that the channel changed gradually in his
existence, and that "Braddock's Rock"
marked an old swimming hole where, In
his youth , he was wont to loiter away
his summer vacation days.

The old rock now lies just outside of
the wall which encloses the grounds, and
firmly imbedded in the top of it will be
found to this day a huge iron opike
stamped with a British imprint, to which,
tradition has it, was moored Braddock's
ship.

The impression one gets from reading of

Old. House.

Braddook Is that he was ota vqry stubborn
deposition. Washingtoij Irving in his
"Life of Washington" Handles the un-

lucky commander rather roughly; and so
does Thackeray in his "Virginians," and
Charles McKuight Jn his charming "Old
Fort Duquesne." Be that us, it may, he
was evidently n man to whom fear was a
stranger, and he wns notuncorrsciouB or the
haidahips and danger hcv was bound to
encounter, as will be proved by a passago
from a rare old book, by a Miss Bellamy,
published In London in 17E5. She says:

WASHINGTON'S TESTIMONY.
"Gen. Braddock, to whom I had been

known from my infancy, and who was par-

ticularly fond of me, was about this time
appointed to go to Amprlcaj From our
intimucy ho gave me Ills 'agency without
my applying for it. While he was maklrg
the necessary preparations for hisvoyagehe
was more frequently than usual at our house.
The evening before his departure he supped
with me, accompanied by his two

Burton (who had lost
his much-love- d wife, and my darlicg
friend) and Capt. Qrino. Before we parted
the general told me ho should see me no
more, for he was going Willi, his hardful
or men to conquer nations, and to do this
they must cut their way through unkvown
woods. He produced a map or the country,
saying at the same time: 'We arc sent like
sacrillces to the altar.' The eveuus or tho
expedition too fatally verified the gen-
eral's expectations. On gohuj away Io
put into my hand a paper, which proved
to be his will."

Washington himself , In his day, endeavor-
ed unsuccessfully to disabuse the popular
mind or its prejudice- against Braddock.
In Niles' Register for May, 1818, we read

RATHER TALK THAN SELL

Tlioy Heconio Fascinated WJtU Some
of tbo Ancient Tomes mid Hate to

JFurt "With Them Sad. Storied
Connected tVlth Some of the Uooda
They Huy.

On crossing the threshold of tho second-
hand book store the feeling always comes
over one that he is entering a place far
away from the weary work-a-da- y world.
A strange seusatlon that he will come out
the wiser for some interesting story the
old, grizzle-heade- gray-heade- book-deal-

tells him or for some discovery he
himself makes in tho accumulated volumes
is certain to steal upon him. And the sur-
mise is almost always correct.

The moie weather-beate- n the almost illeg-
ible sign at the door is, tho more shaved
away the wooden door sill, the more
ancient-lookin- g and high-pile- d tho books
and the thicker tho musty smjll, the surer
is the would-b- e purchaser to find an age-be-

bookworm een more ready to sit
down and chat awhile In his own peculiar
style, than to sell the stack of lore beueath
him.

There are just such stores and just such
men who look Tor all the world as if thoy
had stepped out of some old moth-eate- n

volume of Dickens on the shelf above them
right here in Washington

AMONG MUSTY TOMES.
"I have been selling bookb at this one

place ror eighteen jears," said an old gen
tleman to the Times reporter as the two
sat chatting back in the dark recesses otthe
forest of books .

It was a place where it seemed almost
sacrilegious to speak above a whisper in
Commonplace conversation when thetongiies
,?C --o many sago of all times were waiting
jpon the shelves to converge with the first

comer.
And jet could the sages see to what base

uses thee perpetual tongues of theirs had
come, they would not unlikely cry out if
they could

Immediately above t behead of thespeaker
was a Homer that had evidently done class-
room service for a student who evidenced
then he was in by break-
ing one back and defacing the leaves with
copious markings of graphite.

FASCINATED WITH HIS BOOKS.
"Strange as it may teem I arh so farci-nate- d

with some of the volumes in this
store that I wou'd really hate to part with
them, though that is exactly what I am
here for.

"Of course I buy thousands of book?,
one. two, three, aud four at a time, but
ike, all second-han- d dealers the most of

the main roof it takes the form of an open
arcade, coped with a dome, from the base
or which, at each or the eight pillars, will
be suspended electric arc lights.

construction feature.
The public and private offices of the firm

and the shipping department are all to be
located in the rear on thefirstfloor, and, to-

gether with the large stairway, will be
finished in oak. The first floor ceiling will
be laid olf in steel panels, frescoed in colors.
The ceilings of the upper floors will be
tinted on the wood work.

The plans cail for two elevators. In the
basement will be located the boilers, en-

gines and dynamos, the latter furnishing
power for the elevators and the forty arc
and scores of incandescent lights. The
building will be heated by steam.

The estimated cost of the building is
$50,000, and the builder promises to have
it ready for occupancy this faU.

I might ask one man
$1 for a book and he would insist on
taking no change from a five-doll- bill,
while the next comer would think I
shoulcKbe arrested Tor robbery. You sec,
the first man would want the partic-
ular book.

CURIOSITY THEIR MOTIVE.
"Then, again, it occurs that many people

just happen in the store, as they say, out
or mere idle curiosity. That pleases
the average bookseller, and be tells the
guest to reel at home.

.Not long ago a Virginia judge stopped
in my store.

" I am on the way to the train, he
said, 'and want to kill half an hour's
time, but I don't want to buy anything.'

"I told him to go ahead and own the
store wlide he was there.
