AVhen tlie "wire is overhead tlie difficulty
is considerably increased, but the electrical
expert finds it as easy to make the con-
nections for uMng the current dishonestly
as when his work is legitimate In the
air he must find some means of holding the
wire stretched as well as to take off the
CHrreut.

Of course. It is also harder to escape
detection by some one "who knows that he
lias no business .it work on the wires Tor
this reaou he usually chooses the top of a
bushy tree, where tlie leases are thickest
In summer. He follows the wire till it
passes through such a tree

If necessary, his climbing irons are put
on, then he is up among the boughs In a
moment. A piece of steel with
clamps and insulators, has been provided
foor the occasion. He gingerly cuts tlie
wire, catches the eDd and fastens them
together with the piece of steeL

Tho Insulators break the current, and
there is a space o an inch or two between
the cut extremities, and in this he inserts
i.e two ends of his loop of copper and slips
uown. He then carries his wire anywhere
heplcases, being careful nottoexci telnvesti-gauo-

by keeping the line open too long.
STEALING QUOTATIONS.

Bnch tapping as this is done of tcnest for
tho purpose of getting news or reports. An
Instance is known where the stock quota-
tions from New York were stolen in tills
way for more than a year without detec-
tion.

Another case Is where a man is alleged
to have tapped tlie racing wire here as it
crossed Long Bridge Such circumstnnces
ns this are common. The most remarkable
on record probably is that of last year,
when one of the press associations asserts
it found a man taking orf its report from
a wire going into its Chicago office.

Some experiments have been made with
snecess where tho wire was not actually
cut, but a side conductor was simply ap-
plied, by which a sufficient quantity of
electricity was drawn from a heavy cur-
rent to run a small mechanism or to supply
tv-- 3 or three incandescent lights.

NO GOLDBDG, TI1IS.

Georgo Bnrns Has Silver In Ills HcaiI
nnd Keeps It There.

The police at Quincy, 111., have arrested
George Burnsanddetainedhimonaccountof
his peculiar actions, says the St. Louis

It was discovered that
there was a cause for his eccentricity. Ho
had papers which showed that he was the
head engineer on the steamer City of Sa-
vannah, which was wrecked off the coast
of Massachusetts on January 18, 1884,
whilo en route from Boston to Florida. He
was reversing the levers when the steamer
struck therocks.and he'was thrownintothe
machinery, receiving injuries which crip;
pled him for life.

There were 118 lives lost in the accident,
and Burns is one of the 37 survivors. For
a long Vhlle he lay on a cot in the death
row of Bcllcvue Hospital, New York.
Dr. Haysfl Agnew attended his case, and
removed five ribs from his left side and
trephined his skull, using six ounces of
silver sheeting for this purpose. He was
compelled to wear a plaster-of-pari- s

jacket for four years after the accident.
A portion o the lower end of his spine

and both lbow joints are gone. One
kneecap is on the back of the leg and his
heart is o'n Ihe extreme right of his body.
He Is now 64 years ot age, and walks very
well and has a cheerful disposition. Ho
Is "a member ot Ibe'G.'A. It. and served
during the-wa- r on gunboat
Essex, which was stationed at Cairo dur-
ing" the early days of'tue rebellion.

Queer and Exclusive Trade Which

Caters to Washingtonians.

DELICACY FOR EPICURES

Where Kennipy, tho Walton ot
Crnri.Ii, LlMs-ll- ow Ho Cutohes
tlm Foxy CriiHtiicenn, How" They
Arc Cooked and DlsLliurtitohed Peo-
ple. Who EnL Thum.

Pedestrians who have wandered along
the Virginia Khore of the Potomac, about
a half mile north of crime infested 'jatfk-so- n

City, have suddenly come upon a little
wooden structure, which has an interest-
ing history.

It is the headquarters of one of Wash-
ington flU's most novel and exciushe In-

dustries The building is the home of a
mlddle-ag"- d while man named Thomas
Kearnej and two colored men, who are
engaged in crawfish catching.

