Two Thousand Dollars' Worth Used

by the Commission in Ono Year.

LargeSniiis, AKu Expended for Travel.
Over a Thousand Dollars for Fuel

The. whole question of what the Fidh Com-
mission bas accomplished in the twenty-fiv- e

j ears of its existence, together with
what it may be expected to accomplish is
likely to come up at Uie approaching ses-

sion of Congress. It will be, of course, In
connection with the proposal to transfer
the commission to the Department or Agri-
culture.

It will be asked again, as frequently
whether the whole matter is not a

subject for the care of the several State
governments, rather than for the Federal
government. When this is answered in

r c.f maintaining the national work a
much closer sciutiny will tie made than for
years past of the uses made of money and
the results obtainrd

The last report from the Commissioner to
Congress was made on December 3, 189-1- .

It shows a total of appropriations for the
car of about $320,000, and purports to

tell what waB done with this money, but
the majority of Congressmen would be ablo
to make little out of the figures furnished.
The matter was of comparatively little im-

portance at the time the report was made
and not much attention was paid to It. It
is doubtfjd, If a siuglo Congressman gave
more than a passing glance to the report
and prolwbly not one attempted to know
whether the appropriations had been wisely
or even properly upylied.

At the coming session the report will be
taken up and analyzed item by item and
questions asked about some of the expendi-
tures. For example, theeutry, "Stationery,
$2,051.58," among the contingent

YANKEE BOAT IS OHEERED

Measurement of the Two YuchtH In
the Nut uro of a Surprise Tho Eng-ll- h

Craft Only Gives. Twonty-idn- e

Seconds A Comparison of tho Two.
Defender Favored In Betting.

New York. Sept G All Is ready for the
battle royal between Valkyrie III, Great
Britain's pride, and the Yankee combina-
tion of aluminum and bronze, yclept De-

fender, which all patriots hope will keep
the cup on thlseide of the Atlantic one more
year

The final preparations for the first of
the International races have been made.
Both ships are anchored in the horseshoe
ready for action

The veil or mystery which hae kept the
public in ignorance of the actual dimensions
or the competing yachts was? ralml
Honest John Hyflop. official nieasurw of
the New York Yacht Club, patted his
steel tape from bow to etern.from deck to
mast head, and along boom and bowsprit
of both crafts and the mult was that
Valkyrie III allowb the Defender 2U
seconds

This is the loss the yachting sharps have
gucseed

The appearance of the Valkyrie and the
calculations which have been made, cred-
ited her with an excess of water line and
sail area over the American boat, which
would allow tho latter Troni one to two
minutes over a e course.

TIME ALLOWANCE.
The cutting away of the afterbody of the

Valkyrie and the lighter steel boom whicb
was recently substituted, have undoubt-
edly given ber a saving on load water line
which reduced the time allowance to less
than half a minute.

Both boats are less than 80 feet on the
load water line, instead of being close to
00 feet, and Valkyrie is s of a
foot longer than the Defender. Iler 6ail
sirea is greater but Defender has a boom
10G feet long, while that of the British
boat is only 105 feet.

The prospect or seeing Valkyrie and De-
fender together before the great race was
an attraction which drew crowds to the
Erie Basin. In the course of the day
nearly 20,000 people must have viewed
the boats.

It was shortly after 7 o'clock this morn-
ing when the work of letting water Into
the doc k commenced. Two hours later the
Valkyrie floated. In her new white paint,
sails bent and furled and tilings above deck
generally Mupshape, she looked prettier
than at any time since her arrival here.

Measurer Hyslop arrived before noon
and hhortlj alter J 2 o'clock went aboard
the Valkyrie He began the work or meas-
uring jiibt as the tall mast or Defender
was seen over the great storehouse near
the ei.trar.ee to the basin

DEFENDER CHEERED
As the Defender was towed into the basin

by the tug Wallace B Flint the crowds
rushed to the ends of the neighboring piers
and climbed up the sides or big .ships and
into their rigging and surged over into
