WHAT THE LAW SPECIFIES

authority to rcgulata the water supply, and
next, Is section 24, of chapter 48, "C 8. D.
C ," which distinctly specifies that "the
supply of water to all manufacturing es-

tablishments, hotels, llery stables, and
other places requiring a-- large quantity,
shall be determined by meters (.reeled and
maintained at the expense of the consumer;
and the proper authorities shall churge and
collect for tbe quantity so determined a price
not exceeding three Cents per hundred gal-
lons "

missioners present order is 3 cutis per
thousand gallons, and where the schedule
water rate-- have been pal 1 for the current
fiscal year the amount paid will be np.
plied in settlement of quarterly bills fur
water supplied through meters.

to Fail Upon the Country.

THEEE WOMEN WITH HIM

TDeyIIuoJourneyed for Tour Month-Fro- nt

Jfortli Carolina The 1'resl-dentl'cr-

nully to lie Warned Gle
TTsu Limit of Flp Years ill Which
to Enjoy Life.

An aged, grizzled, weather beaten and
poorly clad colored man, giving his name
as Robert Clark and his occupation that of
a prophet, yesterdacaliedattheFourtli pre-

cinct station for the purpose of obtaining
Information and Incidentally to rest his
aching limbs and weary feet, as stated
exclusively in The Evening Times.

Iu company with Clark were three col-

ored women who bad shared with him the
dangers, prhatlons, trial and tribula-
tions of a four montlis' pedestrian Journey
from Goldiboro, NI C, to this city. The
quartette had started the middle of May
andjusfarrived yesterday.

To The Times' reporter Mr. Clark slated
that be had come to Washington especially
to proclaim the approaching dissolution
of all things. For twelve years he has
traelcd through the South, following
bis avocation of prophet, and has warned
thousands of the wrath to come. Late in
the spring, when his rheumatism some-
what abated, the Spirit commanded blm
to undertake a pilgrimage to Washington
and warn the officials of this goeument
and city to prepare Tor the evil days that
will precede the termination of time.

In pursuance of his dilue Instructions
Mr. Clark set forth, accompanied by the
three sisters, who, with the same eye of
faith, saw tbe Import of the awful warn-
ing the prophet was commissioned to
proclaim.

A halt vras made at each town along the
route traveled and Mr Clark gave tLe In-

habitants thereof timely notice of their
approaching destruction. In return for
this cheerful intelligence, strfidry con'
tributions of Turds were made with wtlie
necessary provisions were purchased.
Mr Clark stated that great good was ac-
complished in Richmond, Kock Mount, and
especially Petersburg, among people of
all shades and conditions

As the bearer of evil tidings approached'
this city, Mr. Clark considered It expedient
to take some small precautions against
penury, having been 'warned In a dream or
the vagrancy laws, and hence bad prepared
the following startling document, which
serves tbe double purpose of a pro
nunciamento and subscription list:.
