He was worn
oot by his sufferings, and his death was
dne as much 1o exhiustion as to extreme
alcoholi=wn .

The phywsicians at the hospital do not
think the injuries be sustained at the hands
of Florence Induced the delirium, or had
anything to do with bls death. There
were no symptoms of a fracture of the
skull, and they deem It unlikely that mere
sealp wounds would bring on the dellrium,
An autopsy will be held to-day, however,
and Coroner Hammett avill make & thor-
ough Investigation.
