Called to Account by the Minis-

ter from Guatemala.

SENOR LAZO-ARRIA- ANGRY

Spain's Hepresematlvo Had Said
Highly Uncomplimentary Things
of the Central American Republic,
Which, Ilex- - Dlplomatlo Agent
Tromptly Resented.

A sharp diplomatic correspondence Is
passing between twodistlngulshed members
of the diplomatic corps In Washington,
Senor Dcpuy de Lome, of Spain, and
Senor of Guatemala. The
latter has called on tbe Spanish minister
for a public disavowal ot certain reflec-
tions on Guatemala.

The two diplomats met at the State De-

partment yesterday, whereupon Senor Arrl-ag- a

personally reiterated what he had
already requested In writing in the form
of a public retraction.

The affair is the result of one of several
Interviews and statements In which Senor
Dcpuy de Lome hasappearedof late concern-
ing tfce Cuban insurrection.

REFLECTED ON GUATEMALA.
In these statements he arraigned the

press for partiality toward tho Insur
gents, and, in speaking ot the latter, said
that it the Cubans gained the Independence
they houglit they would reduce Cuba to an
inferior place among the nations of the
world, analogous, he said, to the low posi-
tion of Haytl, San Domingo, or Guatemala.

The statement reached Senor a

in due time through the medium of
a. "clipping bureau." He resented Guate-

mala's being held up as a typo ot na-
tional inferiority. He thereupon addressed
a Utter to Senor De Lome, which, al-
though couched in the Miiootliesb-J'hrase- s

iof dipolmacy, left no doubt of Senor Arri-aga- 's

indignation. The letter is under-
stood to have pointed out, among other
things, the following:

SENOR LAZO'S LETTER.
That Guatemala did not at present have

an insurrection ot ber people on her hands;
that Guatemala had made more material,
progress during the last seventy-fiv- e years
than Spain; that it was permissible for
Senor Dcpuy Do Lome to make such re-
flections as he choso on Spain or Cuba,
but that his position as a diplomat made
it Incompatible that he should publicly
Insult other countries.

Whatreply, ltany, Senor DepuyDe Lome
made is not known, but the two ministers
happened to come together yesterday while
seeking Secretary Olney at the State De-

partment. The ministers showed all due
deference to each other, but Senor a

did --not hesitate, to express de-
cided disapproval ot the Spanish minis-
ter's course. It is understood that Seuor
Depuy De Lome gave assurances that
the correction or retraction would be
made public through the press.

sion to Stop the Fight.

TO CONVENE ON TUESDAT

Texas' Executive Fears That "While
the Courts Are Wrangling Over It,
the FltzslmmoiiM-Corbe- tt Mill Mar
Ilel'uIIed Olf-ffui- ftna LuwrusswJ
to Stop It Effectually. ,

Austin, Tex., Sept. 26. Gov. Culberson
issued a proclamation calling a

special session of the legislature for Octo-
ber, one that will pass a law that will
Vnoek the prize fight
into a cocked hat.

The governor ifsued the proclamation at
midnight after a lengthy consultation with
his cabinet and gives as the reason for his
action that in the prerent condition of the
law, the flgb managers are liable to pull
off the fight while the courts are rowing
over it: that chief Justice of the court of
criminal n ppeala has ruled against tbe State
and now there is a mandamus case pending
In the supreme court that may go In an
entirely different line, thus causing a con-
flict between the two highest courts in tha
State.

. In order to avoid all possible contention,
he Issued the call convening tha
legislature next Tuesday in this city, and
setsforth the purport of tbecall as follows:

TIIE PROCLAMATION.
"Whereas a decision of tbe presiding

Judge of the court of criminal appeals,
lately rendered, will embarrass the elo-
cution of tbe laws of this State agahut
prize fighting and other associated in-

fractions of good order and the publlo
peace, now imminent and threatened, and,

"Whereas there Is no certainty of a de-
termination ot the soundness of said deci-
sion by n court of final resort In" time for
existing emergent les. and

"Whereas it is proper, In avoidance of
every pretext for disregarding the laws,
that all controversy respecting them should
be removed by legislation and an reasonable
pacific means resorted to in the first in-
stance to enforce them, inasmuch as tlw
present legislature unanimously passed
suih a prohibitory law on the 16th and
24th days of April, to become effective
August 1, 189D, as part of the penal code.
It should require a session of a very few days
at a small cost to remove any possible
defect and put the law into Immediate
operation, an extraordinary occasion has
arisen requesting tbe legislature to Bf
convened In special session;

TO CONVENE ON TUESDAT.
"Now, therefore, I, Charles A. Culber-

son, governor of the State of Texas, by
virtue of tbe authority vested in me by the
constitution thereof, hereby call a special
session of the twenty-fourt- legislature,
to be convened in the city of Austin, begin-
ning at noon Tuesday, October 1, 1895,
for the Jollowirg purpose:

""First To denounce prize fighting and
kindred practices In clear and unambiguous
ternisnd prohibit the same by appropriate
pains and penalties putting tbe law into
Immediate operation and making necessary
provisions for its enforcement, so that the
proposed exhibition of this character with-
in this State may be prevented, the un-
doubted will of the people uiwn the subject
and this affront to mfral sense and en-
lightened progress of Texas averted.

"Second. To consider and act upon such
other matters as may be present, pursuant
to section 40, article. 3, of the Constitution

"In testimony thereof, I tave here unto
setruy hand and caused thesealofthcState
to be affixed this 26th day of September
A. D 1&95.
