The greater part of thenf tcrnoon session
was taken up in hearing the reports of the
auditing committee, the committee on reso- -
utions and the discussion of the 25 cents
per capita tax, which wasbroughtoverfrom
the morning meeting.

"I didn't hear you," replied Painter, andas there wen- - several ladies in the room hegot up and walked into the office, saying

that tic did not care to talk to an intoxi-
cated man.

Thornton followed him out, evidently verr
much offended, and told John that Painter

These resolutions are more
than would appear from a casual reading.
Vice President Patterson said last night
that the association Is, by the adoption of
Its platform, pledged to oppose the nominee
ot any political party for a IcgislativQ posi-
tion who will not guarantee his support
to Just laws on the liquor traffic
