B. & O. GKAD1" CHOSSINOS.
The gradecrosslng again came very ucar,

jestcrday, getting In Its deadly work, and
the fact that the driver ot the ice wagon,
who narrowly escaped being killed or
maimed, was Inexcusably careless and reck-
less, does not mitigate the culpability of
the Baltimore and Ohio railroad authorities
in failing to properly guard the crosslug and
the two others close by.

There are gates such as they are atand
near First and Q streets northeast, bat
they fall to afford the security and protec-
tion that might be expected of them because
of the penuriousness of the railway .com-
pany, which employs only one man to
Dttcnd to the three gates. As a matter of
Tact, tbey are not gates at all, but simply
bars which, when nominally closed, really
stand at an angle of about sixty degrees
and constitute no barrier against the pas-
sage of a wagon.

The entire track of the Baltimore and
Ohio road within the city limits ought to be
inclosed by a picket, fence with automatic

extension gates at every street crossing,
and a watchman at every gate. Until the
good time comes when the grade crossing
will be no more, and all trains passing
through the city will run cither above or
below grade, the last possible means for
the protection of human life and limb must
be Insisted upon, and no consideration of
expense or convenience, so far as the rail-

road companies are concerned, should have
the least weight. As regards the Bal-

timore and Ohio Railway Company,
the residents of the northeastern section of
the city have good ground for complaint,
and they have a right to look to the Com-

missioners, or, if these be powerless, to
Congress, for that relief which the Indif-

ference and selfishness of the corporation
make It useless to hope for.

ItEFOltll IN NAVY VAIIDS.
If reports or her trial trip be true the new

battleship Texas Is merely a monument to
squandered millions. Built at a govern-
ment yard, undergovernmenl.il supervision,
her construction lias been a continuous
chapter of mishaps and her lorg dclajcd
completion is mw crowned by lamentable
failure to meet the requirements. Her
speed Is said tobe discouraglngly below the
specifications and her machinery sadly de-

fective.
On the other hand the Indiana, con-

structed under contract by a private firm
Is said to excel in every respect the re-

quirements Inld down by the Navy Depart-
ment nnd to be a ship worthy to take her
place among the splendid war vessels that
compose the new navy.

There la food for reflection In these two
pictures. There is no reason why the gov-

ernment should not be able to build ves-

sels In every respect equal to Uie products of
privatcshlp yards. Thefatlureof the Texas
is an Illustration of the evil or politics in
navy yards, supplemented by the lack of
those business methods which enable pri-

vate firms to excel them. The Federal gov-

ernment can and does secure the most
skilled labor available, but the absence of
system nullifies this outlay and makes pos-

sible a repetition of such a failure as this
vessel. A strict enforcement of the civil
service principle, practical methods and the
elimination ot politics Is the lesson of the
Texas.

A JUST COMPLAINT.
The residents of the northeast section of

the city have a fresh grievance, and like
nearly all the others they have preferred,
this one appears to be well founded.

Through their Citizens' Association they
have complained to the District Commis-

sioners that Delaware avenue, between II
and I streets, Is lumbered up with all sors
ot stuff to an extent that interferes with
the use of that thoroughfare and seriously
affects the value of property la that neigh-

borhood.
Pome time ago the Baltimore and Ohio

Railroad Company, at the request of the
District authorities, built a track into the
square which it was proposed to use as a
property yard. Since that time the square
has been blocked and the obstructions have
even passed beyoDd its boundaries and are
encroaching upon the avenue bojond I
street. In fact, as the commiltcc com-

plained to the Commissioners, tin re is
practically no roadway northward for
four squares.

This is little short of an outrage, for it
not only Interferes materially with the
comfort and convenience of people living
In that neighborhood, but Is a serious
check to the development of that part of
the city and the Increase in the values of
real estate there. Even worse than this. It
depreciates these values in a degree which
makes them well-nig- h worthless to their
owners. That part of Washington about
which this complaint is preferred is right
In the line of Improvements. Sooner or
later the railroad company will be com-

pelled to remove Its tracks and enter the
city from some other direction, and. the
squarcor squares no w discriminated against
will, like other portions of the northeast-
ern section, come In for their share of
Improvement.

