William Hawes, of the Whosoever Gospel
Mission and Rescue Home, of Philadelphia,
told of the wlirk btlng accomplished In
saving those who must be picked up and
rehabilitated.

W. C. Blackburn, of the Free Sunday
Breakfast Association, of Baltimore, said
the organization was formed Noeinber 10,
1890. During less than fie years the
attendance has been 1GO.O00. More thaiy
26,000 have asked for pruer and 1,000
have professed conversion.

The object of the association Is to spread
the gospel, and It has been developed that
tbo best way to reach a poor man Is through
his stomach. Every Sunday morning all
that will assemble, are served with coffee
and bread, sandwiches, meat, or anything
tbey have on hand. About two thirds of
those who come to breakfast remain for
religious services, and the gospel Is preached
pure and simple. They save all they can
and pray for those wno are not saveu.

ITS WORK IX PHILADELPHIA.
At Intervals through the programme

the Silver Lake Quartet of Koihet-ter- , aud
tho mission iholr rendered some excellent
and appropriate musical selections.

Lewis U.Uean, of the Sunday Breakfast
Association, Philadelphia, said the work
had been going on for seventeen years
the Gth of next muntli. Its objects are the
promotion of Christianity and temperance
by giving a Sunday breakfast. These aro
served djrlng the-s- winter months and
every Sabbath evening In the year lea Is
served. This Is the first Institution of
the kind established In the world.

In serving breakfast four large, thk--

corn beef sandwiches and three cups of
coffeo are allowed to caih person, and
with the best material the cost Is but 4.6
cents each. The tea service costs 3.3 cents
for each person.

He took out the first gospel
wagon ever seen on the streets of his
city.

during their vacation. The settlement is
on the edge of a ixor and vicious quar-
ter of the city. The students are Bhown
bow motiey Is being spent to pauierize.
They are shown how lives are bought and
sold.

The students go down to the Bedford
street mission, where In summer 1,200
boys and youn men come down to bathe.
Tbey invite the boys into the mission
room there and give them short practi-
cal talks. In this way they get acquainted
with the boys and reach them in their
homes. He energetically opposed going to
the houses of the r with a police offi-
cer and forcing a way In for the purpose
of teaching religion. He did nut believe
much good could be done that way. The
only way was to get In as friends.

Mai. Hilton next Introduced Mr. W. R.
George, of the George Industrial Camp, New
York. He said he was in business to stop
all the missions. His business was to
teach the boys and girls to earn a living.
Everyone must have food, clothing, and
shelter, but everyone must earn It. There
should be no effort to get something for
nothing. That Is what very many poor
people ate doing. They are not succeeding
In this, but tbey arc placing the evil of a
bad example before their children. The
strongest force against wltich missions
have to contend is liad home influence.

lie has taken numbers of the bad boys
and girls of New York and established a re-

public of the boys for the boys by the boys
atFercvllle, N Y. They govern themselves
by a congress of their own. They have al-

lowed the girls to vote.
THE BOYS' REPUBLIC.

Classes in carpentry, cooking, dressmak-
ing, etc., arc formed. They have
of their own. In this they are paid.
None need to work, but if they do not
work they are not paid. The unskilled
laborer is only paid CO cents of their
money each day. It costs 40 cents a day
to live and there Is three cents taxes. If
a boy lonrs much he toon has nothing to pay
for food and lodging. At the end of the
season the children irequcntly have a good
sum and It Is ixchangcd for l money,
which they take home.

The camp has its own police, court
and prison. The whole government is by
the children. All want to be "cops."
They must first pass civil service examina-
tion. This teaches them the nied of
tlon. If a fight occurs In camp the boy"
policeman is sent to make the arrest,
and must take the risk of n fight. Just as
the real policeman does Offenders are
punished by Imprisonment, and lrarn'that
it pays to do right. The Instruction given
aims to give the children practical skill
In taught.

In their voting booths are put up and the
whole routine of the Australian system as
praeticedln New York is carried out. The
boys go back to ihecity able to Instruct their
fathers He heard one telling his fellows
that when he became a man Barney

wouldn't lead him around as his
father was led.

Maj. Hilton said there was one thing he
never was in his life m any doubt about.
That was what to do with a drunkard when
he found him. He was himself a victim
nt one time, ne never offered a man a
pledge. The only thing that could save
him was the religion of Christ. He put
the drunkard on tho cars and sent hint
straight to the Christian Home for Intem-
perate Men in New York, ne introduced as
the founder of this work Mr. Charles A.
Hunting, a handsome gentleman with white
hair and beard.

LOOKED AT niS OWN LIFE.
Mr. Bunting said In February, 1876,

he was led to look into his own life, ne
was saved In the hippodrome meetings in
New York. Ho had been at times subject
todrink. In 1877,hefeltheniustestablish
a rescue work for Uie Intemperate. Mr.
Villiam E. Dodge canio to htm and they

worked together. They got a house In
Seventeenth strqet that would accom-
modate thirty men. In June tho home was
opened. After six mouths the directors
were ready to give up, but he said It was
God's work and he would not let it fall.
It did not.

Their plan was notbymedlonl treatment.
They simply offered a kindly welcome, a
good home, with Christian Influences
and seclusion from tho temptations of
drink.

In eighteen years they have received B,000
men and only three have died. If any
man knows a drunkard in Washington
send him to the home and he will be taken
care of until he is well- - Proof of Inability
to pay will be required.

They do not believe drunkenness is In-
herited any more than any other sin. The
recuperative powers of nature, with good
food, rest and Christian teaching, are re-
lied upon to effect a cure. When a man
comes drunk he is put In the hospital and
given a simple sedative. Physicians are
seldom needed.

Mr. Bunting paid a high tribute to his
wife, who stood by him when a sufferer
from drink. He said she was the most ef-
fective Christian worker he ever knew. He
warned against the use of morphine. It
was never used at the home. Many came
there to be saved from It. The use of
tobacco, he said, was most dangerous.
The relapse to drunkenness In neaTly every
cnsehehadknownlntheworkhnd came from
the use of tobacco.
