Rare 0ld Voiumes Stowed Away
in the Congressianal Library.

PRINTS OF EARLY DAYS

Mauny of the Fipnest Specimens of
FPrinting'a Earllest Efforts Are
Owned by Uncle Sam—Rich Collee-
tion of Americana Which 1Is Con- |
stnntly Belng loorensed.

Not only 18 the Congressionsl library a
repository for thé ot putof At R A UL DO
during i(he period in which copyright laws
have made bralis a patestable product,
but it coptains a lurge pumber of rare and
cariogs publications, the intrinsic value
of which will beconstantly increased by age.

Unlike the DBritish Museum and some
fereign librarivs, the Congressivpal is not
rich in & stock of historic mauuscripts,
whose nssociations make th®m priceless.
Two reasons have combiaed (o preclude
the possibility of such a culleciion. The
first is that the comparative youih of the
nation has prevenied thelr sccumuintion
anddelayed thelr belng gathersd Intoa place
of genernl deposit.  The secund 15 that those
vaiuable written documents whicn do exist
are widely scottered and divided nmong o
large number of cusiodians.

As an illustration, the original of the
Declaraton of Independetoe aud 4 nimillar
written document of a patriotic chinr-
acter, which could not be purchased at
any price, are kept in the Etate Depart-
ment Library, together with & lut of me-
mentos, relics and souvenirs., Other
documents of national interest are found
in all of the Executive Departments, tn
most of the State capitals aud even in re-
mote and out-of-the-way places, The
last will pod testaiment of George Waah-
ivgion is to be seen in the clerk’s office
of the little old brick court house at Falr-
fax, Va.

MAY ALL REST TOGETHER.

It Is almosi & certainty that in the
course of uUme pot oply all the books,
but also the documents and Instruthents
of wrillng connecled with naticnal his-
tory will be collected and form o valo-
able and Ipteresiing Section in the Con.
gressional Library.

Hut when all things are taken into con-
sideration it will be¢ found that the Con-
gressional Library has a fair quota of rare
and curfuus publicatons, bolh of forelgn
and home jssue. A puint bas always been
made to purchase whatever books may
be of Interest or utility, while the oper-
atlon of the copyright law adds each
yenr thousands of volumes Lo the mis-
cellanecous aasortment.

“Some of the most valuable and na-
common of the Americana, in the very
rare cases when put up at auction from
private libraries bring froms $100 to $500
each.

“No opportunity has been neglected for
many years past of adding to the large
awl pricelesa collection of books re
lating to the discovery, settlement, his-
tory, topugraphy, biography, and national
history of (his country. It Is
the basiness and duty of the great National
Library of America 1o coliect seduloualy
in this field.

“While the Congresslonal Library should
be very strong in polilical science, juris-
prudence, and economics. ns befita o great
leginlative Hbrary, it shouid also possess
every book and pamphlet relating to the

.United Btates jo its widely distributeg

domain, as well a8 those illustrating all
the countries of the American costinegt
and adjarcent islanda*™ .
