The
snil and emhiural directions are about the
same for aimost all of the winter-blooming
buiba

Hyacintha are, of ocourse, desirable,
and there are few flowirs mnre accom-
moiinting in their bloom than the fragile
Roman' hyacinghs, They come ia white,
rose culor, and pale blus, and o box
thickly planted with them forins., whea
the Towers are blooming, ohe of those
duitty comblpations of coler so loved by
La Pampadonr.
