Hebrew Happenings.
Funds are sent from tnl3 country to Jeru-

salem by the North American Relief Society
for the Poor ot Palestine. They are mainly
used for the suppurt of the Jewish hospital,
the orphan asylum, and the schools at
lerusalem.

A "Hebrew educational fair" is to bs
held In New York City in the coming month
of

"Seal" says an orthodox Jewish organ.
"Few ot tlie American rabbis can reel
Hebrew without vowel points, though tea
Torah is written without them.

Ameri
can Judaism has a double task; it most
strangle the superstitions of a trasported
Ignorance and the sophistries of a mythical
culture."

Dr. Isaac M. Wise groans over the mass
of Hebrew literature that Is now published.
"No one," he says, "who Is not a member
ot the book manufacturing company can
form an Idea of the amount of Hebrew
literature that Is produced in Europe, and
partly also In America, and published in
all known forms ot typography." Dr.
Wise himself has docc bis full share as a
uiakerotbooksin Hebrewllteratnre.

It is the Judgment ot the British Review
that so lung as Rosh Uasboaa and Torn
Kippur can draw to the synagogues such
eTowded assemblages as have recently
been seen there, so long win the funda-
mental tenets ot Judaism be safe In ths
world.

A Jew ot the reform school, who is a
follower of Rabbi I. M. Wise, writes thns
in the American Israelii if) "The Central
Confcreni-- uf American Iiabbis represents
what there is of intelligent, progressive
Judaism in this country, and there is no
other kind of Judaism outside of that
worth mentioning, cxe-ep- t Judaism ot the
Rabbino-Kabbalistit- - Russo-Folls- ortho-
doxy."

creased. The same observation has teeD
made in London and Paris.

Tho
serum is perfectly innocuous. The prob-
ability of the complete success of the treat-
ment Is Increasing every month.

At the lowest depth
the temperature was 100 degrees Fahren-
heit nt 770 feet it was G4 2 degrees; from .
that point down thcincrease was regular,
amounting to one degree Fahrenheit fol
every twenty-tir- o feet bored.
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
