ROJSEDALL mHIMALS

Fifty Pounds of Dynamite Ex-

ploded at the Zoo.

PLACED TOO NEAE A FIBE

Workmen Tried to Hurry Matter Up
by Thawing It, Hut tlio I'iimcm
Caught Great CoiMtcruntloit Fol-

lowed Among tho 1'ubllo l'ets Felt
0cr tho City.

A row as it all the thlrteen-Ine- guns of
Uncle Sam's navy had in en discharged at
once aroused and shocked all the slumlicr-cr- s

of Washington and the rural districts,
in the nclgiiucrhood of the Zoo ytstenlay
tnornliig about 0:30 o'clock.

It was au explosion of dynamite, which
shattered window pane", rattinl crockery,
rocked babies in their cranlts and set all
the animals in the garden In a tremendous
uproar of excitement. The linns roared,
tigers inshed their sides, with their talis,
hyenas laughed and the wolves howled.and
the baby lionsncstlcd clusc to their mothers,
shivering with fear.

The shock was .ery perceptible in the
northern and western iiarts of the city and
many of tlie Lite sleipers were rudely
awakened. For hours after the cause of
the shock w.ir not known. However, lu
such case the peoplo are not at a los, for
some probable cause. Numerous theories
were advanced by the knowing ones dur-
ing tlie daj-- , lut not one "hit it"" right.
One suggested that it might have liccn
caused bj- - the breaking of a cable on the
Columbia Railway, another that it might
hae been an rnrUniunkc shock, and still
another that tlie cause of trouble and ex-
citement may bae lieeu at tlie lmwdcr
magazine, a short distance down tlie, river.

THAWING DYNAMITE.
Thej-- were all wrong, however, as subse-

quent investlgalion pro, til. The explo-

sion, for that is what it was, occurred
at the Zoo In front of the main building,
where there is a font" of hands at work
on the Hock Creek intercepting sewer.

In connection with this work there Is a
great deal of rock blasting by dynamite
and It was while two colored men, before
work hours, were preparing the djnamite
for Wasting, that the explosion occurred.

Exactly how tlie accident took place Is
not known, further than could be learned
from Superintendent Frank Baker yesterday
afternoon.

When asked how It happened. Dr. Baker
saiil he knew ery little and that be only
learned lutidentally. The shock, he said,
was by the explosion of a fifty-poun- d

box of dynamite whUIi two colored
men were preparing for work. These men
went to work earlier than the regular force
in order to thaw out the dynamite which
had been hardened liy the cold of the night.
They had built a little fire and placed
the liox containing the dynamite nt a safe
distance, and all was going on well until
one of the workmen, thinking there was
not sufficient heat to thaw tlie djnamite
lcfore time for work, threw an empty
barrel on the blaze. Then there was
trouble. The sparks flew, and so did
tlie men, nud in a twinkling after there
was a most terrific explosion which made
the earth tremble for miles around.

FUSES CAUGHT.
It is not unusual. Dr. Baker said, for

dynamite to Ignite from sparks and in
all prolmbility some of the fuses must have
been near the fire but were not noticed
by the laborers until I hat moment. This,
he thinks, gave them a thancc to cscne,
otherwise they, would have been blown
into atoms.

It was very fortunate tlie accident oc-

curred as early lu the day at it did,
for had tlie explosion taken place
wlicu tho workmen were all present
there would have been no possibility or a
hasty escape and serious Injury to many
must have resulted. As it Is, however,
there was no damage done furUicr than the
shattering of window panes and the break-
ing of crockerj- - In houses in the immediate
neighlmrhood.

The report that a big hole had been blown
In the ground'was purely the outgrowth
ofa fertile imagination. The explosion oc-

curred on level ground a few feet frwm the
sewer ditch, and there being no compres-
sion the blast was upward, wltb nothing to
resist its force.

Tlie work on the Intercepting canal sewer
is being done by the government, and is
in charge of Contractor McCaudlisii.

DVXA.UITH U.VDElt WATEH.

Blow lot Up the Wreck of tho Lndy
ot the Taike.

Reports like heavy artillery sounded on
the river front all day yesterday. Thecon-cusslon- s

rattled windows and doors and
caused the surrounding structures to quiver
as though they bail an acute attack of the
ague. The disturbance was caused by a
force of men, under aptaln Whltmore,
who are engaged in disintegrating and
blowing up the sunken hull, of the steamer
Lady of the Lake, which was burned to the
water's edge during the blizzard last win-
ter.

Tlie explosive employed is slicks of dyna-
mite, which are set oft by means of an
electric current, the wires exteutliug from a
battery on the shore.

The dynamite is placed by a diver, who
alsogivesthesignil to explode. Immediate-
ly after the explosion a great billow rises
above Hie surface of the river and large
quantities of debris are brought up. The
woodwork of the sunken wreck has been
pretty thoroughly broken up, but the blast-
ers are experiencing considerable difficulty
in making any inroads on the Iron bull.
