TOO MANY ULTIMATUMS

Both London mid Continental Journals
Criticise Itecent British Policy , mid
the Independence Bulge Declares It
Hiik Alienated All Other Powers.
Peers us Mayors of Scleral Towns.

Loudon, Oct. 2C The Spectator
sajs It believes that most thoughtful Eng-
lishmen respect and approve the essential
principles of the Monroe doctrine and do
not desire to challenge or prevent Its
operation.

"We do not," It adds, "want to add
to our possessions In America, and arc
therefore willing not to dispute when the
United States gives us notice that she will
consider herself Injured if we try to in-

crease them.
"In the meantime, wc wish that the

existing occasion could be utilized for a
public understanding between us aud the
United States rclatlvo to the Monroe
doctrine, and wc, would like to bee a treaty
concluded that would guarantee the recog-
nition of that doctrine."

The Sheffield Telegraph, the organ of
Sir Ellis Ashmcnd-Bartlet- t and Ihe untra
torles, goes a step further ami nukes the
amazing statement that a report was
current In Washington, Friday, that the
British government is desirous of entcrhig
into an alliance with the United States
to enforce the doctrinungalnstothernatloiis.

The projwsed alliance, according to the
report, would Include a provision for
the Joint construction of the Nicaraguan
Canal by the allies.

It can be stated that nobody places any
reliance on this report.

NO INTEltEST IN VENEZUELA.
Prime Minister Salisbury is closily

watching the actions of Hussla and takes
very little Interest In the- - Venezuelan dis-
pute beyond giving his approval to Mr.
Chamberlaiu's conduct of lue British MUe
of the case.

Mr. Chamberlain Is uncommonlv tena-
cious of purpose and Is accustomed to hav-
ing his own way. He does not love the
United States overmuch, though bis 'wife
is an American; but beyond his schemes
for the expansion of British commerce,
his present hobby is the development of
Africa.

It is not likely that he will entangle
himself in a quarrel with the United
Stales.

ALIENATING EVERYBODY.
The Times has recently complained of the

growing hostility in influential Russian
circles toward Great Britain, and the In-

dependence Beige says that if the word
"hostility" be replaced by "coldness and
defiance," the Times woold have the
exact guage of actual sentiments of Eu-
rope, and perhaps the workl, toward the
British policy.

The paper asks: "Is that the victory of
which the Tories boast?"

Lord Salisbury has accepted an invita-
tion to attend the banquet that will be
given by the new lord mayor on his In-

Treoidcnt rtiilllps aLso is quoted as saj Ing
that the I lftb street line conductors issue
transfers In such a way that the transferees
can go shopping anil do all kinds of things
beofre they board the Metropolitan lines.
This, Manager Gray says, is not true, so
it does not concern the people who want
transfers.

There is one thing certain, that there

The last act passed regulating tho Metro-
politan Railway Company in relation to
transfers was approved August 2d, 1891.
Section 5 of the act, which Is entitled
"Au act to authorize the Metropolitan
Railroad Conqiauy to change Its motive
power for the propulsionof the cars of said
company," says in part:

REQUIRED BY LAW.
"That the Metropolitan Railroad Com-

pany is hereby authorized and required
Immediately to make reciprocal transfer
arrangements with 6trcet railroad com-
panies w!io.--t: hues now connect with its
lines and to furnish such facilities thcre-fore- as

the pubheconveniencenuy require."
In order to show that congress noes not

contemplate that the matter of transfers
shall be left to the autocratic kicking or
one or more roads on account of Its share
in a five cent piece is only necessary to
quote from this same act on that point,
it sajs:

"Upon the completion of the underground
electric provided for In this act
the said Metropolitan Railroad Company Is
hereby further authorized and required to
enter Into reciprocal trackage arrange-
ments with the connecting roads. The
schedules and compensation shall be mu-
tually agreed upon between the said Met-
ropolitan Railroad. Company and the com-
panies with whose lines its lines connict:
and In any case of failure toreach such
mutual-agreemen- the matters in dispute
shall bedeterminod by the Supreme Court of
the District of Columbia, upon petition filed
by cither party: Provided, that everj-stre-

railway company In the District of
Columbia whose lines connect, or whose
lines may hereafter connect, with the lures
of any other street railway company. Is
hereby subjected to the same require-
ments as to transfers and trackage ar-
rangements, and upon similar conditions,
as In this Ecction provided in the case of
the Metropolitan Railroad Company and
the lines connecting therewith."

