The brave officer of the law facal the
inforiated throng, revolver In band, but
he wos overpowere] by the reckiess, partly
totoxicated mob and bis weapon wrested
from hils grasp.

Toe wob suun broke open the solid steel
door wWhich separated them from the jail,
Hettnd this 15 & beavy semiscircular barred
door, which was attacked with sledge
hnn-rur'ri‘ After pleading and threats bad
falid to get the men to desist the goards
fired their revolvers loto the celling. The
sound of the Mrearms did pot make the
crowd flinct,

As a last resort the goards, following
the commuand of the sheriff, turmd their
death-dealing weapons direot upon the at-
tacking party and poured 2 volley of lead
ioto Its midst,

The volley nf six Winchester balls
brought death to Heory Mutebler, Jr., and
Christinn Matz. They [fell lifeless where
they bad stood helping in the work of
Lattering down the olstacies to the cell in
which Martin loy. The bodies of the two
men woere carried aAway by their comroades.

EEARCHED FOR DYNAMITE.

This tragic check only servedd to add to
the fury ol the molt. The work of demoll-
tion was brodoght 1o a stop ouly becipse
corinin members of the mob bad gone from
ne of lawilesstess to secare dynamite
with which to destroy the jailand the haved
inmates.

The guards who lad carried out the oFen
of thelr superior of flvers and upheld the I'm'
with such territie effect, disappeared
from the jail a5 soon as word came that
Martin was safely o the way to Fremont.
The mob quickly learned that the object
of their vengenuoe was oo longer within
rench, and dlowly dispersed, after the hoot
for drnamite had provid fruoitless

Enffied in their plot to Iynch the slayer,
of their fricnid. the marahal, the mob's rege
and threats of vengeance were directed
aguinst the depyties who had killed two
of tuelr number.  They tried to find the
offlivers and learn thelr identity, IF pos-
sible, but their npomes are known oply to
the sheriff and o few trusted persons.

Foremon John Smith was also tumbled

from the hose carriage, but fortunately
and milracwtonsly, velther of them were
seriously injured.

The heavy oak tongue of the hose carringe
penetrtod  the tralder amd was snapped
nfo three pleces ns though it bhad Deen
O pipe stem, so great was the foree of the
collision.

The beads and front feet of the horses
also peneirated the cuar, and as the train
spedd on, the animals were thrown beavily,
the chemibcnl appsratus tern from the
skle of the carringe, iod other damage
inflictedl.  Fortunately, there were only
two ovcopiants of the trafler, both colored
wormen, who occuplerdl seats bear the rear
severnl feet from the place where the
borses crashed through the car.  Had
the trailer contalped a full Joad of passen-
gers, there would probably have been
several fatnlities.

The wrecked car and hose carringe were
quickly surrounded iy a crowd of excited
people.  They placed the blame for the
accident apon Moterman Berry.

BLAME THE MOTORMAN.

After the collision the vlectric traln ran
nearly to H stnsst before I8 could be
stoppexd.  Bystanders stated that It was
guing ot the rate of at least sixteen miles
an bour. Couductor Ed. Russ®ll stated on
the contcrary that the cirs were going at
e usual rate of speed.

An exnmingtion of Driver DeWitt 8mith,
of the hose carrlage, Wi tnnde and it was
found that he was saffering only from
shock and a few s#light braiges. Forsman
John Smith, of the engine compuny , was in-
Jurad.

The motor car was pretty well crowded
with passengers, several of whom had their
hands cut by fising glass. Had the col-
liston oecurnad two  geconds snoper the
tire horses would have struck the open
motor car and the résuft might have been
fearfnl, a8 the plunging animals would
have gone entlrely into the car among
the ocoupants.

The firemen of No. 6 say that Motorman
Berry slncked the speed of bis train just
before It reached Istreet, and then suddenly
put on full foree of electricily and spurted
ahead as if to try and pass ahend of the
fire apparstus.

Mr. Toby Bush, the restaurant keeper, of
No. 817 Beventh street northwest, saw
the hose carringe and electric traln ap-
proaching ench olher, the Tormer from
the edast and the teain from thé north. He
ran iato the middlie of Ninth street when
(he cars were at least fifty yards from
the crossing and motioged to We motor-
man and calld to him lo stop his irain.
Berry slacked the speed of the cars, it is
fald, until they cume almost o a Tull
stop and then shot ehead.

The bells of both the fire apparatus and
motor car wera clanging loudly,

Both of the fire horses were badly af-

fected by the severe shock The worst in
Jury was to the right-bamd animal, Dexter,
sadd 1o e oae OF the OIRest amd Dest tralned
borses In the departiient. In addition (o
olher injtiries be recelved a deep gash six
inehes below the hipe The splendid and-
tual Is npow it the velerinary bospital, and
it is not known whetller he can be saved.

The fire chiel was guickly on the scene
and I8 ipvestigating i8¢ clreomstances of
the accldent.
