The inability of tLe po-
lice to liae this class of people punished
by (he courts is an incentive to thieing,
an encouragement to (he pedt larccny
practitioner.

"The law prortdes a jiennlty wliere tlie
purchaser knows (he gootls to hne been
stoleu. Tills unwise provision furnishts a
loophole for the escape of the guilty.

EVIDENCE OF THEFT.
"There are many innocent purchasers

among the dealers, but hen an article
w orth $50 is offered for $5, the buyer must
be convinced that a wrong attaches to Hie
property In some way, and the plea of ig
norance should not be accepted as an
excuse.

The number of cases of arrest ror the vcar
was 23.104. or 1.210 less than in 1894.

Tlie Edmonds law having been made ap-
plicable lo tho District, 144 arrests under
its provisions were made.

Tho
sad situation seemed to shame the criminal
rrom Ids rounds, tlie better to enable the
policemen to render succor to tlie needy.

"Experience shows that there are three
classes or persons who need assistance
tlie worthy, the chronic solicitor and
Hie beggar or tramp.

"Tlie first class embraces men. women
nnd children, the latter two Classes being
in Hie majority. There arc among them
discharged government clerks, mechanics
out or emp'oyment, laborers without work,
those who. dependent on roomers, are lert
without natrons, and not a few deserted
wives. Tills class becomes dependent only
when forced to do so.

"To (lie next class belorg thoce who
lack the faculty of doing anything for
(hemselves. many of whom are IioneslC
but lazy; women with drunken husbands,
who earn n dollar one week and starve
the next.

PLANS MUST BE PUSHED

Supervising Architect Aiken es

to Expedite Work.

Ho Fear Aukwurd Quentlolin That
Might He Asked When Congreji

Nion Akm'iiiIUch.

The supcnlsliig architect of the Treas-
ury lias determined lliat rrom this time rorth
work upon the plans and speculations Tor
public buildings throughout Ihe country
must be pushed. So rar as jtossible no
more delays will lie permitted which could
piraiUenlure be charged to the negligence
orslowiiessorthoselugoienimenlalimpioy.

Mr. Alktn hug anakrned to the fact that
n asl accumulation of important business
lies within his office, and he desires lo
wash his official hands or any undue re-
sponsibility hlcli may hercarter attach
to further dllalariness.

With this end in view, Supervising Archi-
tect Aiken called all the einplo)tn of his
office bcfore'tilm and administered a lect-
ure, which is expected to be beneficial In
Its elfects. He notified all the draughts-
men and those engaged in preparing plans
and specifications that hereafter they must
worK overtime lo an extent sufficient to
bring their work up to date.

This industrious movement is credited
largcl) to the new public building to be
reeled In Chicago, but will nipl) lo a

greater or less degree lo every building
now being ericted under (jovinicmnl con-
tract. Tlie con tractors themselves in ach
instance aje lo be spurred to n newtd en-
ergy in the hope iRat more appreciable
lieadna) may be made.

Tlie for this sudden spurt of In-

dustry In the supervising architect's of-
fice lx attributed to the near approach of
the assembling or Congress. Hut three
weeks remain until the oirice will be
crowded and the corridors or the Treasury
Department filled Willi Congressmen await-
ing their turn lo inquire or Mr. Aiken
whether lie expects the neiv building at
their home to be completed In this cen-
tury orthenett.

Thoe w ill be lioth busy and embarrassing
days for Hie supervising architect, and he
Is preparing to forefeil himself to Ihe liest
of his nbility. Drawings for public build
ings villi be expedited. Draughtsmen will
work early and late, regardless ot the eight-hou- r

law, anil constructive work will be
iiastcued.

It is expected (hat the new e

building In IhiscKy will come in for a share
or attention. The tontrartor will prob-
ably be requested to employ more lueu,
and make an appearance of great activity,
so that incoming lueiuliers of Congress can
distinguish the progress that has been made
during the Interim elapsing since adjourn
ment.
