Tlie appellee. Col. Closson. who is com-

mandant at the Arsenal, was representedby Attorney J. N. Morrison, and Major
Amies by Ralston and Siddons.

The appellee's contention was thatpntiiarily there was no power whatever tocause his arrest, and. secondly, that hisarrest was under any construction un-
warranted, because he was not firstor the charges against him. This,
view was combat ted by Attorney Mo
rison.

He appeared andpleaded, but subsequently there was an
ord- -r made that the writ should betaken as amended, so as to Include bothor the defendants in the summoning part.
This order was made in February, 1 802. anda new writ issued, addressed to both de-
fendants.

The general term sustained Ford's ap-
peal, and vacated Ihe order. This Is nosy
sustained by the court of appeals.

The opinion was by Justice Morris.
