"heiorc making this statement, I have
been cautioned by bis honor, the recorder,
that I need make no statement whatever
which might inculpate me or hereafter
be used against me in any way or fur any
purpose, out that If I make such state-
ment it must be of my own free will and
expression, nnd with the knowledge that It
may be used against ine In any proceeding:
hereafter which the ends of Justice may
require, and I am willing to be punished
for the wrong that I have done."

The steamer City
of Dallas will arrive here tomorrow morn-
ing, having as a passenger Embezzler
Ward of Memphis. He will be In the
custody of Chief of Police Mosely of Mem-
phis, who, with Detective Fernand de
Ranee of this city, went to Honduras for
the defaulter, for whom a large reward
was offered.

It will be remembered that Wardgot away
from Memphis several weeks ago, leaving
a defalcation which was variously esti-
mated, but all accounts agreed was a large
sum. It turns out ttiut Ward waa a regu-
lar Dr. Jekyl and Mr. Hyde.

No one nas jet been uble to figure out
exactly what sum Wara has fleeced the
people of Memphis and New Tork out of,
bJi euougn is known to say that Ills steal-
ings will amount to a quarter of a million
dollars or more.

Ward took particular delight in swindling
widows, aud money lenders who charged
exorbitant interest. He would borrow
money from Memphis "shylocks" and agree
to pay interest at 80 per cent.

Ankle lrom Ward's business life there
vaa scarcely a man in Memphis considered
more devout In religions work or more
exemplary In his habits until his defalca-
tion came to light.

Bince that tune, however, It has been
found out tnat Want ned his drinks und
was a protesslonal "backdoor sneak."
But so far as gamullng is concerned, tnev
have never been able to nnenrth an Instance
where he indulged.

All through tuelong period during which
Ward was engineering his scnerneol whole-
sale robbery he was a constant attendant
at bis church and waa highly regarded as a
Bunday-scho- teacher in Memphis.

Last year the bill was Introduced by
Penator Harris. This year It tomes in
through Senator Proctor. Be offervd
another at the same time.

The e bund bill provides for con-
tinuing a system of trunk sewers in the
District, for completing the system of
sewage disposal, and to protect ugulnst
floods.

The bill provides that the Treasurer of
the United States shall carry out thu pro
visions or tnc act, wnicn is entiueu an act
to lay out a system of highways in that
part of the District of Columbia Ijlng nut-sid- e

of the cities, approved March -- , lb!3.
The bill furtner uuthonzes the Secretary

of the Treasury to mako available without
delay a sum not to exceed $2,GGO,000.
Here Is where the only change comes In.
The bill formerly Introduced by Mr. Ilurrls
fixed the sum to be first expended at
$1,150,000, and further provided that It
should be expended by the Commissioners
of the District of Columbia.

THE BONDS.
In order to secure money necessary to

defray the cost and expense of works
authorized by this act the Treasurer of the
United Htati-- is authorized to cause hot
of the District of Columbia to be prepare
In denominations of $10,000, $1.0u0,$l00
to the araonnt of $7.600,0110, bearing tljti;
January, 1886, and to It payable flflv
years after date, bearlug interest at 3
per cent per annum.

The second bill introduced by Senator
Proctor was to amend the highway act of
March 2, 1893. Section 15 is to be so
amended that it shall read:

"That one-ha- of tbe amount awarded
by said court as damages for highways
or reservations or part thereof established,
as the case may bo, shall be against
the laud benefited thereby, und tbe other
half shall be charged against the revenues
or the District of Colombia."

In order to enable the Uommlssloners
ot the District to employ special counsel
the bill appropriates $28,000.

Makes a Pretense of Listening

to the President's Message.

THEN PLUNGES INTO WOEK

Two Hundred and Soteuty-ttv- b HlUn
and Eleven Joint Resolutions Iti- -

' troduoed Monroe Doctrine Aired
and Arnienlnu Atrocities Hromtht
to theFront SomeofThoe Entered.

For an hour and forty minutes yester-
day the Senate gave It unequaled imita-
tion of listening to the President's messugc.

Major Pniden bore the ponderous docu-
ment to the Senate chamber. It rested
against a pillar in the rear part of the
room while tbe morning prayer was being
offered.

The genial major got his chance In a
few mlnut-s- . and presented the first com-
munication from the Wtjltu House to this
Senate. Tbe message wasn't the drawing
card tbe opening waa.

The galleries were only slightly filled.
Two ladles anil one gentleman occupied
thefronteeatiathedliiloiuatlcrow. They
tried hard to become interested und finally
left It is only fair to tay It J potMble
the msage did nokjdrire tbem away. It
was not the fault of Mr. Cleveland: It was
more probably the fault or the readers.
The reading was villainous. No one could

'hear. -
The feature ot the day was 8enator iurn

presenting to the Senate the "respectful
salutations" ot tlie President. The grace
witn which this was done overshadowed
all else that might have been picturesque.

Senators were bracd for surprises. They
expected them, so the disappointment
may have dulled the edge of their appre-
ciation ot the message. For It was. not
appreciated. When the Clerk finishl
the reading only one Senator was
still following the message la, hts printed
copy Mr. AllUon of Iowa.

BRACED FOR SURPRISES.
At the out6et there was some eagerness

expressed. Senators hastily ran through
the leaves, hut It did nqt tako tliuu long
to find there was nothing etnrtllng.

At tbe end of tbe first half hour the
cbanibe,r presented a queer sight. Sena-
tors Lodge and Chandler were busy

home matter ot moment. Senators
McBride and Nelson were talking over
something of great interest. Tor each in-
dulged lu energetic gesticulations.

