THE FINANCIAL REMEDY.

I am convinced the only thorough ana
practicable remedy for our tronhles ia
found 4n the retirement and cancellation
of our United Btates ootes, commaonly cafled
Erecubacks, and the outstanding Treasury
Uolesissuvd DY W 20 verninent in pa yiuentof
silver purchinses under the wot of 1850,

I believe this cowld be cubie dily me-
comiplislnd by the exc ~uf Wivse notes
for United Siates bupds of small as well aa

denciinations, bearing & low rate
of mbereal. They should be oug-teriu boonds,
thus increas thelr desirability as in-
Nestmenis, nnd becaose theldr payoe ot oonld
be well postputied to & pericd far removed
from present fnencisl burdeas aod per-
plexities, when with increased prosperity
4nd resources they woulkd be more easily

To further insure the cancellntion of
these potes and also provide o way by which
eold may be sdded Lo our curtency o fiea
of thetn, & feaiure i the plan sbould be an
anthority miven to the Secoetary of the
Treasary o dispose of Lhe bidaos abirosd for
Bkl il 1 Cessanry G cotupleie thie Contempiat-
e redetoplaon and catoellaien, pertulin g
him to uee the procecds of such b n
take up amdl cancel any of lhe notes Lhat
may be in the Treasury or that mey bhe re-
crived by the government on any account.

Thie increase of ons bonGed detit fovolved
io this plan would be amply compensated
by repewed activity and enterprise in all
business circles, the resored coniblence
at bome, the reinstated faith In our mone-
tary strength abroad, and the stiniaiion
of every interest and Industry that would
follsw the cancellntion of the gold-drmand
