1'llYSICIANS TO THE I'OOH.
A day or two ago one of the leading

medical practitioners in the city paid a
deserved tribute to the good work done
by the physicians to the poor, a class of
public servants whose services, poorly
enough paid, are baldly estimated at their
proper value, by the community. They
render a great and necessary scrIce, as
but ""for 'them many a poor wretch would
hare lo go without any mcdltalattcndance
whatever cither for himself or for wife and
children.

The physician to the poor docs much more
than merely relieve their bodily ailments,
no becomes familiar with the conditions
wlik n surround them, end with their neces-
sities, the latter of which bo not infre-

quently relieves from his own purse. In
a mcasurji he gets to be the confidant of
their troubles, and many a poor
and pain-racke- d wife has poured into his
sympathetic ear the story of .her sorrows.
Nof-u- ll these physiilans arc patient and
gentle and compassionate, but the ma-

jority possess these attrilutes.
By reason of the intimate acquaintance

thus acquired with what Is most wanting
in the homes of the poor, these doctors
onght to be frequently consulted by the
dLqienssTS of charity regarding the quantity
ami quality of relief to be distributed. In
the majority of cases their adWco would
be a sale, guide and it would have the great

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ANOTHER UltlTISII CUITIC.
"If T"wero an" employer I would get all

the work I could out of my employes for
as little money as itosstble. As an employe
I believe In getting as much money us I
can out of my employer for as little work
as possible. In the relations between capi-
tal and labor there is no such thing as
sentiment."

This statement was made by Mawdsly,
the English cotton spinner, who for eigh-

teen years has been at the head of 80,000
cotton spinners; and who Is now a suest
of the national labor congress tn
in New York city. There Is something

d and merciless In his declara-
tion, and he Is wrong in saying there Is no
sentiment In the relations between capital
and labor. Suppose all our intercourse
with each other was conducted without
sentiment and each actuated by a selfish
spirit endeavoring to prey on the other
would the result be satisfactory? The
principle of fair dealing should prevail be-

tween employers and employed as well
as in the ordinary relations of life and
upon that principle must all controversies
be adjusted to lnsurc.niulual prosperity.

But when asked what was Kicking In the
labor mo venientin this country Mr.Mawdsly
uttered a great truth when be said:

"The answer U that is simple They lack
leadership and they lack discipline. If they
possessed these, the trades unions of this
country could become a tremendous power
In the lantf. Lei me explain to you what
I mean: The trades unions, at present, get
men" lo make speeches. Sometimes they
pay.fpr.them. These men tell the tollers
th'at'they are downtrodden; that they are
being ground under the heel of monopoly:
that their wives arc starving: that their
children are nu ngry excellent speeches,
so far as giving the worklngmen sympathy
Is concerned, but which for really improv-
ing their condition are not worth a er

a rap. Sympathy Is one of the bancs or
the labosmovcnient. Sprcchesare another.
When a man gets up In a labor meeting
and gives nreTvorkingmen the sympa
thetic twaddle which they so much admire
they say'Ab, that is the man forus.' "

The-Jabo- r movement here Is greatly re-

tarded byjealousy among rival leaders and
factional dissension in the various organiza-
tions. Different leaders have conflicting
opinions as to the best policy to pursue In
promoting labor interests, and In the con-

tention that invariably results the real
object of organization Is overlooked and the
public becomes disgusted over so much bick-
ering." "Wage-earner- s should Insist on less
talk, more "decisive action and better or-

ganization. "Worthy leaders should be ac-

corded absolute obedience to all reasonable
demand's! and ail Jealous efforts to depose
them during their terms of office should be
suppressed.

Compared to the labor movement In Eng
land,' the attempt of wage-earne- rs la this

The determined opposition, first In

South Washington and now In the North-
western section of the city, to the estab-
lishment of garbage crematories at those
points ought to convince the Commission-
ers that they cannot hope to get such
plants in operation there without the most
annoying and stubborn legislation. This
will nut only entail expense and cause a
great deal of Irritation, but will seriously
affect the disposal of the garbage, and may
become the subject of grave solicitude to
tlie health department.

In spite of all the assurances glicn by
tlie Commissioners the people decline lo
believe that a garbage crematory is a
thing of beauty and Unit the odors emauat-In- g

from It are "sweet Incense In the
nobtrils." rt Is well known that the sup-
plies which reed the crematory furnaces,
are and nausea-producin-

and tlie ascertained experience of other
cities warrants the assumption that the
incineration of these supplies will be at-
tended Willi a number of more or less dis-
agreeable manifestations which would
6eriously disturb the comfort of tlie resi-
dents Jn the vicinity and materially arfect
the values of real estate.

In locating, or attempting to locate theso
trcmalories, the Commissioners seem to
have been mora considerate of the conven-
ience of (he contractor than of the wishes
of the people. It has been the wish of
everybody that has been beard from on the
subject, that these establishments should
be put up outside of tho city limits. It
would be even belter if n site could be pur- -

chased in one of the adjacent Maryland
counties.

One ining tne Commissioners can be
pretty well assured of, tho erection of
garbage crematories In or near the resi-
dential parts of the city will be strenuously
resisted by every lawful means at the com-mau- d

of those that feel themselves ag.
grieved.

It is provided that tlie donation shall
develop the work now represented In the
several biological departments of the uni-

versity by the extension of their resources;

that It shall be applied iu part to an Inland
experimental station and to a marine bio-

logical laboratory;, "and that a portion of
the supported by the girt shall
take the form of university extension, lec-
tures to be delivered at suitable points on
the west side of Chicago, the lectures to
communicate. In form as free from

as possible, the results of biological
research, special attention to be devoted to
the advances of science In sanitation und
hygiene.

One halt of the sum donated may be
used for tho purpose of purchasing land
and for the erection and equipment of

The remainder Is to be In-

vested, the income therefrom constituting
a fund for tlie support of research, in-

struction, and publication.
Miss Culver, who Is about sixty years

old, is a niece of the late Charles J. Hull,
from whom she Inherited a fortune val-
ued at 50,000,000, largely of
property in New York, Philadelphia, and
Baltimore. Mr. Hull wus for a
time a member of the board of trustees
of the old University of Chicago, and one
of tlie motives rlronipling the gift by Miss
Culver was a desire to honor his memory.

BRADLEY IS IN THE RACE

Said to Be a Sura Enongh. Can-

didate for President.

Counts on tlie SoutU tuid tbo Middle
W'c-s-t to Go for Him and

May Be Others.

Frankfort, Ky., Dec. 14. Governor Brad-
ley Is a candidate for President. It seems
to be settled beyond question that he will
be indorsed by Kentucky Republicans and
missionaries will go to Washington and
make trips to Southern and neighboring
Northern States to whoop up the boom.

But one local complication has beset Brad-

ley, so far, and this Is the candidacy of H.
Clay Evans of Tennessee for Vice Presi-
dent.

Should McKlnley fall of the nomination,
it is believed that Bradley, owing to the
neighborly relations, would fall heir to a
majority at least or the votes from Ohio.

Toraker and Governor Bradley
have long been Intimate-friend- s and some
say that Bradley will have the quiet sup-
port of Ohio's next Senator, and his open
assistance, should no candidate from that
State appear available.

Bradley's friends say that all of the South-
ern delegations, except Tennessee's will be
made up with reference to Governor Brad
ley's candidacy, and will be controlled by
him.
