the penalty accruing upon any one Invoice
In an entry.ls less than $1,000, the matter
may be disposed of by tbe Secretary of
the Treasury without tbe intervention of
theUnlted States courts, although the ag-
gregate penalties accruing upon tbe entry
may exceed $1,000.
