He presented Mgr. Satolli with the con-- ,

sistorial letter, and In dolus so made a
brief address. He explained his mission
and said that at theconsl-turvo- ii the -- 9th
of November last the holy rather had made
Archbishop Satolli a cardinal and had hon-
ored him by giving him the mission to brine
theitisigla and document to America. Mcr.
Sbarrettl then opened the conststorial let-U- r

and read It. It was a brier and official
announcement that the pope had created
Mr. IsatolU a cardinal.

The latter then made a speech in Italian,
directing It to the noble cuard. He said:

SATOLLI'S SPEECH OF THANKS.
"In thanking jou. Marquise Sairapantl.

for thejifflce which you have performed
in contejiug to me the official announce-
ment of my creation as cardinal or the
Koniau CalnolieChun.li. 1 can lest express
my fcelincs by explalnlnc lhat three rold
sense of gratitude and surprise witn which
1 recelte the firt official announcenient
of the intention of the holy father to bestow
on me this dicnity.

"1 cannor fall to hate a seme of the un-

merited goodness or the pope in sclectiuc
one so unworthy as mj self for a dicnitt so
exalted as the cardlnalate. In the second
plaee.I wabotcrcome bvtheaporeclationof
the importance and greatness of the Sacred
College of Cardinals itself as manifested
to the world durmc the ten centuries of Its
existence.

"Most ot all. I was overcome by this
new manifestation or the personal regard

nd fatherly lot e of the holy father toward
tne; for it is lo him. arier God. that I owe
all that I am. Indeed. I may truly sar
that he has in a way bestowed upon me
and preserved to mo my very lire ltseir.
From my earliest jcars 1 have been the
object of his special paternal care and
solicitude.

OWES ALL TO LEO.
"As a child I received from him the

first mark, the first sicn of ecclesiastical
lire in the tonsure. AU my ecclesiastical
orders throuch the priesthood and the
episcoiiacy have come rrom Leo Xlll. and.
It Is lo htm that I now owe this new and
most exalted dicnity.

"1'ou. Marquis tatrapantl, have made
a lone votage to brine to me this official
announcement. Y"ou have come from the
eld world to the new, and It gives me
sinccrcst pleasure to welcome you here.
You will rind, as I have found, that the
American people are second to none In
their generous hospitality. Iou will be
received Willi the same kindness as I met
with when I came here a stranger.

"Vou will find much to 'admire and to"
wonder at in this great country. Much,
that to you, coming from the old world,
will be new and marvelousr- - I am certain,
however, that you will admire nothing
more than the wonderful spirit of union
and brotherly love which prevails In thisgreat republic.

" Y'ou will sc a people scattered over an
enormous ext en t or country, w 1th an Infinitevariety of tastes and desires, and of mate-
rial Interests, but all united in the onegreat object, of the maintenance of their
constitutional unity and liberty."

ALLUDED TO TnE WAR CLOUD.Continuing, be made rather a pointed
reference to the Venezuelan matter:

MAY CHANGE HITT'S BILL

If Returned from tlio Senate with
Amend mentsTliev Mar Trr to Ilmc
tbe CoitimlMHion Appointed br Con-irre- ss

If Appointed lir lllni Report
Might Be TJKed to Aid Deniocrucr.

There are more members of the House
now who believe that one of the chief
constituent Ingredients of the President's
special message on the Venezuelan ques-
tion is politics than have heretofore been
willing to even admit such a possibihtv
In their 6ecret thoughts.

The Republicans now begin to realize
that they may fall Into the pit which
another man has dug. Fort his reaon there
are those among the leaders who hope that
the Senate will serve as a clog to retard
the rapidity with which a precipice Js
being approached.

MAY" CHANGE THE HILL.
If the Senate does not amend the bill

now before It. and take from the Pres'dent
the power to appoint the proposed com-
mission, an effort will be made in the
House to do so. should the measure be
returned to that bedy with any changes
or alterations.

Whatever the extent of nn awakening
or revulsion of feeling there may be to
to tbe elfect that politics might enter
into the composition of the message, it
inspires me opinion mat concrcs shouldappoint the commission instead of per-
mitting tbe President to do so.

