London, which hasheeu
se.Ung our securities ever since President
Cleveland'smessage on Venezuela boundary
matters was scut into Congress, turned up
again at the start with liquidating orders
and it is estimated sold about fifty tuousand
shares of various American stocks.

About 100 members
attended the first banquet of the season of
the New England Free Trade League at
the United States Uolel this evening, and
the after-dinne- r proceedings proved to be
the most Important of any taken by the
league for some years, owlngto the charac-
ter of the speeches and resolutions adopted.

If in this particular iustance our predicament is at all
influenced by a recent lusUtcnce upon the position we should occupy in our relation to certain
questions concerning our forelsn policy this furnishes a signal and Impressive warning that even
tha patriotic sentiment1 of onr people Is not an adequate substitute for a sound financial
policy.

The most picturesque part ot the pro-
ceedings was the colloquy between Senators
Chandler and Tillman. Mr. Chandler spoke
at some length on the wisdom ot passing
the bill Just as It came from the House.
He Injected some humor Into the sitnatlon
by reading a London dispatch concerning
a meeting of English capitalists called ror
the purpose of taking united acUon in
calling. off their American credit.

CHANDLER'S SARCASM.
He also repeated from the dispatch the

sentence, "There were no defenders of Ihe
President present." Bald he. in tones ot
mocking sarcasm, "Has It come to this?
I ask the other side of the chamber

It was 4:40 o'clock when the Cabinet
meeting adjourned. Twenty minutes be-
fore that time. Executive Clerk Pruden had
started from the White House for the
Capitol with a copy ot the message to be
delivered to the Senate.

THE HOLIDAY RECESS.
In the meantime the Senate had passed a

resolution fixing the holiday recess as ex-
tending from today to January 6. This will
come up for action In the House today, and
the general opinion is that it will be con-
curred In. after which the committees will
bo announced and adjournment follow.

In discussing the situation last night
many Senators and members united in
tho opinion that the President's message
would In nowise Interfere with the holiday
recess, for two reasons:

First; because no Immediate action Is
possible: second, because after Monday it
will be impossible to muster a quorum In
either branch ot Congress.

Members especially, and Senators in a
lesser degree, are leaving the city on
every outgoing' train, and will not he de-
tained to consider a proposition which tbev
can foresee will not be productive of results,

The belief was last night freely ex-
pressed tbat the special message on the
financial question was sent to Congress at
this time to comply with the urgent solici-
tations of Wall street brokers, and not with
the expectation that It would be followed
by legislation satisfactory to the Presi-
dent.

A prominent Republican Senator, who
advocates the remonetlzation of silver as
,the solution of, the monetary prob-
lem, ridiculed --Ihe idea of any
hurried acllon-lirth- e Senate. He said the
revision of the financial svstem could pass
that body without recognizing the In-

He pronounced the message as being
weaker than dishwater, and characterized
as preposterous the Idea that the usual
holiday recess should be abandoned for the
purpose of attempting Impossibilities.

The leaders of the House, so far as seen,
realizo the impracticability ot holding a
quorum, at the same time declaring that
financial legislation will be undertaken
only after mature consideraUou and the
outlining of a derinltc party policy.

In the meantime, the President has dis-
charged his obligations to Congress bv
hls special message, calling attenUon to
the depleted condition of the gold reserve,
and with the adjournment of Congress will
make immediate preparations for the Is-

suance of bonds.

They immediately hurried to
I lie headquarters of the strikers and laid
it berore the executive committee of Uie
strike board and the commlttcelmmediaUIv
accepted It.

The committee thereupon started out In
cabs to notify the men to report for duty
tomorrow morning.

General Manager Beetem of the Union
Traction Company, answered a telephone
call at 1:30 and denied absolutely that the
Union Traction Company had made any
such proiiosltlnn or would come to auv
such understanding with its former em-
ployes. He said lhat if the committee
declared the strike oir it was because thev
were beaten at every turn.

The outcome of this singular complica-
tion must be awaited this morning.

to begin the work ot rescue.

The average number at work searching
yesterday and last night and today was
about twelve. Bodies were found in allparts ot the mine, mainly In the 350 foot
level, where the nrincinal loss of Ufa
occurred. The condition of many of the
ucKiies issnocicing.

The hands of many are nearly burned off.
The work of Identifying the dead was slow.
