Prof. Lodge Lectures on Cathol-

icism's Aid to Literature.

CONSERVATOR OF LEARNING

Hi' Dechi rcsSlic Wast IioArkln'WlilrU
Wilis Prefers ed the Literature uf
tin" Agris-lle- r Mission During tile
EcllpM of Learning Ho Admlreis
Iler Statecraft.

Prof. Lodge of the Columbian University
delivered a remarkably entertaining lecture
yesterday on the work of Catholicity In
the general civilization of the worlds
Among other points of Interest "Dr. Lodge
said:

"It would be difficult to
the Importance of the historic function
performed by the Catholic Church during
the Middle Ages.

She unled the education of Europe
The Instruction of youth was cast iu
molds of her make. She was the con
servator of the learning, culture mid civ
ilization of antiquity. She was the ark"
In which were preserved thefonns of
literature when all Europe was submerged
beneath the surging tide or UirUinsm.
She lilted her aegis otiove the imor, the
weak anittthc .helpless. She stood between
the taxpajer and the ex-

tortions of the emperors. ,
STEMMED THE FLOOD".

"She strote to transform the barbarian
hordes who had poured like an invading
rlood oter the sunny pkiius of Gaul and
Italy Into citizens of the commonwealth
of Qod. bhc held up before the multitude
high Ideals or Christian life. .She sought
to fire the heart with noble ambitions,
to enrich the inind with the culture or
past centuries and to lilt the life to a
plaue or loftier activity.

"Her history during this period is made
resplendant by the heroic deeds of man a
salntlj character. She threw the whole
weight other great luriueiiceon the side or
law and onler anilcUIIizntlou, when these
were engaged in a death struggle with the
forces of burlxirism. When disintegration
was eterj where else, Ihe Catholic Church
was slrlilng to Integrate the thought, the
lire and Ihe culture or Europe. More than
this, within the bosom or that church Itself,
the principles of Tree self-g- eminent were
allowed terv considerable play. From the
monks of tne chapter who chclcsl their
abbot, to the college of cardinals, who chose
their pope, free election characterized the
gotcrnment of the church.

HER SPLENDID SERVICE.
"Now when we look through long tracts

of history and see what splendid scrtice
this church has rendered to God, and to
humanity, and to Utilization, however
gn-a-t may be the dliergeucies between our
theological opinions and the opinions recog-nlzi- sl

by that church, wetire bound to speak
the truth of history anil award the meed of

praise where honor Is due.'
"Personally, as jou well know, I hold to

views which arc separated by the whole
