He inwisted, from Becretary Carlisle’s pe-
port, that (he cash balance in the Treasury
on December 1, last, was $170,000.000,
belng nine milllons 10 excess of the gold
reserve and seventy-seven millions in
exovss of any sums oecessary to bulld up
the gull reserve.

Bir. Crisp taunted the Committes on
Ways and Means with reporting 8 bill for
a horizontil rise of dulles after all the
cldlcule which had  been cast on Mr.
Morrison's Bl for & horizontal cul; and
he sald that the effect of e pending
wirasiure was 1o declare that the MoK loley
IArIT act was 60 per oent right and 40
prr cent wrong.

GALES IN PHILADELPHIA.

New York, Dec. 26.—About 8 o'clock
tonight this city was visited by an un-
usually heavy wind and rain storm. The
welocity of the wind cootinued to increase
gradually up to about 10:30 o'clock, when
the registers lo the weather bureaa indi-
cited that the wind was blowing at the
rute of sixty miles an hour.

At that bour the rain fell in torrents
and the sireets were olmost wholly de-
serted. Up to a late hour there wore but
few nccldents reporied, however, and they
were of a trifling character.

PITTSBURG NEARLY ISOLATED.

Pittsburg, Dec. 26.—Onc of ihe worst
stormis in a long tlme for telegraph and
telephone companles in this vicinity passed
over Pittshurg and Western FPennsyl-
vania tonight. Wiresare down in all direc-
tions and communication with the East
is badly impalred. Rain began here
early in the afternocn and the down=pour
graduaily increased until 8 o’clock tonight.

High winds also prevalled which playsd
sad havoe with the telegraph wires.  The
storin seeins o have Deen at ifs worst cast
of Pittsburg., Near Hopewell on the Hont-
ington and Broad Top rallroad o tree wos
blown down pcross the ralirosd tracks. A
train crasbed into the obstruction aml @
railroad foreman was killed.

The signal station here bas had
po communication with points east of Piits
burg up to 9:45 o'dock tonight.
