Appeiminci' Today.
The Supremo Court of the United States

will reassemble today after a fortnight's
holiday recess.

Tbe occasion will be mode memorable
by reason ot tbe fact that the appearance
of Mr. Justice Peckhatn, tho new member or
the Court, will make a full bench for tbe
first time since tbe dramatic farewell last
May of Justice Jackson, when he read his
dissent from the opinion and Judgment of
the CoJtt in the Income tax case.

The list of cases assigned for hearing this
month contains some notable ones, and the
arguments will be likely to attract unusual
attention.

Among them arc what are known as the
irrigation bond cases from California, one
from tbe supreme court of the State and
one from the circuit court of tho United
Stales for the district of California.

Harrison is expected to ap-
pear in this case, which will probably occupy
the attention of tho Cojrt in the week be-

ginning January 20. In tbe same week
he famoJs case ot the United States vs. the

the administratrix ot the estate of the late
Senator Stanford, of California, will proba-
bly be heard.

Other important cases that will be
argued this month are the following:

Plutorco Ornelas vs. Inez Ruiz et al.;
presenting the question whether or not
those followers of Garza, tho unsuccess-
ful Mexican revolutionists, who fled to this
country arc political exiles or plain crim-
inals, subject to the laws of extradition.

Davis, bank receiver, vs. the Elmlra
Savings Bank, once before argued. In tills
case the matter to be passed on Is the claim
of the savings bank that Its deposit in a
failed national bank Is a preferred claim,
to be paid In full, before other depositors,
except savings banks HVc Itself, are paid.

Chesapeake and Ohio Southwestern Rail-
way Company vs. the Slate of Kentucky.
The law officers of Kentucky prevented
the lease ot the Chesapeake and Ohio
Southwestern Railway Company by the
Louisville and Nashville Company under
a State statute that forbade tho consol-
idation by lease or otherwise of compctltlv e
railroads.
' Upon tbe decision of this case may de-
pend the successful execution of the srheme
to consolidate or combine tbe Great North-
ern and Northern Pacific railroads. A
suit to prevent It being carried out, brought
by a Great Northern stockholder under
a Minnesota law similar to that of Ken-
tucky, Is now before the Supreme Court of
the United States for decision.

Long vs. Lochrcn. This is the noted
case oa Judge of the Michigan supreme
court against Pension Commissioner Loch-
rcn, In which lie seeks to prevent the
commissioner from Interfering witb his
pension. Long has been unsuccessful in
tbe courts of the. District of Columbia.

There Ih No Ituln or Snow, In Sight
and the Wave Will lasa

Off Quietly.

"Fair weather; slowly rising tempera-
ture; variable winds, becoming southerly"
are the indications for today, announced
by tbe Weather Bureau. This Is possibly
tlie most agreeable piece of local news
that will be published today on the always
fertile subject or the weather.

All
of Prof. Morrill's prcdiitlous were fulfill-
ed, even to the time of the lowest tempera
ture, whlih be said would be Sunday morn
ing, and It took place after the midnight of
Sntunliy.

The mercury then stood nt eight degrees
nliovo zero. The temperature then began
to rise very slowly, and nt midday yester-
day It had trawled up td eighteen above
ziro. It then fell again tp twelve above
zero at midnight last night, and will now
slowlyrlselu accordance with the prediction
ot fair weather and slowly rising tempera-
ture.

According to the information from the
bureau there will be no sudden reaction of
any kind. There have been clouds, a little
rain nnd a little snow in the northwest,
where the temperature rose twenty degrees
within the past thirty-si- x hours. No rain
or snow Is cxpeited here.

The centerot tlie wnv c Is now In northern
New England, and Intense cold is sta-
tionary in the Middle States nnd in tho
Ohio Valley. The District ot Columbia
has come m for the favorable change
which has taken place all the way from
Texas to the northern boundary or Mary-

land. It Is likely tbat by midday the
ice will begin to thaw in the ponds along the
Fotoniac and this will be rollowed by a
break up or tlie masses or ice In the river
itseir.
