Decision of the Court of Appeals

h the Mclntyre Matter.

ALLEGED FALSE SIGNATURE

In the Snlt or Mary C. Pryor, TTUIcli
Is Said to lie Slmllur to Several
Other Suits, the Higher Court De-

cider, Thut 111" Name o( Emma A.
Taylor Was Fraudulent.

An Important opinion was rendered yes-ten-

y by the District Court of Appeals
In the case of Mary C. I'r-o- r agalust
Edwin A. Jlelutyre anil Martha Mclntyre,
brought in the court below to set aside a
certain deed alleged to have been exe-
cuted by I'minn Taylor in liquidation
ot an nlicged claim, aud which was de-
cided by Justice llagncr in favor of the
defendants.

The opiniou of the court of appeals re-
verses the decision of the court below
and remands the case for further neces-
sary proceedings.

E. A. Mclntyre was once connected with
the business of II. 1J. Warner & Co, but
has for several years been opcratitig for
himself. The castMn the court of appeals,
as reviewed in the opinion, shows this
is but one of fne actions brought against
him ror alleged fraudulent practice. The

"others heard on appeal are Laura and
Joseph E. Ilayne, Annie M. Ackerman,
Elizabeth ISrown and Catharine Houthey.
all but one of the appeals being decided
In favor of the appellants, and in that
one, lite Southey suit, the diid was shown
to have been valid to secure a bonn fide
debt. The sale was made in 1870, under
a regular'dcid of trut, executed In 1872
by John Southey, then owner of the
property afterwards sold.

THE 111 YO II CASE.
In the Pryor case, which really covexs

the main facti of four of the truusactions,
it wan claimed that Mclntyre violated his
duties aud obligations as a trustee, In
pursuance of a scheme to defraud, and
the allegations are that the appellee;, were
the owners of lots 21 and 22 in square
509. Mary Pryor and her huhai.d pl.mil
a trust on the property to secure the
payment of $450 owed to Jlartwell

The note covering this amount
was unpaid in May, 18B1. Mclntyre noti-
fied the Pryora that the properly would
have to be sold, but that the husband could
bid It In atd secure further time. This,
it Is alleged, was done, and the property
remained in possession of the original
owners at a rental of ?C per month, which,
tbey were informed, would lit time liqui-
date the debt.

Meanwhile, the opinion recites, Mcln-
tyre executed a deed upon the proierty,
conveying it to Jennison for the consid-
eration of SSOC, aud afterwards took a
deed of trust from Jennison in favor of
Emma Taylor, to secure repayment of
5123, an alleged loan. This money Mc-
lntyre retnlued, as he claimed, to pay ex-
penses of sale aud the taxes.

NO SUCH PEI'SOX.
When Jcunlsou's note to Tnylor became

due Jennison was alleged to be unable to
pay, and he is supposed to have been
adl-e- d that the property was not worth
the amount involved, and a deed was exe-
cuted conveying the lots to Emma Tailor,
aud by Emma Tujlor afterwards to Mc-
lntyre.

The names of these Instruments are al-
leged to have been slgued by Mclntyre
nnnseir, ana tne court or appeals declares
In effect that Emma Taylor, as such, had
no existence, but that sbo was In reality
Emma Taylor Mclntyre, the appellee's
sister, and the deed is therefore ordered
to be set aside.

HEAL ESTATE TAX SALES.
Among other opinions delivered yestcr-tcrda- y

is one affirming the decision of the
court below declaring as legal the present
method of selling real estate for taxes, and
also declaring that the charge of $1.20 for
advertising the sale of pio- - crty In arrears
is upheld by law.

The court also rindered an opinion in the
case of William A. Cook and Charles C.Cole
against Anna I. Merchant, In the lujtter of
an attorney's fee, reversing the opinion of
the court below, which was adverse to Mrs.
Merchant.

