Turkish Minister Wiii Nat Com-

municate With the Society.

PLANS ARE UNAFFECTED

The Preparations for Armenian Jllh- -
Hlon Are Not Bclaxed, &iy Prod-de- nt

Tnixk of tlio Executive Com-

mittee Senators of tlio Foreign
Affulrw Committee Indignant.

Movroyeui Bey, the Turkish minister to
the United States, has authorized the
publication of the following statement in
regard to the reported Intervention r (he
Red Cross Association:

"Yoa ass. tne." said the Turkish minister,
"what I have to say about the statement
that the lied Cross Society has decided not
to pay any attention to the communication
until it is officially transmitted to It by
tlie TurkUh government or Turkish minister.
Sly answer is very simple, and it is the
following:

"The jted Cross has never communicated
with this legation. It has only communi-
cated, to my knowledge, with the press
and the public; its president. Miss Clara
Barton, assisting, without protest, at public
meetings where the moat gross and unjust
abjse wasmadeor theTurklsli government,
religion and race.

"As the Red Cross, or nny of Its repre-
sentatives, never visited this legition, it is
clear and logical that this legation has
nothing locomnuutcatetosaldscclctv--. This
legation sent Its communication to thcprcs6,
because it Is the public that the Red Cross
took into Its confidence. Bit, naturally, I
will always lie ready and pleased to give to
the Ked Cros Society any explanation It
may think proper to ask for.

A QUESTION OF KIGIIT.
"Tills whole questlou," added the min-

ister, "Is n question of right. Suppose
for one moment, that your own IndUns
were to revolt against your legitimate
authority. Suppose that you put down
your revolt, and suppose that in some for-
eign country some foreigners were to
calumniate publicly your civilization, jour
race and your religion.

"Not hatiricd with that, suppose that
those foreigners on the strcngtii of suih
false accusations, were to raise money
and bring it for distribution, through their
own cl.'annilK, however respectable the lat-
ter may lie, to the very people thai refilled
against jour government. Would that
money, raised on hatred and denunciation,
would even a moral aid froni foreigners,
be welcome to this great country of jours,
however welcome it might be, for obvi-
ous reasons, to jour Indians?

"As see, this whole question Is n
very clear one. But, I wish joii at the
same time, to understand that, ecn today,
notwithstanding the contrary assurances of
Interested parties, the Turkish government
has no animosity whatever against the
Armenians, and only wishes to see them
prosper under Its legitimate and rightful
authority."

The following official Matement has been
Issued from thr Iieatlqjarters of the Na-

tional AnneniairKelicr Committee In New
York:

NO RELAXATION.
The reported Intention of the Turkish

government to refuc the American Kcd
Cros permission to enter Turkey, will not
cause the National Armenian Belief Com-
mittee, and Us brandies throughout the
country, to relax their efforts for an In-

stant In raising funds to save the 350,000
Armenians who nre perishing from star-
vation and exposure.

The national committee Is the author-
ized agency throughout the country for
raising funds and supplies to lie distributed
by the lied Cross, providing it enters the
field, but In case the-Ilc- d Cross is excluded,

LETTERS FUOM TURKEY.
Aletterjnst received rrom Constantinople,

The Red Cross could
greatly enlarge this work.

Members ofTlie Foreign Relations Com-
mittee or the Senate ore not Inclined to
publicly discuss the matter, but privately
express their surprise and Indignation
at the conduct or a government that thus
shuts the door in the race of an organization
recognized by the whole world as one
Intended to relieve the miseries of man-
kind and aid the afflicted.

Mr. Cullom, chairman of tlicsubcommittce
having the Armenian question In hand,
said this morning that he did not see what
this government could do in the premises,
much as he deplored It. If the Turkish
government took this step, he was cot
aware of any way through which this
government could effectually protest.

MISS BARTON'S STATEME C.

Says tlio Bed Cross Society Will Not
Disregard tlie Sultan.

Miss Clara Barton, president of the Red
Cross, gave out a statement to the press
last evening, as follows:

"On the 13th of January a statement
readied headquarters that the Imperial
government or Turkey would not "permit
any distribution among his subjects In his
own territory by any foreign society--, or
Individuals, however respectable the same
may be. as for Instance, tlie s So-
ciety, of money collected abroad.

"A careful perusal of the context of the
statement will show that the Turkish gov-
ernment is not antagonistic to the Red
Cross, as such, which it recognizes as a
part of Its own treaty relations, and for
which, In its statement, it publicly ex-
pressed its rcpeit, but objects to" the dis-
tribution or foreign relict on entirely

grounds neither In Its power or ours
to ciajtr.il.

''We also desire to add, that any publica-
tion, to tne effect that the Red Cross is
aggressive in the matter, and intending to
act, in spite of authority or
Is entirely Incorrect, and Uiat any state-
ments conveying that meaning,. Jn the
slightest degree, is not official, and has
not liecn mads nor suggested, even In
spirit, by auy officer or member of the
Red Cross."
