FIERCE FIOIIT WITH PANTHERS.

Experience of Four Hunters in the
iUn Cj"iri"s Sivump.

Willie hunting In the Big Cypress Swamp
December 17, Robert Travers, Frank

David I'oole, and John Wcathcrrord
cncountereil two panthers. A desperate
battlefollowed.in which the panthers were
kliled,but not until they had slain eight
dogs, probably mortally wounded Poole
and Wcatherford.and frightrullyjjceratcd
Travers and MiNulty.

The dogs found the panthers In a tree,
nnd I'oole and Wejtlierford were first on
the spot. While looking for the game one of
the panthers sprang from an overhanging
Ilmb'on the hunters, knocking them down
and tearing them with 1U claws. The dogs
rushed in, when the second panther came

'to Its mate's aid nnd disembowelled the
hounds as fast as It could strike.

Poolcnnd Weallierford were being ripped
to pieces when Travers and McNuIty ar-
rived. Tliey fired at the panthers, which,
wounded by the shots, left Poole and
Wcathcrford and sprung at the newcomers.
Travers carried a heavy revolver, which
be used as the bensu cuine to close quarters.
After three shots the panther that attacked
Travcrsdroppeddcad. Travers then turned
to aid McNulty, who was figljtlog the
second beast witii a knire. Placing the
pistol against the panther's head, Travers
fired, killing the animal instantly.

Allliough torn about the face, Travers
and McNuIty cared for Poole nnd Wentlier-for-

who were unconscious. Aid was
summoned from a near by squatter's home,
Poole and Wcathcrford removed, and
doctors called front Port Mvrrg. Toole
and Wcathcrford arc torn In twenty places,
the wounds that threaten death being
across the abdomen. The eight dogs
appear to nave been killed each by a
single blow. The panthers measured
over eleven feet In length, liclng the larg-
est ever killed In the Big Cypress.
