THREE LOG HAFTS FOR PACIFIC

How They Will He Made and Towed
mid the Com of It AH. -

Oregonlan.
Capt. IL R. Robertson and Mr. W. I. Real

of San Francisco arrived in this city
yestorday, and this morning will take the
M earner Potter Tor Stella. Their object
is iohuy sufficient fire lumber to con-
struct three more large rafts, similar to
those built last year, for shipment to San
Francisco. After visiting Stella and as-

certaining what arrangements can be made
with the lumbermen in that neighborhood,
Mr. Robertson will take a trip to the
lumber. districts of the sound before com-
pleting his purchase.

ThtTmatteror towing the timber to the
fca is a subject to which Mr. Robertson
is giving considerable attention, as he
enn hBVe his rafts towed from soucil points
to the niouih of the Columbia River for

,$150 each less than he is required to pay-fu-r

towing the .same from points on the
Columbia River to the lightship orr As-
toria. For the three rafts this would
make a difference of $450. The cost or
towing the rafts from the mouth of the
Columbia to San Francisco is $1,000
each, which brings the total cost of tow-
age to each raft.$l,4B0 and $1,000, ac-
cording to the place from which the raft
has to be taken in low.

It is.probable. however, that the lumber
wHI Ik; purchased and the raft constructed
at or near Stella, as Mr. Roliertson has
a $10,000 plant at that point for this
work, which would cost considerable to
transport to Pugct Sound.

Though they intend to arrange for felliug
the tree at once, the ran will not Ik

until Mme time in March. It will
require a little over four mouths to con-
struct the three.

These three rafts will b of a uniform
size, viz.: 527 feet long, 52 feet wide, 30
feet deep, and drawing 20 feet of water
when floated .a nd will contain some 5,000,-00- 0

supwficial fivt of lumber each, board
measure. The lumber shipped, which

piling and spar timber, saw logs
and long timber or every description, will
be packed fu a cradle constructed for the
ptirpoec.

The raft, when ready to be towed, will
resemble a cigar in shape, flattened on the
upper, stile and tapering to a point at each
end. "When the logs are placed in the
uradlea large tow-chai- n will be run through
the center of the raft. To this will be
connected oilier chains running herring-
bone fashion every twelve feel, fastened
to other chains surrounding and binding
the logs together the same distance apart.
The manner of constructing these rafts is
most Ingenious, and was patented by the
Inventor, Captain Roberteon, some years
ugo.

Mr. Robertson will make contracts for
the lumber, which is to be Oregon fir, to
be placed alongside the cradle in the water.

BICYCLES OF CHEAT COST.

N;v York Firm to Mei'tu Demand for
$1,000 MneliliicK.

The most prominent New York jewelry

firm has fomething new Tor wheelmen in
n silver bicycle, which was put on exhibi-
tion at their store a few days ago. The
wheel Is the first of ttc kind ever made.
In order to injure strength and durability
it was necessary to have the supporting
rods and spokes of steel. All the leit of
the frame is or sterling silver. The handle
bar is of plain silver, with burnished Ivory
handles. The other silver parts arc finely
engraved by hand, wilh icpouse etching
of the Louis XII style. The sprocket
wheel is or plain silver. Tlie saddle itseir
is studded with silver nails. Tlie cost of
the machine, as it stands, is $,00. A silver
lantern to go wilh it will add from $100
to $200 to the price.

The completed wheel weighs about
twenty-si- pound- - a member or the com-
pany .said, in explaining the 1 Obstruction
or Hie new bike: "This wheel was built
to supply a demand which we know to
exist among tome of our patrons for a
better and more expensive wheel than can
be had on the market at present. Sucli a.
wheel we have tried to make, and I be-
lieve that another season will see many
or them at the fashionable

the firm's shops. The wheci will he much
more richly ornamented, and its price will
be $1,000. A lantern, which is being made
to go with it, will Le set with precious
clones and will cost scleral hundred dol-
lars.

TOLL HO ADS IX KEXTUCKY.

Tliey CofihtHtitttii Heavy Tax and t lie
IVopIe JVunt to Get Hid of Them.

. Thjre is an air of business about the
agitation now going on in Kentucky on the
subject of free turnpikes. The macada-
mized roads of Kentucky have been famous
for their excclleme. They are splendid
highways, and .In the older part or the
State they wind about among the blue
grass farms like driveways in a park.
Some of thenVare very old; some have
been allowed to run down; many have been
recently constructed.

Some or them pay handsome dividends
to their stockholders, and a few gentlemen
in Central Kentucky who were farslghted
enough to gather up all the bargains they
could fi id in lurnpil.e stock have become
quite important as turnpike magnates.
Other roads have been less profitable, and
in general the expense of properly main-
taining a turnpike Is no small matter.
The Stale of Kentucky i& a pretty large
owner of turnpike stock, and it is not
a particularlyprofltnbleiiivestmenl. There
Isalsoa great deal of county money in vested
in the turnpikes, several counties having
Invested heavily in this way in the past
few years.

But toll' 'roads, however excellent and
valuable are not cheap. The tolls are
regulated bylaw, but at the lowest they
constitute, a pcavy tax on the community,
and the prejudice against the tollgatc has
been Increased- - for years. It has for some
years past taken, the form Of an active
agitation for making old turnpikes and
gravel roads free. Many schemes hava
been proposed, nearly all of them depending
on the purchascof the roads by the counties
and varying only in proposed methods of
payment and'of maintaining the road after
purcliase.

Many persons of both sexes are troubled
