Key West, Fin., March 13. Private ad-
vices received in this city by the steamer
Olivette Wednesday night from Havana
dated March 10 at Gen. Aguirre's head-
quarters, report a. battle at the town of
JigulalK) hi vvhlc'U the rebels defeated a
UttlUchment or.SpiiuMi troops, capturing
"nil their varjnsui(l .ammunition.

The insurgent?, "under the command of
Major Paul Arrango, captured the town
or San Antonio, de Kio .Blanco, one-ha- lf

mile from the city of Jaruco, which was
guarded by u detachment or Spanish volun-
teers.

At the approach of the insurgents the
volunteers sent .1 commission to the in-

surgent leader offering to surrender. They
delivered about eighty rifles and 2,000
rounds or ammunition, Lesidcs twenty
volunteers deserted and followed the in-

surgents.
CHARGED THE SPANISH.

Arrango went in the direction of the
Ovidco plantation. They were ambushed
by 300 Spanish tioops. A small rein-

forcement coming up from Maceo, thej
charged the troops, dislodging them, and
drove them in great disorder from the
field. The troops left twenty dead and
the insurgents lost six killed and two
wounded.

From Oviedo plantation the insurgents
went 111 the direction of Campcs de Florida,
where thej met a train carrj ing 500 troops.
Thej wrtckedt he train, defeated the troops,
killing many, and captured a lot or arms
and ammunition.

The reiort or the action of the United
States Congress has caused much rejoicing
among the Insurgents.

Oscar Held, a celebrated German artist,
hns joined the insurgents aiid been com-
missioned color bearer to General Aguirre.

SUFFERING IN MORO CASTLE.
Jos Azcui and one hundred and twenty-seve- n

other Cuban smjpathuers have been
transferred to tt;o Moro Castle dungeons,
where their sufferings ure something ter
nuie.

They are fed on bread and water andare
compelled to sleep on the damp ground
amidst a lot of filth.

On the 10th instant. sK small Cuban
bojs were met on tite public road by it
detachment of Spanish troops who fired on
the bojs. killing them. At Paltros de
Pedroso. the Spanish troops entered the
town, killing everj thing 111 sight.

It is said fifteen persons were shot and
among the killed is a man by the name of
Perdomo, an An encan citizen.

At Artemesia, it is reported that Spanish
soldiers ravished many women and joung
girls and enteied the churches, carrying
orr every thing of value.

Havana, Marcli 11, ia Tampa, Fla.,
March 13. All of the seventeen thousand
additional troops sent from Spain since
the middle of February, have arrived and
been equipped for service.

Most of them are now in the field. Some
sK thousand are being held in Havana
and its outskirts as a precaution against
disturbances in the city.

There are sufficient volunteers here to
repel any attack the insurgents can make
with I heir lack of camion and scarcity of
amunitlon.

The nevy troops were better than the
average sent from Spain, and should give
a good account of themselves in the field.
A portion of them was sent to General
Pando. in Santa Clara, and a large force
has been started for Pinar del Rio. where
the rebels have had things almost all their
own way for a month.

Nine important towns have been laid in
ruins, tobacco houses have been btlrned and
a large portion of the great tobacco dis-

trict is a waste.
The concentration of troops in Havana

province in the expectation of dealing an
effective blow to Gomez and Maceo, left
other provinces without sufficient pro-
tection.

The two rebel chieftains managed to
avoid a pitched battle, although the most
elaborate preparations vv e. to force
them to fight .01 surrender. Gomez has
been in Mafanns province about two weeks
and Maceo has a'so been there during the
past week.

With their twocolumns.aggregalingsomc
12,000 men aud the com.tnd or La ere t and
othei-j- , they have eifecUvely prevented
owners of sugar estates from obeying the
order of General Wcjler to begin grinding.
Cane has been burped from one end of tho
province to the other, but buildings aud
maehluery-ha.- v e not been harmed, so far
as has been learned. The outlook for
any more grlndingln M.Uan.ns and Havana
piovinces is not bright.

In adJltion to burning cane, many rail-ro.l- d

culverts an 1 brhlges-hav- c been totally
destroyed, dynamite being used in some
cases.
