If tho house was improperly
piped when it was built, or the pipes are
small, or they become obstructed in any
way, no matter what pressure the gas
companj puts on, you cannot get gas
through the burner to give a light.

MR. M'MILLAN'S PIPE.
Senator McMillan That was my exper-

ience in my stable and the back part of
my house. They were not lighted properlj-- ,

and yet the gas in the front part of the
house seemed to le all right. I had an
examination made and finally they dug
down and found the pipe was very small.
It had been put in there by Mr. Gait when
he built the house, and it was probably
adequate for him, with one or two licrse.,
but when I bought the house I needed
more light there in the stable to wash
carriages, etc. I put in a new
pipe, and fixed it up, and then I
had Just as good light in the hack as 1

did In the front part of the house. I have
been wondering whether that is not the
trouble with a great manj-- of those who
complain about the quality of the light.

Mr. Love Thntis a very common source
of complaint.

Mr. Winsuip Before you Fit down, Mr.
Love, will you allow me to ask how
high a candle power gas it is possible to
make with pure coal gas?

Mr. Love Using coal alone?

It seems
to me to be marvelous how, year arter
year, the Senate and House give up their
time to listen to thTs sniue old story, and
hear about the same old coon up the same
old tree, time alter time. It is a very
serious matter for the gas company, how-
ever, that the Senate and House can be
constantly reached by these gentlemen
Who are able to tell you how wonderfully
and beautifully they can make gas by some
process which the rest of us do not know
anything about, and how very cheap it
can be made.
"The result of this is found In the bill

which is before you for consideration,
asking that this company be required to
reduce the price of gas to SI per 1.C00,
and increasing Its Illuminating power about
15 per cent.; and this is done without any

technical Knowledge on the part
of the committee on this subject.

"Now. gentlemen, 1 1 old that it Is impos-
sible for the Washington Gaslight Com-
pany to make gas and tell it in the city
of Washington, and make a reasonable
profit upon It, at $1 per 1,000. Washing-
ton is a city whithls peculiarly .Hunted.
It pays more than Uie usual prices for all
Its materials. It Js paying very liberal
wages. It 16 a jeculiar city in many re-

spects. Washington, jifter all, may be
looked upon somewhat In the light of
our large summer-resor- t cities on the
eastern coast. This city does a large busl
ness while Congress Isjln session. A great
many people are um. Uie hotels arc filled,
the boarding-houso- t are running over, and
Uie stores are doihg niireor less business
incident to this crowda Tliej' concentrate
in that part of the year a great portion of
their business.

"It was argued, gehtlemen, before the
House committee and by the chaiiman oi
that committee, in presenting ills report,
that the cost of gas to this company was
70 cents per thousand feet, and that 30
cents per thousand was enough to allow
them for the purpose of dividends and inter-
est upon their bonds.

"That may belvue.if you look atitln the
light that 70 cents means evcrj thing in
the way of expense. But when you come
to fix the price or gas cannot be guided
by what is done in some other city. You
must be guided entirely bj-- what is done
in the city to which this price applies. The
difference in the cost of materials, theprice
of labor, the character of the street pave-
ments, the taxes, and a variety of things
that are dissimilar In different ciUes, must
be taken into consideraUon.

"The people or Europe have had a very
much longer and more varied experience
in this matter of the cost of the manu-

facture of gas, and the results of compe-
tition, and have arrived at the conclusion
that competition does not pay; that it does
not compete; that the consumer is not
benefited, and that the gas companies
should be given an opportunity to make
money, in order that they may furnish
the best quality of light, have the best
possible plant, and ufc the best materials,
and call to their aid the very best ability.

GAS LAWS OF EUROPE.

"There are throughout Europe laws pro-

viding that the gas company may earn
dividends varying from 8 to 10 per cent,
and that in addition they may lay aside
a sufficient sum of money to make their
current repairs, and for the betterment
of the plants, as it becomes necessary
jear after year. The company is, there-
fore, protected to that extent, and they get
a cheaper light and a better light. The
men invest In gas companies with Uie
knowledge that the investment is a perma-
nent and money-makin-

g one for them, and
that it is not subject, year after year, to
attacks from the outside. All that the
Investor has to be afraid of is the fact
that this Is a riskjr business; Uiat ex-

plosions and fires may destroy his plant,
and that many men of various abilities
are studying constanUy upon the problem
how to improve illuminating gas, and, in
fact, how to do away entirely with Uie
use of illuminating gas. So that the gas
business has simply gone along in a con-

servative way, availing Itself of the best
that has been discovered, and applying it
in its various processes.