The cat i her j house is a queer-lookin- r.

representing a stjle of architecture,
whii li has long been in vogue among the
poor whites and negroes In the back-
woods counties of some of the Southern
Stales. It is Militated at a point on the
chore nearly opposite ihe Treasury build-
ing, where the jellov sandy bench merges
and blends Into a dnrk green background
of thicket and foliage.

The building is a ore story affair, and
haj been knocked almost into a cocked hat
by the gales of many years, while tlie
pelting rain and fljing snow have so discol-
ored the slmctuie that at a distance it re-

sembles n mound of dark earth The house
leans, too, like the famous tower of Pisa
Its attitude Is such that a young Washing-
ton lawjer, while enjoying a river bank
outing with some irlends the other day,
was prompted to remark

" Thnt house seems to be leaning sympa-
thetically toward Arlington, the white
city of the dead "

A QUEER INDUSTRY
Crawfish catching, as Jt is tarried on for

a select Washington patronage at the little
calchcry across the river, is an interesting
but tedious task These little crustaceaiib,
which hue the funny and awkward habit
of walking backwards, are wary game,
and therefore not so easily captured. They
Inhabit the bottom of the river where it
is shallow and the marine grasses grow
high

Creeping about with their rears to the
front and their fronts to the rear, they cap-
ture and devour the small water lusects
that move about with bucIi rapidity. A
crawfish will lie perfectly motionless on the
bottom of the stream, with his claws
folded, placidly awaiting the coming of
the flighty water beetle. This litUe in-

sect, mistaking the gray back of tho crus-
tacean for a stone, will glide close to it.
Then like a flash out goes the south paw ot
the crawfish, and with a snap like the
closing of a steel trap the beetle is seized-an- d

passed piecemeal into the
mouth of its captor.

Crawfish also feed upon the spawn offish
and tadpoles, but the water beetle is their
favorite food and gives the backslider the
peculiar flavor which Is so much enjoyed
by epicures. In some parts of the country
the crawfish is known as the crayfish. It
is a crustacean of the genus lobster, but
considerably smaller in eizo and only found
in fresh water.

HOW KEARNEY DOES IT.
Kearney, the owner of the catchery, em-

ploys several methods of capturing the
litUe delicacies. His most successful one
is the use of long lines, on which he tfe3
bunches of water beetles. These lines are
used as trawls and dragged gently through
the grass. The crawfish upon seeing tho
beetles follows them to the surface and is
scooped in with a small net and confined
in a wicker basket containing a mass of.
molsfc water grasses.

Like other members ot the shell fish
family, especially the crab, a crawfish
is worthless for all purpose after it dies.
They must, be cooked while still alive.

Kearney, the crawfish man, was in a
talkative mood when seen by the reporter
for The Times yesterday. He sale he had
been In the business six years and has a
perfect monopoly.

A Frenchman named BroPfclus goes
oer to the catchery twice each week and
purchases all the crustaceans the pro-
prietor can spare. He sells them, he sajs,
at the residences of several of the foreign
ministers, including the Chinese embassy,
w here thej are considered a rare delicacy.

'One of my t customers," said the
craw Jis.u'.rmaii, "is the keeper of a Chinese
restaurant oer Quoiig Sang Lung's big
store on Penuejhania aenue He brought
mo oer a dish of prepared craw-fie- h the
other daj It looked liked salad and t.iEted
Ilk' angel food "

"What do I charge for them?
"Well, when thej- - are scarce I get as

high us 50 cents a dozen, but in July and
tho rirst part of Auguet, when the mer
grass is full of craw-fis- I reduce the
pneo per dozen to 35 cents You see then
are three of us, and we have to work hard
to catch tho backsliders. Thej are as cute
as a lox and as cunning as an eel.

Crawl Ish have a gamey flavor, and when
properly prepared form a very palatable
dish.