Nothing, therefore, should be laid in the
way by the municipality, or permitted to be
done by the railway corporation, to retard
progress or depreciate values cither now
or ot any other time. The Commissioners
ought to try to give the people ot the
northeast the nlicf tbey ask for.

CUIIA'S CONSTITUTIBN.
The announcement ot the confutation of

the republic or Cuba marks another Im-

portant epoch in the struggle of those
brave Islanders for Independence from
Spain's yoke and for
Looked at from the standpoint of the
citizens of the United States, the instru-
ment, or what It appears to be from the
outline published, is rather crude and
chaotic, but at all events It gives evidence
of a proper understanding of the essentials
of government by and for the people.

In the stress and turmoil .of such a
battle for freedom as the Cubans are now
waging It would be well-nig- impossible
to perfect the fundamental law ot the
republic. But the Intention to establish a
government founded upon the rights and
privileges of the masses is clearly shown,
and this entitles th young republic tb the
respect, sympathy and support of all libert-

y-loving people, nere In Washington the
announcement of the constitution comes

Just in time to act as a stimulus for
the mass meeting now beiug agitated, and
It will help to bring out such an expression
of sentiment from the citizens of the
National Capital as will carry comfort to
the struggling patriots.

The action or this mass meeting, taken
In conjunction with that of the people

of other cities, can rmrdly fall to make the
proper impression upon Congress and to
induce that body to pronounce in favor of
according belligerent rights to Cuba. 'When
this is done and the insurgents can buy
arms and vessels in opes market, the day
or Cuba's liberation and Independence will
not be far distant.

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HAS A PLAN FOR IRISH OHITY

Archbishop of Toronto Advises a
Great Convention in Dublin.

He Declares It TVonld Crtmli Out tbo
Kola f Ireland and Unite

the Party

Toronto, Ont., Oct. 10. Hon. Edward
Blake lert Toronto last Wednesday for San
Francisco en route for Australia. Prior to
his departure, in an interchange ot letters
between him a nd the Archbishop ot Toronto,
Dr. Walsh, he staled that a scheme may
lie formulated for the holding of a great
convention to restore unity hi the Irish
party.

The correspondence will be made public
by the Catholio Register. The

archbishop willingly thanks Mr. Blake for
his services to Ireland, and continues:

"We Canadians have a right to deplore
nnd deprecate the fatal dissension that
have weakened anil paralyzed the Irish
parliamentary representation, and that have
thwarted and baffled tlio home rule cause.
This is not II e place to discuss the cause
of these dissensions. It must suffice here
to raise our voice In protest against them
and to declare that those responsible for
them have brought shame and dishonor on
their country and arc guilty of high treason
against the Irish race ulhomeand abroad."

His grace then goes on to make a strong
plea for union, nnd asks: "How Is this
necessary union to be effected? How are
the Irish national forces to be formulated
in a great center ot strength and power?

"Let a great national convention be held
in Dublin, composed ot chosen representa-
tives of the clergy nnd people of Ireland,
and of an advisory representation of the
Irish race abroad.

"In that convention let Ireland speak out
her mind, let not her voice be like a broken
musicallnstrumentemittlngdlscorikict notes
and Jarring sounds, but let it, on the con-
trary, lie clear-tone- d and emphatic. Insist-
ing on unity and condemning faction.

"Let her int out and uphold the parlia-
mentary representatives whose methods and
conduct she approves, and let her mark out
and condemn thote whose intolerance ot
control, personal jealousies and animosities
have done so much to break the unity and
waste the strength of the national party.
Dissensions and feuds in the past have been
the ruinamleurseof Ireland. Lcthcrstamp
them out and enfet them from her as things
more noxious than the senicnt St. Patrick
banished from Lcr shores."

LIKELY THE FLAGS DESIGN

This Provide That tbo Buildings
Sliull Bo Masked on Ono Command-
ing Spot on tlio Grounds Work
to He Commenced Before the Cloto
of This Yewr.

The board or trustees ot the American
University Association were in session
nil yesterday at the Arlington Hotel and
finally decided to choose either the Flagg
or Tolndexter plans for the buildings which
will be commenced before the close of
Uie year.

committee to make a sdettioa ot plans,
sjeh a meeting would be held very soon,
aslt was Intended to go oa with the erection
of tiulldlcgg before the cloe of this year.