The law that Interests the public is
the first part of section 5 above quoted,
which declares that the transfers shall

on (he merit of the public conven-
ience. The second quotation shows that the
objection of Mr. rtilllips to a transfer is
not final, but that the courts ot the District
can taken band. Any party to the dispute,
such as Manager Gray, can have the matter
determined by the Supreme Court on filing
a petition.

There Is probably another way by which
any citizen could have the matter tested
If the policy of Mr. Phillips is put into
actual practice.

Flirting, But not Dangerously.

PEINCE HENEY VISITS CZAE

Knlisor Wlllielm Restores the Entente
Cordlale Between Himself and tho
Prince BecunseoftlieLaiter's Wife's
Relationship to the Cznr Socialist
Dissensions Grovvlnjr More BltteT.

Berlin, Oct. 26. The dispatch from the
nong Kong correspondent of the London
Times, announcing that Russia had acquired
the right by a treaty recently concluded
with China to anchor her fleet at Port A rthnr
and connect Vladlrostock with that port
by railway, as welt as securing othern. i. .j .... ium u.t.i.,.1 auui i ,.., was
cabled here yesterday and attracts consider-
able attention.

Although the Russian and Chinese em
bassies here deny any knowledge of the
treaty, In circles it Is main
tauied that the dispatch outlines the sub
stanccofdcsircsformulatedby Russia which
China will cirlaluly not refuse.

Moreover, it lb contended that the report
received from St. Petersburg nam
ing seviral officials In the Asiatic depart
mt-o- t of the Russian foreign office, who
have Just received honors and decorations
at the hands ,of the Emperor of China,
clearly Indicates that diplomatic trans-
actions of Mime kind have recently been
concluded.
Ahiiuuli the alleged treaty contains

proisions that are certain to operate
greatly to the disadvantage to the com-
merce of Germany, It is very doubtful
whethtr the Emiteror would Intervene,
as his greatest oealre now Is to be on
good terms with the government at St.
Petersburg.

KISSED AND MADE UP.
So strong. Indeed, Is this desire that

his majesty consented to lie reconciled
to Prince Henry, his brother, when he
learned that the latter and his wife,
formerly Princess Irene ot Hesep, were
on the eve of starting for St. Peters-
burg, and ihis, too. without Prince Henry's
aiwloglzing In any way for his part in
the quarrel, which took place between
IilniS'-l- f and the Kaiser on the occasion of
the ceremonies at Kiel in celebration of
the opening of the North c Canal,
the Emperor being mindful of the fact
that Prince Henry's wife Is the favorite
sister of the Czanna and has great In-
fluence wilh her.

The association, with startling frank-
ness, advji-e-s the adoption of the course
suggested regardless ot the ill will of any
or all of the other powers, and concludes
its memorandum by quoting a Bremen
merchant wtu has settled In Shanghai as
saying that if Germany docs not take pos-
session ot Shanghai the trade of Germany
in eastern Asia has no future.

When the memorandum was issued it
was generally regarded as being too ex-
treme, but the reported conclusion of a
treaty between Russia and China furnishes
a very strung argument in favor of the all
Deutsche association's contention.

SOCIALIST DISSENSION.
The dissensions in the camp of the

socialists are growing apace. Six. public,
mass meetings of socialists were held In
Berlin Thursday night, at each ot which
socialist delegates to tho social democratic
cougress recenuy neia in Bresiau, re-
ported upon the proceedings ot that body.

The reports having been made the meet-
ings proceeded to handle the delegates very
severely, and were cspei tally harsh In
their treatment of Deputies Fisiher, Scboen-lanf- c,

Schlppel, Singer, and Dr. Arons.
The attacks that were made upon theso

depjtlcs Were couched In extremely violent
language, freely interspersed with epi-
thets.