Senator Elklns evidently thought It
necessary to honor the occasion, onu with
hU ejeglasses on, was trying to rollow
the reader. Senator Burrows was doing
the same thing, and Senator Sherman was
sitting erect, wading through the pages
with seeming pleasure.

On the Democratic side, but one Senator
had his copy ot the message open Mr.

At the end or the second halt hour
Senator Elkins had retired from the
struggle nnd was resting in one of the
capacious sofas near the cloak rooms.
Senator Davis thought the West Vir-
ginian must need encouragement or he'd
never tackle a message again. So he
went back and told him a funny story.

Senator Chandler had started In on a
huge pile of letters, and Senator Lodge
had dlssapeared. Senator Hoar, after
wandering around, had seated himself and
was lost In the wonders of the new Con-
gressional directory.

Senators McBride and Nelson had sought
refuge in the cloak rooms, but Senator
Wilson had bravely moved In to fill the
breach. Be sat .with folded hands and an
expression of earning his salary.

IN THE SECOND HALF HOUR.
Senator Brice had finished reading the

papers and had begun on ms correspondence.

Cockrell was weakening, and Mr. George,
next to him, bad his bead on his desk, and
It looked as It he were taking a school boy
nap.

Beuatot Vilas was twirling a copy in
his left hand like a pair or eyeglasses, and
Mr. Perfer was still statuesque. A minute
later Senator Cockrell gave It up, and not
a DemocraUc Senator was paying the least
attention. -

The , Republicans were hut little better,
for Mr. Allison was the only one In at the
death. He had followed the chase all the
way. The reading glided so quietly Into
silence tbat the announcement ot n mes-
sage from the House aroused the Senate
to the Tact that tbe message had been rend.

After tho reading of the message the
Senate proceeded to business, and before
adjournment 272 bills aud eleven Joint
resolutions were Introduced. Bill No. 1
was ottered by Senator Lodge. It grants
a pension of $100 a month to tbe widow
or.Brig.-Gen- . Wlll.nm Cogswell.

CUBA IS NOW IN CONGRESS

Resolutions to Grant Belligerent

Eight3 Are Presented.

Petitions From Two Southern Cities
Head Senators Will Siienk Today

on the Administration'. Duty.

Cuba has friends in Congress. Tbey
were heard yesterday. They will be heard

lu the Senate, the recognition of belliger-
ent rights for Cuban revolutionists was
asked in a peUttou presented by uie eitlea
of Tampa and St. Augustine. Ha. These
citizens are near neignbors of tne Cubans
and know what theyare capable of doing.

Senator Call reinforced thu efforts of
these citizens of Florida by introducing a
resolution himself. It is in favor ot the
recogmtiobn of Cuban belligerency. In
speaitlug to a Times representative Sen-
ator Call said:

"My views ou the question nro well
undi-rstoo- For years 1 have favored
a separate gotermnent for that island.
They are 'capable of aud
should be free from Spain.

"I have studied the question for years
and am certain that 1 have tne correct
Idea. I shall urge the passagu ot the
resolution tomorrow. I wouhttiave spoken
today. We canLot hurry the matter too
much."

lie knew of the strong Interest taken In
Cuban independence by tlie citizens of
Washington. Hchaillearned withpleaeure
or the action taken by tne larga mass meet-
ing of .October 31. He dues not stand

alone.

or the United Btntesnnd should be promptly
and errectlvely maintained.

"Fourth That while the Government or
the United States should not needlessly or
hastily embroil ltteir with auy rorcign
power. It is absolutely necessary that- - a
tinner and prompter policy should bo
pursued In maintaining tbe rights or
American citizens abroad."

"Tbe President makes as strong an ar-
gument ascanbetnadein lavorof tbestngle
gold standard, but I do not think be fairly
states the case. He as&umc-- s throughout
bis message that our obligations are pay-
able In gold. There is no law tin the statute
book justifying this assumption.

"All bonds. Treasury notes, and other
obligations of the United btates are pay
Uble lu coin that Is, gold aud sliver ot tbtpresent standard ot weight and fineness
and it the Treasury would exercise thi
option which the law and contracts glvae
or paylug In those metals most convenient
to it. our difficulties would be less.

"I am opposed to the retirement of the
greenbacks and Sherman notes, because 11

would ruinously contract our currency.
Neither can I approve tbe propositions
recommended to enlarge .the privileges ox
the national banks. I have no doubt ths
President honestly believes he Is right,
and I know I as honestly believe he Is
wrong.' ' .

ANSWERED BY SI NO LEY.
Mr.. D.ingley, Rep., Me.:

message was the fact that It entirely
omittejl to inform Congress whether there
waa or was nqt a necessity ot providing
more revenue. This was an ondsslon the
more amazing In the face of the fact that
for twenty-nm- e months there had been
a deficiency ot revenue amounting in the
aggregate to 3130.OUO.000, .which de-
ficiency had been met by practically using
$130,000,000 of the S182.000.0OO ob-
tained by selling bondsostcnslbly for the
preservation of etc greenback redemption
fund.

The Inference, however, from the
general tenor of the message, was that
the President did not desire more revenue
holding tbat by and by present revenue
laws would yield enough revenue, and tbat
he proposed to continue to use the

cash In the Treasury, which
represented the balance ot the proceeds
of bonds already sold to pay future de-
ficiencies In the Treasury, as the adniln-i- s

tratlon had done In the past--"

titration had done In the past." Dingley
continued:

"I regret exceedingly that the President
felt called upon to repeat Uie statements
that protection ts for the benefit of a fa-

vored class at theexpenseof the great mass
ot the people; that it ts insufficient for rev-nu- e;