The point Is made that if the document
under discussion w:c chiefly intended to
subserve a political purpose, and tho
President was allowed to select and name
tbe membership of tbe commission, the
preparation and completion of its re-
port could easily be delayed until after
the two national conventions of next year
have been held. Thru the report of the
commission, if made direct to the Presi-
dent, could be utilized as the text for
another special message which would give
the Democratic party a prestige and pros"
pect of success, not In the slightest de-
gree apparent at this time.

Thus the Republicans would be deposited
in a cavity without having the excuse of
greater patriotism to olfer. because tho
Democrats have shown euual zenl In the
exhibition of a warlike spirit. As a
result there are not so many epresions
or regret at the likelihood or prolonged de-
lay in the Senate In passing the bill enacting
a commission as there were.

PATRIOTISM NOT COOLING.
This Is not Interpreted to indicate a

growing iukewarmness so rar as patriot-
ism Is concerned, but the de elopment or a
disposition to look beneath the surface.
At tbe same time the supposition does
not altogether prevail that Mr. Cleve-
land desires bis own rcnomination more
than the ultimate success of his partv. or
a secondary wish to name his own suc-
cessor In the event or failure to secure
his own preferment.

Thejact Is accepted without argument
that Mr. Cleveland has sufficient shrewd-
ness to realize that his nomination with-
out a chance-- of success would be worse
than an empty honor. The selection of
the candidate and the victory of the
party must be cons'dered. and
the futherance ot their joint interests
made the subject or g sti.dr.

The bare possibility of such vast po-

litical significance hereafter attachlnc
to the message and the commission, is
already proving a nlchtmnrc to the Re-

publicans, and the disposition Is. tr not
too late, to throw such safeguards around
the appointment or the commission as to
prevent It being made to serve political
purposes.

LINER SPREE AGROUND.

Stranded on Warden Ledi:a.Near J.sle
of "Wight.

London. Dec. 19. Lloyds" agent
Bay, Isle of Wight, telegraphed at

o'clock this morning that the German steam-
ship Spree. Captain Wllllgerod. from New
York December 10 for Bremen, wasstranded
on Warden Ledge, but would probably float
at the next- flood tide.

Tugshavcgone toberasslstance.
Further particulars of the stranding of the

Spree have "been received showing that the
steamer stranded at 2:10 o'clock this morn-
ing. Just after high tide, on Warden Ledge,
a dangerous ledge of rocks two miles west
of Yarmouth, on the northwest coast of the.
isle of wight.

Thesteamer was in charceof a pilot when
she struck. Tugs are now" lauding her
passengers and ma 113. and it is likely that
a portion of her cargo will hae tq be
muted. Tlie neatber Is quiet and the seu
calm.

Iiositlon sheltered from high winds and
heavy seas.

Southampton, Dec. 19. A tender has
brought here the malls and specie that were
on board of the Spree.

One of the passengers when questioned as
to the details ot tLe stranding of the ves-
sel, said that the shock when the Spree
struck was distinctly lelt throughout the
ship. For a little time there was some
excitement and the passengers anxiously
inquired whether there w& any danger.
Theirfearswercsoonallayedbytheofficers,
who courteously explained that neither the
vessel nor those aboard of it were In the
slightest danger. Tl.e coolness ot the otr.
fleers In Itself did much to relieve the
anxiety.

When the Spree struck she was In charge
ofa local pilot. Her engines were Immedi-
ately reversed anil driven at full speed
astern In an attempt to pull her off. She
held hard, however, and It could not bo
perceived that she went astern for any
appreciable distance. The tide as rapidly-ebbing-

,

and as the water lowered It was
seen that the efforts to get the steamer
afloat would be futile until the water be-
came deeper.

The vesvel had struck on a rock, broad-
side on. between the fore runnel and-stern- .

As the tide receded she settled more aft
thnn fornard. with the result that her deck
bad quite an angle. The utter portion of
the ship swayed to and rro slightly, show-
ing that she was only held by her fore-ke- el.

On the return of the tide tonight
five tugs rendered assistance to the
steamer, but the water did not rise suffi-
ciently high lo move the vessel's list, and
it was found Impossible lo float her.

It is feared she will remain fixed where
she is until the high tides a fortnight
hence, unless the removal of her cargo
assists in the efforts to float her.