The court also reversed the court below
In the suit of George II. Dana against the
Hock Creek Kailway Company, decided by
Chief Justice Bingham In favor of the com-
pany, and the cause Is. remanded for a new
trial.

This Is a test case upon which four or five
others depend.

In the case of Ueffer et al. against Justice
Kimball of the police court, the Judgment
of the court below was aff inned. This in-
volved the right of the Postal Telegraph
Company to strlns wires on Ninth street,
which the court denied.

In the matter of the appeal of the cause
of J. O. Carlisle against Waters, involving
the audit of a certain account rendered by
Walters as United States district attorney,
the court reversed the decision of the court
below and sustained the go eminent con-
tention.

Park yesterday and carried to its final
home the spirit of old Uncle Peter Young

Sunday, near midnight, Phil Poone, a
yojng colored man, intered police station
No. 2 and told the desk sergeant that a
lKor man was probably dyinj? In llrown's
Park, n point back from the Ilrcntwood
road, and four miles from Boundary.

The police at precinct could not net
further than to telephone the facts to police
station No. t), for the place indicated Is In
the Ninth precinct It docs mtnpi'nr from
the telephone liook at No. u that No. 2
telephoned all the fact"), for the entry' made
by Desk Pergt. Iiarkhart, at the Eastern
station, simply reads: "Investigate cose
ot destitution ot Peter Young, at llrown'g
Park."

This was received at 1 o'clock yesterday
morning. The dispatch was given to
Mounted Policeman Sterns at 8 a. m.
yesterday, and at 3 o'clock yesterday
afternoon be broke in the duor of the little
shanty and foand the body of Uncle Peter

stretched upon the couch, rigid.
There was no fire In the stove and no

groceries in the l.irder. At 4 o'clock Sterns
rejKjrted al his station that the old man bad
probably been frozen to death.

The nearest neighbor to Uncle Tcter was
Phil lloone, aboat ruiif a mlleaway. Boone
had been administering to the wants of
Uncle Peter for a long lime, and expected
him to dinner on Sunday. He did not come
at the appointed hour, and lloone sought
him.

lie found the old man prostrate on the
bare floor J no suffering with a paroxysm of
asthma, lie pat him to bed, chopped some
Hood and kindled n fire. Boone's wife
brought over some hot tea. Despite their
cares old Tele passed away.

Charles Chapman, colored, and Mrs.
Dcvero came, and the body was laid out as
Policeman Sterns found it.

Tho most comforting, interview Willi
any lawmaker for yenrs was that published
in yesterday's Etculrig Times with Senator
McMillan on the subject of cheaper gas,
cheaper telephone service, and a gradual
extension of city impnnemciits Into the
Interior of. the District.

Speaking about cheaper gus, the dollar
gas, Mr. McMillan said;.

GAS COMPANY'S SIDE.
"I think the District will get illuminating

gas at a dollar ami gas for heating pur-
poses at a still cheaper, rate. The bill In-

troduced in the Senate the other day will
be turned over to the proper subcommittee.

'But, as I understand It," he continued,
"the gas company Is willing nud ready to
reduce prices. The dollar gus bill in the
last Congress fell by the wayside. The s

company had been making extensions and
improvements, and agreed to reduce prices
Jf they were given a. .Illtle time, but the
subcommittee will lafcejl Tip all UietaiLe."

These expressions t Senator McMillan
contain the statement of fact thut the
gas company "hail agreed to reduce prices
If they were gheu a Illtle lime." The
alleged objection to a xcductiou last jcar
was the great expense nlioui thut time
Incurred by the company. These sUite- -
meuls ot Mr. McMllIau refer evidently to
a condition of thlugt, which existed at
und before the meeting of the last Con
gress.

them to the extent of about one hundred
and twenty thousand dollars since the 4thot March last. In a new Link and other im-
provements. It Is therefore evident that
tiie company will pot, admit that It is in
position to reduce, prices on the score
of a rcductlonor operating cxiiensesand that
the reduction must be sought In.other di-
rections.