"Iu this country there Is no security for
an investment made by citizens in any g

industry. They have got to con-
stantly meet these! flecks of competing
companies and attacks from cities and
municipal corporations' upon them in the
way of reducing pTice$. They have been
absolutely obliged,, therefore, by the sit-
uation, to keep thtj cost of gus ut a higher
price than Is absolutely right and fair,
and at a higher prices than they would he
compelled to keep jt If they were in con-
trol of the situaUonin order that they
may have a surplus .fund with which to
meet these competitors P

WHAT ITXJAN AFFORD.

"Now, gentlcmen.iit seems to me Uiat the
simple question for,'y0o', to consider, and the
rair and just question for jrou to consider
with reference to the question of the price
and quality of gas,' which you have be-

fore you, is to ascertain what thlsgascom-pan- y

can afford 6), do, treating It justly
and liberally and from that standpoint.

"There can be no judgment by a gentle-
man who may live three thousand .miles
from Uie city of Washington who knows
nothing whatever about the question of
Uie cost of the transportation of material
and the coat of material here, as to the
price at which gas should be furnished
here.
"I am satisfied that the gas company can

prove that, with its present apparatus,
with the price it pays for material, ror la-

bor, wiUi the illuminating power and qual-
ity of the gas what Is now required, they
cannot continue to paj dividends or 10 per
cent and take care of their stock and sell
gas at $1 per thousand.

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Furnace On South Capitol' Front

Now Burning Garbage.

DECLARED TO BE A SUCCESS
t

Will CoiistinieTwo rjtindrcd and Forty
' Tons JSvury Twenty-fou- r flours, if

Kept Couhtuntlj-- Employed Exelho
Hoard Acts Favorably Upon Eight
Applications for WUolesuloLIcensso.

The crematory at the foot of Soutli Cap-
itol street has at last become the recep-
tacle for the District garbage, and the
work of incineration maj- - be said to have
fairly commenced.

For two weeks or more the stuff has
been burned in small quantities, as a test
of the furnace and equipment, but it was
not until yesterday that the carts began
regular deliveries and the other meUiods
of disposal were abandoned.

According to the Judgment of the garbage
contractor, Mr. WarfieiU, the initial work
of the crematory stamps It as a success.
He is or the opinion that the ovens may be
run to their mil capacity with all confi-
dence In the falthrul performance of their
functions.

Asked if the furnace discharged any
appreciable odor into the atmosphere. Mr.
Warficld said he had discovered none what-
ever. The only scents discoverable were
from the carts, at the time or delivery, and
these, lie Bald, were not more apparent
than they were at other times and places
when and where the carts are on the
streets.

The crematory Is supplied with two fur-
naces, one on either side of the tall stack,
which Is or steel and 118 feet high. Each
ut these furnaces has a capacity of sixty
tons, and they are IntenJed to be operated
alternately, everj' other daj If neces-
sary, both may be kept fired everj' daj,
in which event the aggregate burned each
ten hours would be 120 tons.

ITS TOTAL CAPACITY.
If the furnaces should be kept burning

all the time, without cessation, it Is claimed
the consumption would aggregate 240
tons. It Is also believed that this conrso
would be better for the crematory than to
permit the fires to die out and the fur-
naces to cool.

The creamatory could, under Uie contin-
uous process suggested, be made to do
the work for tne entire District, but
It is not contemplated to do this. The
proper capacity ls sixty tons per day of
ten houses, and unlet special arrangements
shall be made, this will not be exceeded.
It can be seen, therefore, that the single
crematory will not be sufficient for the
needs of the District.

Meanwhile there is a good deal or In-

quiry as to the Smith contract and the
site for the proposed Smith crematorj. It
was to be located at each of several points,
but for some reason no one of these loca-
tions has yet materialized.

The comparative success of these two,
by the waj, as announced by the Commis-
sioners last fall, was to determine the
selection of a third, the site for which
ls also as yet classed among the uncertain-
ties.

The summer is coming, it Is urged,
when tin collection or garbage will
average 150 tons per dnj and maj- - be
more. The highest amount collected in
any one day. under the present contract,
was 165 tons, but that even is not accepted
as a criterion. Iu a large city during
the heated period 175 tons would not
be considered as excessive.

OWNER BROWN SUPERVISES.
Under existing arrangements Mr. S.

II. Brown, owner of tie plant, will oper-
ate the creamtory Tor ninety days at ills
own expense, and will be paid for the
Work1 at the rate or 28 cents per ton of
garbage consumed. The work of the
furnaces will be subjected to every just
test, and at an early day the Commissioners,
representatives of the pre--s and others
are to be invited to inspect Uie plant
while In operation.

A sample of the ashes taken from the
furnace are now in the hands of Chemist
Herd or the health ofUce labarutorj-So- r

analj-sis- . and the result will be made
known as soon as ascertained. Its qual-
ity as a fertilizer will be thus demon-- s

trated.