It has practically been determined to
make choice of either the Flagg or Poin-dext-

designs. The committee and trus-
tees are dlsiw-se- to regard with favor tbo
Tlaggplan. This is. that the lmlldings shall
be massed on one commanding spot on the
grounds, with the administration build-
ing in the center. in the toiogrnphlcal
map made by Mr. Armstead several places
are Indicated for buildings, and the plans
of Mr. Poiudexter are for sejiarate build-
ings.

The committee, however, has expressed
no discriminating opinion. The first ele-
vation of the proposed building by Mr.
Poiudexter Is very beautirul, both in exe-
cution and design, the feature of which is
an Ionic colonnade. This front provides
for two pediments, the effect being ex-
ceedingly attractive.

INCEPTION OF THE IDEA.
While the American University will al-

ways have a Methodist chancellor, and hi
the divinity college will teach Methodist
teiictK, it will be for the rest simply a great
university, founded on purely

lines ot learning. It was for this rea-
son it is called American, notMetbodlst.

On May 28, 1891, Bishop Hurst secured
from the District of Columbia a cliarter
granting the university the authority to
teach of study and
to conduct colleges "of original research.
There were fifty Incorporators of this
great plan, the officers being Bishop Jno.
F. Hurst, ibaucellor Samuel L. Bel-
ler. vice chancellor; John E. Andrus,
president of the board of trustees: Matthew
G. Eruery, treasurer; Charles II. Baldwin,
swretary, and Rev. Albert Osborn, regis-
trar.

The first step toward purchasing a home
for this great design came from the wifeot Bishoo Hurst, jiow dead. It was her
faith and generosity which enabled the
bishop to secure the present beautiful site,
and It was her.money whlcii was devoted
to the first payment of the land.

The ninety acres on which the many ballsot this university are to be reared are asiong
the most picturesque landsaronnd Washing-
ton. They overlook the reaches of Uie Po-
tomac toward the soath, and the hurry
and turmoil of its flood above the LittleFalls Is so plainly seen that one's ear in-
stinctively strains for the music of Itswaters.

SUPERB SITE SELECTED.
To the south Arlington, the fields of

Virginia nnd all the storied camps of thecontending armies of the late war are re-
vealed. Wcstwardly and northerly rise
the liiue Kldgc' hills, with Sugar Loaf
Mountain in Jjlaln view. This ground, so
soon to become classic and devoted to
Godly study, lias already been richly dower-
ed by nature's God, and the poets and
scholars who will crowd the coming halls
will have a lovely setting Tor their Idyllic
or more homely serious thoughts. The
site Is on the vantage point or the

Inland View, the object of so
many drlving"parties from the city.

The buildings that are to be erected arc.
or course, mure important from a univer-
sity standpoint than any scenic beauty;
and the ones TSiinedlately contemplated
are the Hall of History and the J. Watts
de Tryster Hall' or Languages. These
properly, as well as by the munificence of
Gen. de peyster, should arise together.

The authorities of this institution have
ordained that these studies should go hand

"Yet a more worthy ambition Is to so de-
velop our future institutions that we may
encourago and stimulate a hundred fold
larger number or our trained men and wo-
men toenter these higher walks or thought,
and to add by a large increment to the per-
centage of those who not only possess kuo

but who, by personal influence in all
the avenues or prorcsslonal, commercial
and social lire. Incite the multitudes to do
more independent thinking."

The American University proposes to

receive as students, young men and women
who shall have completed their academicstudies and who have received their rirstdegree. The Intention Is to furnish the
amplest opportunities for the broadest
and highest work in professional, l

and original study.

Since the adjournment ot the
trustees In May, when the subscription ot
$150,000 for the hall ot history was
conipletifl, several further donations have
been received.

Gen. John Watts de Peyster, ot Tivoll,
N. Y nt the August meeting of the
bulldlug committee, presented to the trus-
tees, a magnificent piece of property near
Riverside Park, New York city, whose
minimum value is about $1GO,000. This
will form the nucleus of a fund to build
the J. Walls de Peyster Hall of Languages.

In the gereral plans of the university
It was originally intended that the hail
of philosophy should follow the erection
of the hall of history, but at the request
of Gen. de Peyster, this chance was made
to the hall of languages.