The company, 1Mb claimed, has also had
to contend Willi the fact that the Commis-
sioners have ignored their contract, express
or Implied, with tho gas company by the
putting In or many hundred naphtha lamps,
"hich has considerably reduced itsi evenues.
The company also complains that from the
uncertainty of its contracts with the Com-
missioners it has never been in position to
regulate its prices. It Is even contended
by the Commissioners thai the company has.
at present no contract with them, which is
apparently evidenced by the discontinu-
ance of lamps whencierthcy sceritand the
replacing of tlieni by naphtha.

It Is believed that the negotiations looking
to a reduction of price will be on the line
ot a ioltive contract with the Commis-
sioners. One or the men high in the gas
biislne!, said jesterday that Senator Mc-
Millan was nn expert In the gas business.

LONG TERM CONTRACTS.
It has been argued, he said, that the

example of Detroit, which has now dollar
gas, formerly having dollar and a half gas,
is conclusive, but there cheap gas was nude
possible by the nature of the contract In
that city. The company has a contract for
a practically indefinite period, say twenty
or thirty years. This official hinted that
If such a proiKltlon were made to the
local gas company that there could be an
accommodation and a solution of the
agitation. This probably is the pivot on
which the Investigation will turn.

As intimated thecompanyhas not reduced
expenses but on the contrary has spent
more than a hundred thousand dollars, ns
it is asserted, for Hie public benefit, so that
this may be"elinihiatcd as a basis of ne-

gotiation. The only suggestion yet made
by which the price can be reduced is the
action ot Congress reducing It on lis own
authority, having Investigated the price of
manufacture and running expenses, or, if
that course be not followed, that the com-
pany will reduce It under a contract
positive in terms and which will make It
secure for a term ot years at the projiosed
cheaper rate to the consumer.

A bill to reduce the price to a dollar was
deteated last jear. It is. ot course, not
known what rate such a bill would have
this year except that a new Impulse has
been given to the agitation by the apparent
intention or Senator McMillan to bring
nutters to a focus at the present term of
Congress. There Is, however, good reasons
to believe that the solution will be had
by the gas company retaining control at a
reduced figure and a long term contract

.

Still Fmnelsco Hank Cleverly Sn ludled
Out of $20,000.

San Francisco, Jan. C A forger, who is
thought to lie a New York expert, has Just
looted the Nevada Bank ot $20,000 und
fled with thecoin. without leaving a single
clew by which the detectives can track him.
He ojiened a merchandise brokerage office
In the Chronicle building two months ago,
and put out the sign of A. II. Holmes.

He seemed to do considerable business, us
he cashed and drew and deposited money at
the Nevada Bank, lit" came to bo well
known to the cashier and the note clerk.

On December 14 he turned hi a check for
522,000, drawn al Woodland, n little town
In the Sacramento Valley, to Holmes' or-

der on the Crockcr-Woolwort- h Bank of this
cily. Holmes said he knew uo one at the
Crocker Bank, so he turned It In at the
Nevada, to save Ihe annoyance of Identifi-
cation.

He said he wanted $20,000 In coin and
$2,000 placed to hls credit-- The cheek
wasupparently nil righl.so It was promptly
paid, as he wished.

Nothing was heard ot it till the Wood-
land and Crocker banks received their
accounts from the clearing house. Then
11 was round that a check ror $12 had been
raised uy Ilolmcstn$22,000, with chemicals
which did not even disturb the water-mar- k

on the paper. He erased all except the
first three letters of "twehe" and added
the big amount.

Then, by some process which puzzles ex-
perts here, he filled up the perforations
so that the work can only be detected
under a powertul glass, and made new

with a machine ot his own- - The
work is done so skillfully that It tnu-.- t
have been accomplished by a master in
forgery.

The detectives have been working on the
case for over two weeks, bat they have se-

cured no clew to the real identity of Holmes
or to the direction of his flight.
